LAGPAC CELEBRATES
FIFTH ANNIVERSARY

Florence Bowers and Richard Devlin,
co-chairs of Louisiana Gay Political Action
Caucus (LAGPAC) have announced a
birthday party for the five-year-old orga-
nization.

The party will celebrate the many signifi-
cant accomplishments LAGPAC has
achieved in the struggle for equal rights
for lesbians and gay men, including:

its impact on the political community (to
the point where candidates for public
office no longer ask “Lag Who?" but
actively seek support from the group),

in helping to elect openly lesbian and
gay members of New Orleans Democratic
and Republican Executive Committees; in
helping to elect an openly lesbian demo-
crat and an openly gay republican to their
respective State Central Committees; in
electing openly gay and lesbian dele-
gates to the National Democratic Con-
vention;

in achieving ongoing dialogue between
the lesbian/gay community and the New
Orleans Police Department; in establish-
ing seminars in the Police Academy;

in sponsoring the first two Louisiana
State Conferences and co-sponsoring
each of the ensuing Celebration con-
ferences, and in co-sponsoring Celebra-
tion ‘86 which will also be the Eleventh
Annual Southeastern Conference for Les-

bians and Gay Men.

LAGPAC, through its New Orleans Re-
gional Chapter, has been instrumental in
persuading Congresswoman Lindy
Boggs to co-sponsor the National Gay
and Lesbian Civil Rights Bill, and in con-
vincing New Orleans Mayor Ernest N
“Dutch” Morial to issue a policy memoran-
dum banning discrimination in city em-
ployment and services on account of sex-
ual orientation.

LAGPAC and its New Orleans Chapter
have been in the vanguard of those
groups seeking to introduce and pass an
ordinance in New Orleans addressing dis-
crimination against lesbians and gay men
in employment, housing and public
accommodations; and is one of the prin-
cipal co-sponsors of the Sexual Privacy
Project which is challenging the con-
stitutionality of Louisiana's “crime against
nature” statute.

Mary Jones moved to New Orleans
eight years ago from Spartanburg, South
Carolina. When she's not repairing foreign
cars, Mary aggressively pursues her inter-
est in civil and human rights. She holds
membership in the Association of Demo-
cratic Women, the National Women's Poli-
tical Caucus, and served at the Democrat-
ic National Convention in 1984 as a Jack-
son delegate. Mary has recently been
honored as a namesake by the New
Orleans black community group, The
Langston-Jones Society. Mary also enjoys
Opel GTs, jazz and comedy plays.

Mary has served as a powerful catalyst
in grass roots civil rights movements. She
summarizes that for the past 15 years, she
has fought for civil and human rights:
black, feminist and now gay issues. All are
viewed as interconnected and moving
toward the same goal. Mary perceives
that the most visibly hated group today are
the gays (lesbians included) and until we
get noticeable human rights improve-
ment, no one will ever win.

Although born in Morgan City,
Louisiana, Sam Verdin has only recently
returned to his state of birth after having
lived the California lifestyle for a number of
years. While in California, he entered the
catering business with significant suc-
cess. Samdisclosed that his love for cook-
ing has not abated since his return to
Louisiana, yet another interest has re-
ceived priority. One can observe him in
action at Decatur Sam'’s Hairstyling Shop,
another business he owns. When he's not
cooking or shearing, Sam enjoys riding
with the Road Riders Motorcycle Club.

Sam describes his involvement in
NORCO/LAGPAC as an attempt to con-
solidate and cooperate together to allevi-
ate harassment and a life of fear. He feels

AMTRAK SAYS:
NO FREE RIDE FOR GAYS

AMTRAK, the federally subsidized rail
transportation network, has a policy which
permits spouses and dependent children
of its employees to ride AMTRAK trains
free.

But when an AMTRAK employee in
Pennsylvania requested similar treatment
for his lover, AMTRAK balked.

According to a report in Philadelphia
Gay News an AMTRAK personnel depart-
ment spokesperson said she doubted gay
lovers would ever be included. “There are
absolutely no exceptions to this policy,”
she said. 4

SENATORS INTRODUCE
EXPANDED GAY RIGHTS BILL

Sen. John Kerry (D-Mass.) has in-
troduced an expanded gay rights bill in
the U.S. Senate, one which will guarantee
equal rights in the areas of employment,
housing, public accommodations and ac-
cess to federal funding. Previous versions
of the billaddressed only employment dis-
crimination.

Four co-sponsors of previous bills have
signed on the new bill: Edward Kennedy
(D-Mass.), Daniel Patrick Moynihan (D-
N.Y.), Alan Cranston (D-Cal.) and Daniel
Inouye (D-Hawaii). Sens. Spark Matsuna-
ga (D-Hawaii) and Gary Hart (Colo.) are
expected to support the bill. A previous
co-sponsor, Sen. Robert Packwood (R-
Ore.) has not yet decided on his
support. 4

WAXMAN ATTACKS
ADMINISTRATION

Rep. Henry A. Waxman (D-Cal.) contin-
ued his attack on the Reagan administra-
tion's response to AIDS in a recent Face
the Nation appearance on CBS

Waxman calls the proposed 44% in-
crease in funding “a drop in the bucket,”
and criticized HHS Secretary Margaret
Heckler for denying additional funding
last year even after “we had all the public
health officials in the administration”
plead for it

Waxman is chairman of the House Ener-
gy and Commerce subcommittee on
health and the environment. 4

FALWELL RAISING MONEY
TO “FIGHT AIDS”

The Rev. Jerry Falwell recently wrote
another letter to his flock, this time asking
for money to fight the spread of AIDS.

