Nightingales Sing Brightly at Alliance

by Alexander Wallace

The new play at the Alliance Theatre, And A
Nightingale Sang... by C. P. Taylor, (running
through February 9, 1985) while not a particu-
larly deep or moving piece of theatre, seizes
and holds your attention with lots of little
things until you're caught, held, and tho-
roughly entertained. Acted by an excellent
ensemble cast of seven co-equal stars and
directed by Kent Stephens with a pace and
verve unusual for the Alliance, this little play
sets its three feet firmly on the stage and says,
“I'm here, I'm staying—and you better believe
me!"” And that's really all you can ask of @
play, short of Shakespeare or Williams

If you've ever wondered what
the magic of World War Il was all about —if for
no other reason—go see And A Nightingale

And be prepared to laugh—it's avery funny
play. The lines are typically “British,” almost
camp, off-beat, surprising, wacky, delicious,
delivered with authentic North Country ac-
cents and sensibilities—and just crazy
enough to be occasionally believable and
pithy—as when one character says, “It won't
matter nothing in 100 years.”

| won't go into the plot—having to do with
wartime romance, communism, a player-
piano, cats and a smiling madonna—suffice
it to say that the parentage of this play is A
Glass Menagerie ou! of The Skin of Our Teeth
and You Can't Take It With You—in cockney
It's all about men mucking up and womern

holding fast, and rolling out the barrell, and
rationing and sacrifices, and air-raids and
whiz-bombs and ack-ack guns, and pulling
together and honesty and love
