A fifteen year old female whose
mother is a lesbian, a 65 year old man
who has spent all his life in the mili-
tary hiding his gay feelings, and a
man who accidently found his teen-
aged son having sex with a boyfriend
were among the more than 400
people who made use of the Gay
National Educational Switchboard in
its first week of operation.

Calls are answered by over 60 volun-
teers who come from throughout the
San Francisco Bay Area. These
women and men have received exten-
sive training in human sexuality,
communication and listening skills.

The Switchboard opened October 1
to provide badly needed accurate
information about gay sexuality and
and gay lifestyles. A project of the
Human Rights Foundation in San
Francisco, the switchboard is the
first of its kind to offer national
access through its toll free 800’
numbers. The switchboard is current-
ly open from 2pm till midnight in
all four time zones. The number to
call is 800-227-0888. The switchboard
staff emphasizes that the WATS
number will never appear on the
phone bill of the caller.
