The Broadway production of The Wiz is now at The Fox.

Still another cult is making the news.
This one is older than most non-de-
nominational sects, it’s followers are
not easily identified. They don’t shave
their heads and wear orange caftans
or commit mass suicide at the drop of
a hat. This cult has followed the
legend of a small girl’s search for, and
realization of, all the happiness to be
found right in your own back yard.
They made a super star of Judy Gar-
land and recognized Margaret Hamil-
ton long before. she was pushing
Maxwell House Coffee. Ruby slippers
are worshipped rather than Krishna
and the journey to Nirvanha is as
simple as following the yellow brick
road. The cult has been divided into
sub-sects and created demi-gods and
have given way to Broadway musicals,
a new disco album and a 30 million
dollar movie to be released later this
month.

The road to Oz has been heavily
trafficked since L. Frank Baum

first laid the yellow brick pavement
in 1899. The constant. turnover has
provided healthy business for the
favorite truck stops along the way;
Scarecrow’s Shanty, Tin Man’s Diner
and the Lion’s Lair. The death toll
hasn’t increased. Even on holidays,
the only two lives claimed on I-YBR
are two evil witches. And, of course,
everyone’s favorite tour gal is still
Dorothy. But don’t be deceived.
Nothing remains unchanged. Not even
the wonderful land of Oz.

If you ease on down Peachtree Street
to the Fox Theater, you’ll find a
born-again version of the mighty tale.
The Wiz, playing through December
16, is the first of three Broadway
musicals scheduled to stop in Atlanta
this winter. The project, spearheaded
by Gerald Rafshoon, Jessie Hill, Bob
Malina and Michael Parver, is a risky
test being made in this area. For a
long time now, Atlanta has been over-
looked whenever the big-wigs in New




York were booking the national
tours of hit Broadway shows, while
decisions to play Boston, Philadel-
phia, Chicago, San Francisco and L.A.
are taken for granted. No one has
ever looked to the South as being a
lucrative market for first-rate enter-
tainment. Even though the Metropo-
litan Opera has always included At-
lanta in their touring season for over
twenty-live years

Grumbling in the market place, letters
to the Editors and our city’s very arts-
conscious government officials have
finally taken it to heart to bring in
shows everyone hears about, for
Southerners to see without making us
travel North. It is another step in es-
tablishing Atlanta as the arts and en-
tertainment capitol of the Southeast.
If response is strong and tickets sell to
these three shows (including Chapter
I'wo and A Chorus Line in addition
to The Wiz) we can look forward to
seeing top rate tours of current Broad-
way shows every season

If opening night reaction can be read
as any indication, then who needs
Broadway we have Peachtree! The
audience rose as one to celebrate the
dynamics that had passed before their
eyes. For any who has not made it
to New York in the past few years to
see The Wiz or haven't heard the
million-selling original cast album or
read the rave reviews that have hearal-
ded the show since it opened, this is an
all-black, disco version of The Wizard
of Oz. The star of the show is still
Dorothy, played in this production by
Renee Harris

Ms. Harris displays remarkable energy
and possesses an incredibly powerful
voice for such a small young woman

has ever been allowed to be. Her
characterization as a bungling, vaude-
ville-type magician takes, perhaps,
the most liberties in this new trans-
lation and instantly wins over the
house. Whether she’s choking from
the smoke at her entrance or fondling
the musclemen who escort her sister,
Glinda, she’s a loveable old witch,
obviously patterned after Pearl Bailey.
I'he list of fine performances contin-
ues to include Ron Taylor as the Lion;
Carolyn Miller in the role of Evillene,
the wicked witch of the West; Clyde-
Jacques Barrett, the Tinman and,
of course, Kamal as the Wiz himself.

It’s wonderful to see a show play the
Fox that is as professionally staged as
played as this. Though at times the
performers were hard to hear and
there were moments when the timing
could have been lost or scenes that
were less defined in their contribu-
tions to the plot than others, the
pacing is slick, moving right over
the places that might get bogged
down. The costumes, by Geoffrey
Holder, are a true sight to behold
and the dancing (as well as the dancers)
are exciting and well defined. There is
never an instant in the production that
loses the attention of the audience. If
you'd decided not to attend this live
performance and hold out, instead,
for the Diana Ross movie version of
the same name (opening December 22)
I urge you not to. Nothing is as com-
pelling or fun to watch as a show, live
And this is a finely wrought
instrument of entertainment.
