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Edna Hughey arrived in Atlanta from
Florida in 1962 and started the very
first import shop ever to open its
doors in the city. “It was the first
shop of its kind,” she recalls. “They
didn’t even know how to license me!
Finally, they called me a ‘variety’
store.” Why the name “Onion Dome”?
Because of the onion shape of domes
in Russian and Indian architecture.
The name — as well as the business be-
hind it must have caught on: Mrs.
Hughey has enjoyed 17 years in the
Atlanta area.

Today, Mrs. Hughey and manager
Larry Allen operate a store offering
a wide variety of imported merchan-
dise, including such items as shark

jaws, ostrich eggs, paper lanterns,
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ONION DOME
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crystal balls, vases, rattan furniture,
and peacock feather fans. The store
avoids overloaded stocking of an
article by direct purchase from im-
porters. By purchasing merchandise
in this manner, large quantities of
the same item are eliminated. “We
have some of everything,” Mrs.
Hughey explains, “rather than a lot
of some things.” A second Onion
Dome shop featuring exclusively furni-
ture is slated for a June lst opening in
the Peachtree Battle Shopping Center.
Bamboo, rattan, and willow selections
will be for sale in the new store, an
exciting step for what has to be one
of Atlanta’s oldest retail establish-
ments. Hours at the current shop are
10 to 8 Monday - Friday, 10 to 6
Saturday, and 1 to 5 on Sunday.

INTERVEEW Billy Jones

This interview was conducted by
Robin Roberts for Cruise Weekly.

Billy Jones, otherwise known as
“Phyllis Killer”, is the Atlanta gay
community’s ‘still living legend”,
having resided in the area most of his
life and having originated annual
award presentations to local clubs and
their entertainers 11 years ago. Before
ruining wigs and handing out “Oscars”
on the city’s gay bar stages, Billy
enjoyed an 18 year career as display
director for Franklin Simon depart-
ment store. His “Phyllis Killer Oscar
Awards” will take place this year
at Numbers on Monday evening,
April 16th, starting at 10 p.m.

CRUISE: Tell us about your Oscars,
Billy.

BILLY: We do the Oscars every year
about the same time. It’s always in
the spring of the year after the original
Hollywood Oscars because there’s
excitement about that. I started the
Oscars 11 years ago as a camp thing

at Mrs. P’s. We awarded bottles of
champagne to “Big Spender of the
Year’ and other little tidbits. Then
we starting doing show biz, so the
second year we gave out some awards
to the entertainers and mixed them in
with the camp awards. After the 4th
year of it, the show busifiess picked up
considerably and I felt like these
people deserved recognition. Then we
got into the technical end of it because
we no longer brought the victrolas
from home to use — notice I said
victrolas — at the clubs. They provided
us with sound equipment. And then
we had our own orchestra leader,
which was the sound technish. The
Oscars are not just me, Phyllis Killer.
It’s a representation of the whole
community. We all vote. And this year
we have a Board of Directors and
memberships to the Academy of Per-
forming Arts.

CRUISE: Do you see the Phyllis Killer
Oscars as sometimes causing argument
or disagreement in the gay communi-
ty?



BILLY: Well, any time you have a
competition thing like this, there are
going to be some arguments and dis-
agreements. All the bar owners and the
people have been very cooperative. I'd
like it to be a social event. This year,
one of the bookstores is having a party
for the nominees on the Sunday
before the presentation. There’s only
a couple of places that didn’t adver-
tise in the souvenir program.,

CRUISE: How do you deal with accu-
sations that the Oscars are political?

BILLY: I'm just very lucky I don’t
have to deal with it, That's why we
have a nominating committee. We had
a committee of 21 people this year
who were the bar owners in town, and
it took them five hours to decide who
was nominated for what. THEY
argued this out. Of course, some bar
may have felt like it had the best per-
formers, and that’s natural. On the
other hand, some realized they didn’t,
and it was easy 1o recognize someone
else’s talent. There was a lot of argu-
ment back and forth, but that was the
purpose of the meeting: to decide who
was the best and who should be elimi-

nated. The Oscars have been sabotaged
several times. One time somebody
stole the tapes right off the stage. One
year somebody made off with several
of the Oscars that hadn’t been presen-
ted. We knew who did it and we
ironed it out. At the time we started
this, there was a lot of jealousy. Now
it’'s more professional, and people
respect each other’s talent. We've had
no problem the past four or five years.

BILLY: No matter whether the enter-
tainer is dancing or singing or what-
ever, when she comes off that stage as
an actress, that’s the category she falls
in. If it’s purely a production num-
ber or something, then that’s different.
We do have a live category, where
people are judged on live perfor-
mances. But with the Actress of the
Year, all the categories come together
and the one who comes off best to the
audience wins,

CRUISE: Would you explain the con-
