choreography through improvisational
rehearsals and what they create is not
easy to describe. It is not dance, really.
Nor is it acrobatics, nor geometry, nor
living sculpture. But, somehow, a thril-
ling combination of it all. Like a per-
petual motion machine, the members
move individually and unexpectedly
come together. This coming together
is more than a mere group moving in
unison. The group manages to merge
and become one shap which, in a
jellyfish way, maneuvers itself into
something else. Throughout the ges-
ticulations the people making up the
group are turned sideways, upside-
down, all around. The truely amazing
thing of these performances, though,
is their capacity of deception. Al-
though the audience is perfectly aware
that upon the stage are six different
persons, when they connect as one ob-
ject, changing shapes, the audience is
unaware of individuals and, in fact,

hanging off the shoulders of the other
dancers, defying gravity and entwining
bodies in incredible configurations. In
a unique dance style that uses mime,
comedy and gymnastics, Pilobolus has
created a delightful new approach to
movement that has made it one of the
most popular dance companies in the
world. Beautiful sculptural dance pat-
terns and their own special brand of
comic wit is the stunning result of
their superbly conditioned bodies
and unique choreography.

This unconventional group burst onto
the dance scene in 1971 and brought
with it a whole new vocabulary of
movement, leverage and balance. The
two young men who started Pilobolus
were athletes and gymnasts, not
dancers. They met at Dartmouth as
students and after taking a dance class
from a woman who later joined the
company, they applied all of their
experience with movement to create a
whole new dance form. New York

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Times critic Clive Barnes calls it “a
new form of Pop dance” and the
“only really different style to come
along in years”. Even the name Pilobo-
lus suggests their original intention of
not being taken too seriously as
dancers. Pronounced just like it is
written, the word Pilobolus is the
name for a sun-loving fungus that
the founders studied in biology class.

The communal effort produces
distinctive works that capitalize on
the athletic prowess of the four men
and on the dance training of the two
women. The results are fresh, different
and often hilarious.

Because they are not dancers in the
usual sense, their style is unencum-
bered by the rules and limitations of
conventional dance. Instead of dis-
guising their strength with traditional
movements of grace, they glory in
their muscular control and bursts of
energy.

A body hurtles head first across the
stage, hits another body and somehow
sticks there, funny yet graceful. In a
seemingly impossible balancing act,

the six perch on each others backs,
hang from shoulders and entwine
themselves so completely that the ef-
fect is far more organic than human.
Although the tone of their dancing is
very physical, there is also a great
fluidity of motion that is both sophis-
ticated and beautiful. Their pieces
center around themes that are often
mysterious and abstract, but always
exhibit an honest and frequently
comic view of the world.

Their zany unorthodox appeal has re-
ceived world acclaim that is unprece-
dented for so young a company. Their
tremendous success has earned them,
among other honors, a commission
from the International Olympic Com-
mittee to choreograph and perform
a new piece expressly for the 1980
World Olympics. From four weeks of
sold out Broadway performances in
1977 to appearances at college cam-
puses and festivals across the country,
Pilobolus has repeatedly proven that
their work can touch and excite
people with virtually no dance back-
ground as well as dance buffs.

CRUISE: Why did Ron leave The
Academy?

DAVID: It finally came down to a
disagreement between Ron, myself
and the other people involved on
the direction we were going to take
with the club. I see it first as a “hot”
disco with good sound and lights,
friendly employees and good drinks,
a club very much like Back Street.
Ron wanted to do more things like
the wet jockey shorts contest and
the roller disco which I felt detract-
ed from the atmosphere we need-
ed to create to draw the crowd we
like here.
