MR. GAY ATLANTA CON-
TEST CLIMAXES A WEEK
OF EVENTS

The Sweet Gum Head was the site of
this year’s Mr. Gay Atlanta this past
Monday, May 7th. Nine contestants
competed in a fast-moving contest that
climaxed a week of events sponsored
by the Gay Atlanta Foundation and
several of the city’s gay businesses.

The festivities started with registra-
tion at the Sweet Gum Head on Sun-
day, April 29th and continued with
events at different establishments each
evening following. Monday, April 30th
The Annex hosted a party for the con-
testants while on Tuesday, Bulldog
and Company played host. Shelly’s
served hors d’oeuvres at a cocktail
party there on Wednesday and
Stephen’s Saloon served a buffet to
the group on Thursday. Saturday
afternoon Le Cove threw a party and
on Sunday evening Club Atlanta wel-
comed the group.

Bill Sanders, the founder of the Mr.
Gay Atlanta Pageant, served as emcee

throughout the evening. He was ably
assisted by Lisa King. Some very
special entertainment was provided by
Lisa, Charlie Brown, Saytyn DeVille,
Yetteva Antoinette, Randy Knight,
Herbie Johns, and last year’s Mr. Gay
Atlanta, Jim Gray.

The contestants competed in five
categories: evening wear, sportswear,
swimwear, question and interview,
The interviews were conducted by the
judges on Sunday afternoon but the
remainder of the competition all took
place on stage Monday night. White
formals were very popular in the
evening wear competition but Daryl
Abrell was a crowd favorite in this
category in his black, three piece pin
strip suit and rakish straw hat. In
sportswear the contestants showed a
lot of originality with their different
outfits. Mike Birch sported a costume
that stripped first to shorts and then
to bathing trunks. Ron Ellis came out
in a Marlboro Man outfit complete
with a western saddle. Rhon Shaw
sported a safari look in this category
while Don Dupree looked good in a
tennis outfit. Ray Scarborough dressed
western while Ted Stephenson wore a
stunning outfit that consisted of
leather pants topped by a gay silk
body shirt.

Bill and Michael DelPercio’s next
event will be the official Mr. Gay
America competition which will be
staged Memorial Day weekend (May
27th) at the multi-million dollar
Sheraton-Atlanta.

The soft-spoken Bill Parker’s first
endeavor began over twelve years
ago at 415 Main Street, Daytona
Beach, Florida. Leasing an historic
old building and calling it Club Hol-
lywood. It became the scene of
Florida’s first contests and pageants
which were the forerunner of such
events throughout the Sunshine State.

Bill credits much of his success to his
talented partner and good friend,
Frank Wright “Juanita Banana”’. Frank
has traveled extensively in Georgia,
Florida, Alabama and the Carolina’s
touting the Club Hollywood and the
various pageants and contests which
Bill has produced.

Pioneering these past few years in the
booking of Gay events in the straight
hotels has not been easy. Outstanding

success, however, included acquisition
of such facilities as the Forum Grand
Ballroom, Daytona Beach’s largest
hotel; the Desert Inn, for last years
Mr. America plus a long-running
female impersonators review in the
Desert Inn’s main show lounge.

Bill opened the doors of other such
famous houses including the Konover’s
magnificent ballroom in Miami Beach
(Mr. Florida 1978) and the upcoming
extravaganza (Mr. Gay America 1979)
on May 27th at the conservative
Sheraton-Atlanta. It is interesting to
note that since Bill’s “first”” at Miami
Beach’s Konover Hotel last year,
another major event (Miss Florida for
female impersonators) will be staged
at the facility on Monday, May 14th,
this coming Monday. It was formerly
held at Miami’s Fontainbleau.

After a recent Pageant Ross Aber-
nathy, (himself a contestant) wrote
Cruise (volume 3, number 9), “My
congratulations to Bill Parker, for
putting together such an outstanding
Pageant. Bill recruited eighteen con-
testants who displayed a brotherhood
and devotion beyond that which I
have experienced in any other con-
test.”

Quipped a Cruise editor at the end of
Abernanthy’s article, “It’s rarely that
we hear something nice about any
pageant after the judges have reached
their decision. It’s good to know that
there are good sports in the Gay en-
tertainment world.”

CRUISE: Did you possess a different
perspective after returning from live
drama to female impersonation?
LAVITA: I was looking at audiences
differently. Instead of doing the
usual “run into the wall” comedy, I
was doing dramatic numbers. I was
expecting something different. I had
to work back into comedy, which I
wasn’t happy with. I enjoy comedy,
but people don’t realize how hard it
is to find comedy. They don’t make
the records anymore. I put in TWO
new comedy numbers this past vear.
CRUISE: Describe the Lavita Allen
character.

LAVITA: She is a quaalude freak
who has burned herself out on
acid — some off the wall freak who
has no sense at all. I am definitely
not feminine. [ do a caricature of
a woman. [ do female characteri-
zation, not female impersonation.
CRUISE: How do you feel female
impersonators are viewed by gay
society in general?

LAVITA: We are never taken serious-
ly. We are considered a step above
Anita Bryant in the gay world. It
never ceases to amaze me how people
will scream and holler and tip us
money at the Gum Head, and then
won’t give us the time of day any
other time. If you want to carry the
analogy further, gay audiences can’t be
less annoyed with you 10 minutes
after you're off stage, but straight
people will try their damndest to get
to go to bed with you!

CRUISE: How do you view beauty
contests with female impersonators?

LAVITA: I find it fun to watch other
people squirm. That may be a sadistic
viewpoint, but I like to watch people
suffer because I have. I know I can’t
compete with people who are a
surgeon’s table away from being a
woman. I’d love to see a pageant
where Taisha Wallis, Brandy Lee, Lisa
King, and Vikki Lawrence killed them-
selves to prove who was the most
beautiful, because, granted, they are
all beautiful.

CRUISE: How much longer are you
going to be involved in this career?

LAVITA: I am biding my time. I am
waiting for something that should

hatch by October. Right now, every-
thing is on simmer. (]
