CHANNEL ELEVEN'S “BOYS FOR SALE”
SENSATIONALIZES TEENAGE MALE
PROSTITUTION

During rhe week of May 21 on their six
and eleven o'clock news in a week long
series entitled "Boys For Sale”, Arlanra’s TV
Channel 11, WXIA, sensarionalized boy
prostirurion in Arlanta and elsewhere. On

Thursday night’s edirion of the series they
broughr up rthe name of Cavco, Inc, the
publisher of CRUISE. On Friday, Richard
Kavanaugh, Ediror of CRUISE called a press
conference to refure rthe allegarions

During this past week WXIA TV, Channel
11, has been running a series on their six
and eleven o'clock news programs
entitled "Boys For Sale”. Supposedly the
series is about teenage boys selling their
bodies on the streets and in the parks of
Atlanta. However, last night in the fourth
installment of the series they went
rather far ofield and in process of talking
about male prostitution brought up the
name of our company, Cavco, Inc., and
implied that we were involved in male
prostitution and kiddie pornography.

We wish to state most emphatically that
our company is in no way involved with
male prostitution or with the publishing
of photographs of young men under
the age of eighteen. We are in the pub-
lishing business. We do publish several
magazines designed for the gay
market and some of them do include
nude photographs of young men. But
no photographs are published of
anyone under eighteen years of age.

Our primary publication is CRUISE
WEEKLY, an entertainment guide to the
many nightclubs in Atlanta that cater to
gay clientele. While we have never
tried to make it at all a political publica-
tion, it has come to be a forum for Aflan-
ta’s large gay community.

We feel that Channel 11 and others are
maliciously frying to throw the blame
for teenage male prostitution on the
gay community and on us since we are
the spokesmen of that community.
Homophobes such as Gary Franklin, Ron
Becker and Anita Bryant resent the fact
that such publications as our exist and
will use slander, innuendo and outright
lies to discredif us.

The problem of young boys selling their
bodies on the streets and in the parks
does exist. And it is a subject worth
exploring. But we feel that Channel 11
has gone about it wrong. In every epi-
sode they have fried to sensationalize it
by talking about how young the boys
involved are, mentioning nine and ten
year olds. They have given no aftention
to why these children are allowed by
their parenfs to be out offering their
bodies for sale.

We deeply resent the manner in which
Channel 11 has handled this series and
particularly object to the inference that
our company was somehow involved
with either male prostitution or kiddie
pom. We have consulted our attorneys
and are contemplating taking legal
action against Channel 11 for violating
our civil rights.

Ron Becker of Channel 11 and his camera
crew recorded Mr. Kavanaugh's srare
menr and asked him a couple of ques
rions. However, as of this writing, the
CRUISE reburral has nor been shown on
Channel 11. If you saw the series, we
would appreciare your writing or calling
Channel 11 and letting them know whar
your feelings are abour the way it was

* handled.
