Cruising at its best.
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In a thoughtful and provocative
article that appeared in the July 12th
issue of ROLLING STONE, Michael
Weiss has written a hard-hitting
analysis of the Moscone-Milk

. murders and the trial of Dan White

entitled, “Trial and Error”. If you haven't
read it we strongly suggest you get a
copy. It will make you stop and think.

Today San Francisco has become
the Gay Mecca for the entire country.
Gays who were tired of hiding in the
closet in Montgomery, Macon and
many other small towns, larger and
smaller, have made their way to the
city by the bay that promises a new
life, a place where one can be as gay
as he or she wants without fear of job
discrimination or the scorn of one's
neighbors. But what happened there
proves in many ways that even in
America's gayest and most liberal
city, bigotry is not dead oreven on the
run.

When George Moscone was elected
mayor in 1976 he was the most liberal
of the five major candidates and the
most critical of Downtown, of the big
corporations. He got a lot of votes
form labor, Blacks, Chicanos, the
young and the gay. In 1977
neighborhood forces had enough
political strength to replace the
citywide system of electing
superisors-at-large with a district
system that gave minorities and
neighborhoods more power. Harvey
Milk was elected that year. Atalkative,

tart, liberal, clever Jew from New York,
he led a parade to City Hall hand in
hand with his lover. White was an ex-
cop and a hero fireman with no
previous political experience. He had
opposed district elections and
endorsed a recall of George
Moscone, but when district elections
passed, he ran for supervisorand won
easily in the predominantly working-
class district where he had grown up.
Most of his financing came from
Downtown and the press freated him
like an all-American boy. One of his
campaign brochures said:
“You must realize there are
thousands of frustrated angry
people waiting to unleash a fury
that can and will eradicate the
malignancies which blight our
beautiful city... | am not going to
be forced out of Sar Francisco
by splinter groups of radicals,
social deviates, incorrigibles...”
On November 10th of last year White
unexpectedly quit his job as a
supervisor. By November 15th he had
changed his mind and asked for his
seat back. Moscone at first agreed
but when visible, vocal opposition to
White appeared he changed his
mind and on November 27th he was
planning to announce a replace-
ment for White. When White was
informed of this he shaved, dressed
and went down to his basement
where he strapped on his holster and
gun, dumping ten extra cartridges in
his pocket. At City Hall he climbed



through a window to avoid the metal
detector. He wentto Moscone's office
and waited. When Moscone had him
shown into his office and told him he
wouldn't be reappointed White took
out his gun and shot the mayor twice
in the body and once more in the
back of the head from about a foot
away. He then crossed City Hall and
found Harvey Milk. “Can | speak to
you for a minute, Harv?" he asked.
When they were alone he killed Milk.

The killings of Moscone and Milk, and
White's trial stimed deep fears and
passions in San Francisco because
they brought to the surface wounds
and divisions that the politicians and
imagemongers prefered to keep
hidden, Police and firemen
contributed substantial amounts of
money to White's defense fund, which
apparently raised over $100,000. To
many people, Dan White was a hero
for taking justice into his own hands.

At the trial White's attomeys mounted
a psychological defense, an inquiry

into his state of mind. The jury that was
chosen was exactly what they

wanted. Like Dan White, the majority

of jurors were Catholic. Six live in the
district adjacent to White's. None of
the jurors came from Harvey Milk's
district. Both the gays who were
summoned as potential jurors were
challenged, one by each side. And
one of the jurors, Richard Aparicio
was a retired cop. This group found it
easy to go along with the defense
when they argued, “Good people,
fine people from fine backgrounds,
just don't kill people in cold blood.”
The jury brought in a verdict of
voluntary manslaughter. The ex-cop
rapped his knuckles on the defense
table as he passed and smiled at
defense attorey Doug Schmidt.

With good behavior Dan White can
be a free man in five years. Someone
commented, “Sara Jane Moore got
life for missing Gerald Ford".

It's obvious that Dan White got away
with murder!

