ATLANTA—The Georgia Committee for
the National March on Washington
for Lesbian and Gay Rights held its first
news conference August 15th at City
Hall. James Moody, gay columnist for
the GAZETTE and host of WRFG Radio's
GAY DIGEST, lead the conference and
was joined by Margo George of the
Atlanta Lesbian Feminist Alliance and
the March Committee, and by Greg
Worthy of the Gay Atlanta Minorities
Association (GAMA). Despite news
releases sent to all major Atlanta
radio and 1V stations and newspap-
ers, only reporters from three straight
media outlets attended: WSB, WRNG,
and WPLO, all three radio stations.
Representatives from CRUISE and
GAVYBRIEL also were present.
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After summarizing what gay move-
ment there was in the 1950's and
1960's, Moody cited San Francisco
gay Supervisor Harvey Milk, assassi-
nated by the infamous Dan White in
November 1978. Heralding a national
gay march as one of Milk's fondest
dreams, Moody traced the impetus
for the march as a fribute to gay mar-
tyr Harvey Milk. Recalling that the gay
movement has generally reacted
against a threat, as in the Anita Bryant
campaign, Moody proclaimed the
National March an initiative “from the
gay community to make our
demands known to our representa-
tives in Washington.” He predicted it
would “set the tone for the 1980's" for
the gay cause.

All three speakers also emphasized
the Third World Lesbian and Gay Con-
ference, scheduled for October 12-15
fo coincide with the National March
October 14th. GAMA's spokesperson
Greg Worthy said black gays not only
“do not have a large enough voice in
the black movement,” but “gay busk

nesses also aftack and suppress
black gays.” He envisioned the Third
World Gay Conference appealing to
Asian, Latin, and Hispanic gays as
well as blacks.

Margo George and Moody esti-
mated that as many as 10,000 gays
may come through Atlanta bound for
the National March. They also high-
lighted Gay Constituency Day, when
gay people will lobby Congress for
gay rights. Georgia is particularty vital
to this effort, with our status as the Pres-
ident's home state.

Last Oclober, Willle D. Pilkkington, a
Mend and/or relative of yours, was
anested In Raleigh, North Caroling,
and charged with “aftempting to
lake Indecent liberties with a minor.”

Willle iImmediately hired an attorney,
but due to several delays by the Dis-
et Atomey's office in getting the
case to court Willie ran out of money
and. had fo seftle for an attorney
appointed by the state.

In court, the prosecution’s case
hinged upon the minor's description
of a middle aged man with red hair
driving a red Toyota. Yet, the accurate
description of Willie is age twenty-six,
blonde hair, thick moustache (which
was not given as part of the descrip-
fion), and driving ared Capri. The only
closeness Willie had to the possible
sifuation was being in the general vic-
Inity. Wille had never seen the minor
and doesn't know why the charge in
question is being directed toward
him. Yet, Willie was convicted and
sentenced to four years in prison on
June 12,

Willie is out on bond working on the
process of appeal. The estimated
cost of retaining Willie's new private
attorney is $4,000. This cost will cover
legal research necessary to show to
the Appeals Court the mishandling of
the original! trial, and indepth investi-
gation into the background of the
case for new evidence, particularly,
proof of the unreliability of the minor's
testimony, and the location of possi-
ble winesses and character wit-
Nesses.

We belleve Willie has been falsely
charged and wrongly convicted and
that, In the end, the courts will also
determine innocence as long as he
gets the chance to have all possible
ovidence In his behalf heard and
taken Into account,

The North Carolina Human Rights
fund, Inc., a non-profit organization is
offering financlal assistance, legal
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advice, and assistance in this fund
raising effort. Willie can't do it alone,
he needs our help and the help of
every concerned individual.

“FLYING SQUAD” DIRECTOR MEETS CONCERNED GAYS

After a week of tension among gay
bar patrons regarding several cases
of alleged police harrassment, Bill
Smith, Executive Director of the
Atlanta Business and Professional
Guild aranged a meeting with APD
Major Holley, head of the “Flying
Squad" to discuss several recent inci-
dents and to attempt to establish a
means of communication between
the police and the gay community.

At the meeting Jim Nally, owner of the
Onyx Lounge, told of four uniformed
officers “toting pump shotguns”
marching in the bar, totally ignoring
him at the door, and just looking
around... arresting no one nor even
stating the reason for their presence.
Maj. Holley stated that he was very
upset that this had happened and
that both the number of officers
involved and the fact that shotguns
had been brought into a public build-
Ing indicated that “..somebody has
lost sight of what we're trying to do
and | don't like that at all. We're trying
to fight street crime.” He urged all
present to report any incidents of this
nature directly to him and added,
“We don't need officers like that.”
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Maqj. Holley insisted that there had
been no “crackdown” ordered on
gay bars orbookstores and that there
were rules and regulations dealing
with an officer's use of racial or sexual
“slurs.” Again he asked that any inci-
dents of police insulting citizens be
reported to their supervisors (and you
have the every right to ask an officer
his name and badge number).

There were mixed emotions among
the participants as to the effective-
ness of the meeting, but at least
notice was served that the gay com-
munity stands ready to assist the
police in making Aflanta a safer
place for all to live. The police were
put on notice that we will not allow a
situation to emerge where we are
treated as “second-class” citizens.
We will do our part but we expect the
same respect we are expected to
render.

So if you see a crime, report it. And if
you are mistreated or insulted by a
police officer, report that too... directly
to Maqj. Holley at the Atlanta Police
Department at 658-6710.

Singer Carol Douglas is perhaps most
well known to audiences for her
smash disco hits “Doctor's Orders,”
“Midnight Love Affair’” and “Burnin’.”

She is regarded as one of the original
disco recording artists, having begun
her musical career over four years
ago with Midsong International
Records. An active careercomprising
television appearances, successful
album releases, and international
tours has developed Carol into a pol-
ished professional entertainer who
aspires to venture into other facets of
the performing arts.

Carol began modeling for the
camera at age 3, then went on to win
a scholarship to New York's Hunter
College as a contestant on the origi-
nal “Name That Tune.” She took the
top prize after her first amateur
appearance at the famous Apollo
Theatre, and played many small tele-
vision, film, and off-Broadway roles
during her teens. Carol left the enter-
tainment field to many and begin a
family, but later returned in the early
‘70's to become established as one
of the premiere ladies of the disco
movement. She offered to share her
thoughts and ideas with me during a
recent interview session.
