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INTERVIEW:

EDITOR'S NOTE: Reverend John Hose
was recently installed as the pastor of
the Metropolitan Community Church
here in Atlanta. Ed Shown attended
his Installation and later conducted
the following interview with him.

CRUISE: You've been in the clergy 40
yoars, comect?

MOSE: That's right. | was ordained into
the ministry of the, then, Evangelical
Reform Church which is now a part of
the United Church of Christ (they
merged in 1957) in 1940. The same
yoor | graduated from the seminary. |
sorved churches in the United Church
of Christ for ten years in Ohio and llli-
nols. In fact, my last pastorate with the
United Church of Christ was in Zaynes-
ville, Ohlo where | had a congrega-
flon of over 700 members. That was
the year | came out. I'd been married
ond had two kids. | began to have
dimoulty Iving with hypocrisy. | guess |
wen! ihrough the process that a heck
of o ol of people did In those days

because this was before there were
organizations like MCC orany openly
gay discussion. It was long before the
Kinsey reports came out. It was a sub-
ject that wasn't talked about, you
know. In small towns like where | lived

and worked in churches why if
anyone was found participating in
what we call gay activity and the
homosexual lifestyle, they would be
told to get out of town — and don't
come back. Every once in a while
when somebody was caught in the
act they would be jailed for up to 20
years, in the state of Ohio, forsodomy.

So, | had nobody to talk to. It wasn't a
subject that | could very well discuss
with my wife. We stayed married, tech-
nically, for 27 years, until ouryoungest
daughter was married. Bui we were
separated 20 of those years. Of
course there was no room in the min-
istry for a devout homosexual. So, |
went out into the business world. | was
in radio bioadcasting for about
seven years. In fact, my employer at
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that time was Storer Broadcasting,
which owns Channel 5 here. Of
course, | was in radio broadcasting
before there were any television sta-
tions. One of my cohorts in those days
was Hugh Downs who was then a fled-
gling announcer in Lima, Ohio.

Then | left them and worked for Brown
and Bigelow, a big promotion/adver-
tising company for 12 years. That job
took me to Michigan where | spent
five years as marketing manager fora
machine tool manufacturer for the
automotive industry. | moved to Cali-
fomia to open the offices in Los
Angeles for a consulting firm | was
then employed by. | had been living
there for about six months with my
lover who lived with me for 20 years,
untii he died, in San Diego. We
became the 29th and 30th members

e of MCC-LA. I moved there in the spring
of 1968 and it was in the fall of ‘68 that
Troy Penry started MCC. We joined the
1st of February 1969. We'd read about
the church in The Advocate, mean-
while I'd been in and out of the Presb-
yterian church, of which | am an
ordained Elder. So we started to go
and Troy was delighted to find an
experienced minister. I'd stayed
active in the church. My own church
in Ohio was aware of where | was
coming from. When | moved to other
cities | didn't bother to tell them any-
thing other than that | was a graduate
of Eimhurst College and the theologi-
cal seminary. I'd fransfer my member-
ship from one church to another.
There were never any questions asked
and most ministers were delighted to
have another they could fall back on.
After the war just as there was a shor-
tage of school teachers, there was a
shortage of preachers.

In July of 1969, Troy invited me to
become the 1st assistant pastor of
MCC-LA. | was simultaneously an
elder and vice-moderator of the Fel
lowship which was just beginning to
form in our minds because we had
about four churches at that time.
We'd had a lot of coverage in the LA
TIMES. In fact, the Atlanta Constitution

picked up the story from the Times
and ran it. It was being bandied all
over the world that this gay church ws
coming info being in LA. | was also
pastor of our San Diego congrega-
tion. | commuted those 260 miles
every weekend. I'd do a service in the
moming in LA then jump in my car for
San Diego then come back to LA for
counseling on Mondays. I'd work in
the LA church Tuesday, Wednesday
and Thursday and Friday and Satur-
day. On Sunday, it was back to San
Diego again. during that period of
time | was chairman of our church
building committee as well.

During my pastorage ofthe LA church
we started out in the Huntington Park
Women's Club. We moved from there
fo the Embassy Auditorium. We spent
two weeks in the 1st Methodist
Church Chapel in downtown LA. Then
we spent 16 months in the Encore
Theatre in Hollywood. That's when -
January 1970 - we moved into our
own building. On Labor Day weekend
of 1970 we held the first general con-
ference of the Fellowship, in three bor-
rowed buildings. There were four
churches represented there. The
Aflanta church started in January of
1972

| was here, visiting as an Elder of the
Fellowship on the eighth day of the
congregations existence. It was on a
Wednesday night, I'll always
remember, and at that fime we were
meeting at the Pocket Theater. We
had between 50-60 people for that
meeting.

It just happened that when John Gill
came down here, working with Rich'’s
and started this church that the reli-
gious editor of the Atlanta Constitu-
tion was a member of our community
sO we got coverage like you wouldn't
believe. No church ever got started
under better circumstances than the
Atlanta Church.

In 1972, | got a Master's Degree from
the University of Southem California.
Then | moved to San Diego where the
MCC had achieved a membership of
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200 and | assumed a fulHtime pasto-
rate there. In the fall of 1973 my lover
died, a few months before our 20th
anniversary. In August of 1974, | re-
ceived a call to be pastor of the
Tampa church and I've been there
until May 31st of this year.

