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THE FIRSTWORD

1980 is upon us. It's hard to realize that
the Seventies are behind us. When |
was in college (way back in the Fifties)
| had an economics teacher who
usedto have an adjective to describe
every decade. Of course there were
the Gay Nineties and the Roaring
Twenties but he also talked about the
Termible Thirties and the Fightin' Forties
and he referred to the decade we
were in then as the Futile Fifties.

Looking back now the Fifties were
considered a period of calm before
the Sordid Sixties with the
assassinations, hippies, drugs,
Vietnam and the counter-culture. But
to me it seems that the Seventies were
years that could also be described as
futile. The news was dominated by
Watergate and the Energy Crisis.
Women’s Lib and Gay Rights got
more coverage than previously but
on all fronts our country seemed
stalled, aftempting to move ahead
but caught up in a national malaise.

Many writers describe today’s
younger generation as the “me
generation.” Cerainly people are
more concemed with themselves
than with society as a whole.
Everybody wants to be sure they get
their share of the cake. This attitude
has helped gays in some ways and
hurt us in others. Many straights could
care less about our sexual
orientation. The line from HAIR about it
being acceptable for people to do
whatever they want as long as they
don't hurtt anybody has become
gospel for many. On the other hand
this same attitude has resulted in very
little being done toward changing the
laws affecting homosexuals. Not that
there have not been some
confrontations and some gains (gays
will always remember the Seventies for
Anita, the Orange Juice Lady), but our
gains politically have been very small.
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Perhaps the Eighties will be different.
The economy of the country is going
through an upheaval more drastic
than any since the great depression.
We are going to have to change our
dependence upon cars and other
energy wasting pastttimes. As a result
some businesses will flourish while
others will wither and die.

CRUISE is starting its fifth year of
operation but our future has never
been more cloudy. As you probably
know we missed publishing CRUISE
WEEKLY a couple of weeks back for
the first time since it began. The
immediate cause was a levy by the
Intemal Revenue Serice for non-
payment of withholding taxes, but the
underlying cause was a lack of
payment to us by many of our
customers, mostly bars scattered
across the country. Fortunately the
majority of our Atlanta advertisers
have advertised when they could and
paid when billed. Unfortunately we
cannot exist on Atlanta advertisers
alone.

Many may be shocked to see the ad
on the following page. CRUISE is up for
sale. This does not mean we are
going out of business. It simply means
that | have grown weary of attempting
to operate a business on insufficient
capital. | have decided we must either
drop one of our publications or find
someone who is wiling to invest
money in it. Both CRUISE and CRUISE
WEEKLY have the potertial for profit.
They have been profitable in the past.
But we have never had the capital to
stand a recession like the one we are
presently in. We would like to find
someone with some surplus capital
who wants to take over the business
end of one or both publications. We
have an excellent production
department and would like to
continue doing the production on
both books but doing it for someone
who can pay us in one lump
payment, week in and week out.
Perhaps we are being too oplimistic
in hoping that there are people out
there who want to go through the
hassles of the publishing business. But



we want to see gay publications
continue and they, like any other
business, must stay solvent to do so.

We will not be publishing a CRUISE
WEEKLY for the week beginning
January 4. Volume 4, Number 1 willbe
in the bars on Thursday, January 10.
Most of our staff will be on vacation

from now through New Year's day but
we will be back at work on January
2nd, working on the March CRUISE
and the following week’s CRUISE
WEEKLY. Get your ads ready and we'll
see you then. In the meantime, enjoy
the holidays.
