Between Aflenta’s Gay Commualy and The Polies

On Saturday night April 26th, CBS
news presented a special entitied
“Gay Power, Gay Politics,” an in-
depth analysis ofthe course of events
in San Francisco’s political arena fol-
lowing the murders of Mayor George
Moscone and Supervisor Harvey
Milk. The program, narrated by vete-
ran newsman Harry Reasoner,
spared no details on the issues, and
the emotions, affecting all sides of
the mayoral race.

The message of the special was
clear. In San Francisco, gays have
seized political power and, like it or
not, the politicians there are leaming
fo live with it. This political clout can
be duplicated elsewhere. Houston,
New York, Key West, Chicago and
Seattle have gay communities that
have made a significant impact on
the local political process. Duefo the
large number of gays in Alanta, and
our concenfration in certain areas of
the city, the potential for similar
effective action is here. The only
things missing are the motivation
and leadership to produce a cohe-
sive gay political machine.

Early in the program Reasoner said it
would not focus on the rights or
wrongs of the gay lifestyle in San
Francisco, but about half way
through the program it became
obvious that this lifestyle was one of
the big issues in the campaign and
therefore was very much a partofthe
stfory. CBS quoted figures from a
recent Kinsey survey that said most
gay men in San Francisco had had
sex with at least 500 partners and
many others with over 1,000. They
described the bath and bookstore
scene and showed many scenes of
men making out in public. Several

minutes were devoted to a discus-
sion of Buena Vista Park where there
is so much gay activily that the
siraights feel the park has been
taken away from them. They inter-
viewed one family who lived on the
edge of the park and the young
children told of seeing men having
sex in the bushes, while the mother
lamented that when they went o a
community meeting about the park,
the gays took over and demanded it
be kept as it is.

The premise of all arguments for gay
rights is that government should not
interfere in the private sexual lives of
those it governs. However, when
those private lives are made public
(i.e., sexin the parks) other people’s
rights are being violated. We must
demand our rights, but not more
rights than those of the maijority.

The message that this no-holds-
barred special projected to the
nation was one of gay unity and
strength. All across the country, the
right wing conservatives who
oppose our movement, were sitting,
quaking in their seats, fearing that
the situation in San Francisco could
spread. It not only can, it has. In one
segment, Robin Tyler was shown at
the March on Washington. Her
words, “| want every bigotfo focus on
us, the numbers, the sheer numbers.
We will not be stopped.”, have never
been more frue. We are strong and
when we are organized and unified,
we will demand and receive those
“unalienable” rights we are guaran-
teed by the U.S. Constitution.

If you saw the program we urge you
to write to CBS news and let them
know what you thought of it. The
bigots will be quick fo let them know
they disapprove of the showing of
such material and we must do what
we can to counter this reaction and
keep such programming on the air.
