During the past two weeks the staff of
CRUISE and a few volunteers have spent a
lot of time in the gay bars in Atlanta doing
a reader's survey. Most of the survey con-
cerns itself with which of the local bar pub-
lications are read and what the person
being interviewed thinks of CRUISE WEEKLY.

There have been a wide range of answers.
Some people want nude photo features or
just more photos of good looking men
and boys. One of the most interesting
responses | got was from a young man
at P'S last weekend. He replied that he'd
like someone to tell him how he could
personally contribute to the gay political
movement. He specifically mentioned the
CBS special about gay politics in San Fran-
cisco and asked why we couldn't do
something similar here. | couldn’t give him
a satisfactory answer then and after think-
ing about it for two days I'm not sure | can
do much better now. But this is a question
that needs an answer. So, among the
other things we will be considering as a
result of our reader survey, is how we can
do more to bring Atlanta’s gay community
together to work on goals that benefit us
all.

This week begins our series about relations
between the Aflanta Police and the gay
community here. We commissioned
former GAZETTE columnist James Moody
to do an indepth study of the subject and
whether or not you agree with his findings,
you must agree that this is an important
topic and one that needs much study. In
the future we plan to do other articles of
this type which should appeal to a broad
group of gay readers.

In the process of interviewing readers for
our survey | have become aware that there
is an ever-growing group of young, intelli-
gent gay people out there who are not
satisfied with the status-quo. These people
had a relatively easy time coming out and
they can't understand why progress on
gay issues has been so slow. To me it
seems that the missing ingredient is lead-
ership. Most gays my age lived in the
closet too long and have suffered too
much at the hands of short-sighted
straights to ever lead the fight. But we can
and will support younger, more aggressive

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BOOKSTORES GRANTED
INJUNCTION AGAINST
“CLEAN UP” ORDER

Five adult bookstores have been
granted a temporary injunction
against an order from Fulton Superior
Court Judge Charles Weltner to
“clean up their acts.”

The injunction grants the establish-
ments time to appeal Weltner's order
to remove booths and pattitions,
brighten their interior lighting, and
take other steps to end sexual activity
on the premises. He also ordered that
each employee at the stores sign a
statement “stating as what acts of
indecency” may have taken place
while he or she was at work.

His order, issued after a hearing on a
civil suit by Fulton Solicitor-General
Hinson McAuliffe and District Attorney
Lewis R. Slaton, applies to the Che-
shire Kat Adult Bookstore at 2306 Che-
shire Bridge Road NE; Gateway Books
at 1845 Piedmont Road NE; the Ros-
well Road Adult Bookstore and Execu-
tive Bookmart at 3827 Roswell Road
NW; and the After Dark Bookstore at
1067 Peachtree Street NE.
