This past weekend we completed a survey
we have been doing here in Atlanta over
the last few weeks and it has proved to be
very enlightening. While CRUISE WEEKLY
definitely proved to be the most widely
read of the three free gay bar guides avail-
able here, many people commented that
they picked up all three when they could
find them. In spite of the fact that CRUISE
WEEKLY increased its print run by 500
books last week (and almost all of this 500
was added to the Atlanta distribution), last
week's supply of magazines was
exhausted in many locations before Mon-
day.

ARMY CAN'T OUTLAW
HOMOSEXUALITY

MILWAUKEE (UPI) —Homosexuals can
no longer be discharged routinely
from the Amny as undesirables, a fed-
eral judge has ruled.

US. District Judge Temrance Evans
ruled Tuesday that homosexuality
cannot be outlawed by the Army and
that homosexuals can be dis-
charged only if their sexual prefer-
ence is proven detrimental to their
work.

The ruling came in the case of Miriam
Ben-Shalom, discharged from the
Army Reserve after publicly admitting
she is a lesbian. Miss Ben-Shalom,
who was ordered reinstated in her Mil-
waukee reserve unit, called the deci-
sion a landmark for gay rights.

Evans cited overwhelming evidence
Miss Ben-Shalom was an “exem-
plary” soldier. He said the Army
offered no evidence she had
engaged in homosexual acts or
made sexual advances toward
female soldiers.

“The court is satisfied from the record
her sexual preference had as much
relevance to her military skills as did
her gender or the color of her skin,”
Evans said.

The Army has not yet announced
whether it will appeal, though officials
in Washington said they were “aware”
of the ruling.

“We will consider the implications, if
any, when we have a chance to
review the decision,” Lt. Col. Charles
Krohn said.

Evans ruled the Army homosexuality
regulation violated the First, Fifth and
Ninth Amendments to the U.S. Consti-
tution. He ruled constitutional privacy
principles “clearly protect one’s sex-
ual preferences in and of themselves
from governmental regulations.”

The reguiation referred to permits dis-
charge of any soldier “who evidences

homosexual tendencies, desires or
interests.”

“I'm ecstatic,” said Miss Ben-Shalom,
who had reached the rank of ser-
geant before herdischarge in 1976 —
about a year after admitting she was
a lesbian. “It's a landmark case for
gays everywhere — affiirming they
have civil rights too."”

NGTF PREPARING NATIONAL
NEWS COUNCIL COMPLAINT —
CONDEMNS “CBS REPORTS: GAY
POWER, GAY POLITICS”

The National Gay Task Force, with the
cooperation of the leadership of the
San Francisco gay community,
Supervisor Hamy Britt and Mayor
Diane Feinstein, is preparing a
National News Council complaint
regarding the recent CBS New Spe-
cial "Gay Power, Gay Politics.”

NGTF Co-Directors Charles F. Brydon
and Lucia L. Valeska said: “We believe
that CBS News in its program ‘Gay
Power, Gay Politics,’ failed to meet
reasonable standards of accuracy or
faimess for broadcast journalism. CBS
went beyond the bounds of legiti-
mate robust joumalism into the realm
of misrepresentation, distortion and
sensationalism. The programs reflects
inadequate and shoddy research
and was edited in such a fashion as
to negatively manipulate the viewing
public’s aftitude toward the gay rights
movement. This manipulation
occurred through the omission of vital
facts fundamental to an understand-
ing of the events portrayed.

“We condemn this style of journalism
and its consequences — damage to
the cause of civil rights and human
dignity for the nation's lesbian and
gay citizens and a further erosion of
public confidence in the media's
ability to accurately and fairly report
the truth.

“We are confident that an independ-
ent investigation and evaluation of
the facts by the National News Coun-
cil will sustain our position.”