He urged his followers to “take the fire of
the liberals and the militant gays™ by com-
batting the spread of the “gay plague.”

The funds raised will not be used to fund
a research laboratory or educational pro-
grams however. What the money will be
used for is to lobby for a law that will,
among other things, require that man-
slaughter charges be brought against
anyone who “knowingly” transmits AIDS
to another person and that person dies.
Other aspects of the bill would require
testing for the AIDS virus as part of all
medical exams and reporting positive re-
sults to state health officials, and give
state health departments quarantine au-
thority. 4

OHIO TEACHER FIRED

Robert Navis, a teacher in a Cleveland,
Ohio Catholic high school, has been fired
by the archdiocese because he engaged
in “deliberate homosexual desires and
acts.”

According to the archdiocese, Navis
was fired after a 17-year career in paro-
chial schools not because he is gay, but
because he lived openly with his lover.

At first the dismissal brought little pro-
test. Cleveland’s Dignity organization, to
which Navis belonged, said he brought
about his own firing by being openly gay
outside the classroom, according to
Charles Callender of the Gay People's
Chronicle. Callender added that the re-

sponse was to be expected in Cleveland
where many in the gay community regard
open homosexuality as “dangerous.” 4

LAWYERS SAY NO TO GAY RIGHTS

The American Bar Association has
again refused to pass a resolution oppos-
ing discrimination against homosexuals in
the areas of housing, employment and
public accommodations.

Opponents of the resolution said it
would mean the ABA supported deviant
behavior. “Homosexuality is a violation of
the laws of every religion,"” said one dele-
gate. "When the lawyers of America cease
to stand up for righteous conduct, there is
little hope for society.”

The resolution was introduced by attor-
ney Dan Bradley of San Francisco, former
president of the Legal Services
Corporation. 4

GAY RIGHTS IN FRANCE

A modified lesbian and gay rights bill
has been passed by France's National
Assembly. Under the bill, some anti-
discrimination laws, particularly those
concerned with equal access to govern-
ment services, are extended to lesbians
and gay men

The French Senate had rejected the bill
earlier, but that vote was overturned by the
National Assembly’'s action. 4

NBC PLANS TV-MOVIE ABOUT AIDS

NBC Television is planning to air An Ear-
ly Frost, a film focusing on how a family
adjusts to knowing that a young son has
been diagnosed as having AIDS.

According to a network spokesperson,
the son will not be allowed to die on
camera, even though the script will make
clear that his case is terminal. 4

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health fitness programs by sponsoring
teams for the 1986 Gay Games, to be held
in San Francisco and Berkeley, California.

Each of the ten founding clubs have
pledged $1,000 toward the costs of the
games, and each will encourage mem-
bers to form teams to compete in the 17
sports categories, which include basket-
ball, bowling, boxing, cycling, marathon,
physique, pool, power lifting, racquetball,
soccer, softball, swimming, tennis, track
and field, triathlon, volleyball and wrest-
ling.

The first Gay Games, held in San Fran-
cisco in 1982, drew over a thousand par-
ticipants and tens of thousands of specta-
tors in one of the most successful gay-
organized national events ever held. 4

RETIREMENT HOMES FOR
LESBIANS AND GAY MEN?

Previous research in the gay/lesbian
community has indicated a preference for
retirement housing and long term care
facilities which are homosexually

oriented. To elicit more detailed and accu-
rate information concerning interest in
such facilities for older lesbians and gay
men, a nationwide survey is being con-
ducted by Dr. A. J. Lucco, Fellow in
Geriatric Medicine at Johns Hopkins Uni-
versity School of Medicine in Baltimore.

Gay men and lesbians who will be at
least 55 years old by the end of the current
calendar year are needed to complete an
anonymous, self-administered question-
naire which asks for demographic data as
well as opinions in regard to retirement
housing options and preferences.

Everyone has %,
what is referred to as
a Target Heart Rate §
(THR), a pulse rate
which you should
work at — but not ex-
ceed — during
aerobic activity. Your
THR can be calcu-
lated, most simply,
by subracting your age from 180. For ex-
ample, a 35-year-old man would calcu-
late: 180 —35= 145 for his/her THR. This
essentially means that, to achieve op-
timum results from his work-out, he/she
must get the pulse rate up to 145 beats per
minute.

At this rate there will be a sufficient
amount of energy and oxygen for the mus-
cles to utilize. Also, at this rate, after the
initial sugar reserves get depleted, fats
become mobilized for energy.

ability for one to lose body fat and weight,