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BIRMINGHAM
REVISITED

It's been over three years since
CRUISE made its first visii to
Birmingham back in the spring of
1976 and | agreed to be a judge at
the Miss Gay Birmingham Pageant. It
was a good show but | thought all of
the judges might get to leave town on
a rail after we failed to include the
crowd favorite, Misty Lamour, in the
five finalists. Tina Louise Montclief |l
(known in Birmingham as TLM3) was
the winner and has gone on to win a
lot of other pageants since.

This trip was much less eventful but just
as much fun. Back in 1976 there were
three predominantly gay places in
The Magic City. The Gizmo Lounge
was the hot spot in those days and is
the only one to survive today. It's now
the Gizmo Private Club and stays
open late on Saturday nights and
opens on Sunday. In Alabama you
can stay open as late as you wanton
any night but Saturday when places
other than private clubs must close at
2 AM. Therefore the Gizmo is still the
hot spot for late nights and Sundays.
It's also a popular happy hour spot
and we stopped in there for an early
cocktail. The place hasn't changed
much in the last three years but the
drinks are stil good and the
bartenders friendly.

About nine we headed downtown to
Belle Watling's, the city’s largest and
busiest gay complex. There was
already a good crowd of drinkers
around the cruise bar up front. Mike
McCaine who had been the operator



of the Coming Aftractions back In
1976 is now in charge at Belle's and
he was a very hospitable host. Mike
graciously treated us to a delightful
dinner at Crockmier's Restaurant
(Bimingham still doesn't have any
gay restaurants) and then we
retumed to Belle's to check out the
action. By 11 the disco was filling up

and by 12 you couldn’t move. Wehad

to retreat first to the game room and
finally to the cruise bar to be able to
catch our breath.

About 12:30 we left and went over to
check out The Lighthouse. The
Lighthouse was very hot for a few
months earlier this year. It's a big
disco, attractively decorated, and
has good lights and sound. But the
crowd here was not nearly as large or
as gay as at Belle's. Next we stopped
in at the Focus Phase Il. Bill Goodin
who operates this bar had the
Chances R back in 1976 and we were
disappointed to miss seeing Bill. The
Focus is another large bar which had
a good crowd at that time on
Saturday night.

We finished up the evening back at
Belle's drooling over all the good
looking men who were on display
there. Fortunately we found just what
was needed to top of a fun visit to
Biringham.

MISS GAY AMERICA PAGEANT
SCHEDULED AT GEORGIA
WORLD CONGRESS CENTER

Norma Kristie, promoter of The Official
Miss Gay America Pageant
announced this week that
arangements have been finalized for
holding this year's Pageant here in
Atianta the last week in August.

This will be the third time in its eight
year history that The Official Miss Gay
America Pageant will have been held
in Atianta. It had its beginnings in
Nashville in 1972 at the Watch Your
Hat and Coat Saloon. It was held
there again in 1973 and then made its
first visit to Atlanta in the summer of
1974 when it was held downtown at
the American Hotel. After two years in
Houston and one in St. Louis the
‘pageant retumed to Atlanta last year
when the first two nights of
competition were held at The Sweet
Gum Head and the final night was
held at The Egyptian Ballroom of The
Fox. Many of Atlanta's top
entertainers were among the
contestants and Rachel Wells was the
1978 winner.

This year's pageant will take place on
Wednesday, Thursday and Friday,

August 29, 30 and 31. As before the first
two nights competition will be held at
The Sweet Gum Head but this yearthe
final night will take place at the
Georgia World Congress Center.

The theme of this year's pageant will
be “Salute To America”. Michael
Tidwell and the Miss Gay America
Dancers, a professional dance
group, will infroduce each category
of competition with a production
number saluting our city. As before
the first two nights will be elimination
time. On the first night, half of the
contestants will do their talent while
the other half compete in Sportswear

The Reverend Elder John Hose was
Installed Sunday, July 15th as the new
pastor of Atlanta's Metropolitan
Community Church.