Of course | didn't have to tell Atlanta
people about some of the problems
that MCC-Atlanta has had. But essen-
tially | thnk this is one of the finest
communities in the United States. Cer-
tainly our gay population here is ade-
quate. | would predict that in the
forseeable future there will be more
than one MCC here.
CRUISE: When one decides to begin
a church where or how do you deter-
mine the statement of faith, sacre-
ments, rites, etc.?
HOSE: That all evolved through the-
four original elders of this Fellowship
being the responsible people.
Together we wrote the structure under
which this church would be set up.
The fact that we would have three
ways of deliniating congregations:
churches (that a chartered church),
missions and study groups. The study
group is the beginning. You come
into a community and do a feasibility
study. The decisions were based
upon the expertise that some of us
brought with us from the theological
backgrounds from which we came
and from the expertise we'd had in
pastoring “mainline” denominations
which had been structured anywhere
from 1900 to three or four hundred
years. | would say that the MCC, as far
as its statement of faith which is the
crux of a church, is built on the neo-
orthodox principles. We've fried to
stay as eccumenical as we possibly
can. We identify more with the Protest-
ant denominations, as a whole, than
we do with the Catholic because we
only recognize two sacrements; holy
communion and baptism. One is
required before you can participate
In the other. However we do as some
other bodies do in that we will baptize
Infants. We are similar to confirming
izations. We've always had a
unﬁuo problem In our growth and

and children that become a part of
the denomination.

Our principle outreach has always
been to gays because they were at
that time, and still are the most
oppressed group. And a great per-
centage of their oppression came
from the Christian church. It's what
Anita Bryant, for example, uses for
credibility. Our whole premise is
based on the teachings of Jesus
Christ. We think that is what the Chris-
tian church should do — is go back
to Jesus Christ. We've tried to the best
of our ability to approach the thing as
an apostalic church, which means
that we do things pretty much along
the lines as the Christian church did in
the first couple of centuries when they
were an underground movement.
There are several ieading theologians
that we've been in contact with in the
last few years who really believe that
the time will come when the Christian
Church may indeed have to fight for
its life as the Jews did in Germany
during the Nazi regime. And if that
time comes they may have to turn to
MCC to leamn how to function as an
underground church.

The words homosexual or gay does
not appear in our by-laws any place.
It just refers to oppressed peoples.

The community church movement in
this country got started when popula-
tions were expanding and cities were
growing and all-new suburban com-
munities developed. When a big
influx of people come into an areq,
there aren't enough Presbyterians,
say, to warrant building a church and
paying a minister. So they will start a
community church which embraces
all denominations. That was part of
Troy’s thinking in using the word com-
munity. He used the word metropoli-
tan because he never thought,
frankly, that we'd ever make in in small
towns because there wouldn't be
enough gay that are out.

CRUISE: Does the MCC actively
encourage “coming out”?
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HOSE: It offers a place of console-
ment. It offers an altemnative to the
more public gay scene.

we've had people to join who said
they'd driven past many times to see
just who was coming and going, but
they feel safer to come out here than
in a gay bar. We have calls from peo-
ple who are coming from small towns
who, because of the amount of pub-
licity we receive, leamn of our exist-
ence, perhaps, before they discover
the location and names of the bars.

My thinking has always been that |
want to gain the respect of the com-
munity for gay human beings. | want
to help us through an educational
process to overcome any and all
mythological stereotypes about gay
people. I'm happy here because

« there are a couple of organizations
around the city where some pretty
impressive people are involved but
with some of the privacy that isn't
available to the four B's: the baths, the
bars, the bushes, the beaches.

We saw the beginnings of the church
as an outlet not only for people to
practice their Christianity and to be
reassured that they were God's child-
ren but also to offer models to a
homosexual society. I've never really
liked the word homosexual because
the emphasis in on the s-e-x in the
middle and that's all people think
about. | prefer the word homophile:
that means “fiend of man.” | think
that more accurately describes the
relationships we have with one
another.

CRUISE: What is the political stan

of the MCC? e o
HOSE: We have a Washington, DC
field office. It has a two-fold purpose.
That is to watch and wam us about
pending legisiation that might be
harmful or those which need our sup-
port. Some people would call it lob-
bying. The other and equally if not
more important, is our offices in
Washington are in the Methodist
building which is across the street
from the Supreme Court building on

Capitol Hill. There are housed half a
dozen other denominations. We are
building toward inter-denomination-
al relationships. We work on all of
them to ultimately become members
of the World Council of Churches. We
are tying to get Christianity to recog-
nize that Jesus Christ said nothing
about condemning homosexuals.
That when He said “Come unto me
all” He meant exactly that. He didn't
use any modifiers. No adverbs or
adjectives to limit that word “all.”

CRUISE: What changes have you
observed in counseling the gay pop-
ulace for ten years and how is the
MCC changing to accommodate
this growth?

HOSE: The church has to change
because of the headway that has
been made. We have a tendency,
after a taste of success to think, “Oh,
we've got that accomplished.” You
can't make a littie progress then ride
on that small step. Continued effort
must be made. We need to never rest
on our laurels thinking we've done all
that we can do.

Ifthey let the gays get it this year, then
next year it will be the plumbers. Once
they start to break down the Constitu-
tion, not the least of which is the free-
dom to worship as we please,
nothing will stop the decay of a
government for the people. The best
thing that the gay community can do
is to invite the rest of the world to see
us at worship. People come to our
churches out of curiosity, whether
they are gay or straight, fully expect-
ing to see orgies on the alter. Then
they get here and most of them are
agreeably surprised that we don't. |
assure you, too, that we work hard not
