Atlanta’s gay community has grown fre-
mendously in the last five years. Thou-
sands of gays throughout the South have
seen Aflanta as a mecca where they
could live openly, without fear of harass-
ment, and have made our city their own.
Gay owned businesses have sprung up
from Doraville to Forest Park. From atotal of
six bars six years ago there soon will be
thity. We have played important roles in
the revitalization of Inman Park, Virginia-
Highlands, Grant Park, Little 5 Points, and
especially Midtown. And yet, our city still
denies our existence.

Atlanta is regarded nationwide as one of
the countrys ‘gay’ cities. However, there is
no gayrights ordinance onthe city’s books,
we are harassed by the police, and we
play no important part in the city’s politics.

Five years ago, we were few enough in
number the ‘city fathers’ could ignore us
and get away with it. Now we are too
numerous to ignore. Conservative ele-
ments in the city’s business and govern-
ment institutions seem to be quietly
mobilizing against us. Now is the time to
counter these anti-gay elements — before
their behind the scenes maneuvering
blossoms into a fulHiedged campaign
against our community.

Our strength is in our numbers. First Tues-
day’s voter registration drive is attempting
to put those numbers to work through the
ballot box. Gay votes, especially when
they are concentrated in a particular area
such as Midtown, cannot be ignored by
politicians seeking office. Even though the
power of the vote has already been used
to put openly gay Gil Robison on the
County’s Democratic Executive Commit-
tee, its tremendous potential has yet to be
tapped.

This years' Pride Week Celebration gives us
another opportunity to use our numbers fo
show the city’s establishment we can no
longer be ignored. Five thousand gay
men and lesbians have marched
together once before. A showing of at

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BLUEBOY SUED FOR $50,000

SAN FRANCISCO (IGNA) — Alternate
Publishing of San Francisco has filed
a lawsuit against Blueboy, Inc. of
Miami, charging that Blueboy has
infinged the copyright laws.

The case will test whether sexually
explicit gay material is protected by
copyright regulations. Afederaljudge
in Texas recently ruled that such laws
do apply to heterosexual material.

The source of contention is an oral

.ogreement made in May of 1978 by
which Alternate Publishing says it
created an original periodical called
SON OF DRUMMER and has filed with
the Register of Copyrights. According
to the suit, Blueboy, Inc. was sup-
posed to produce 20,000 copies of
the magazine and deliver 5,000 of
them to Alternate Publishing.

Aiternate claims that Blueboy failed to
deliver the 5,000 copies and instead
incorporated the material into its own
publication, NUMBERS. It is further
claimed that the defendant
“intended to trick” the plaintiff and
engage in unfair frade practices.

VOTERS TO GET BOTH SIDES
ON ISSUE

SAN JOSE (IGNA) — Although it was
three minutes late in being filed,
material arguing for Santa Clara
County’s gay rights ordinance has
been included in ballot information
mailed to voters.

Judge Bruce F. Allen, in ordering the
pro-argument included, explained
that he was exercising the judicial dis-
cretion granted him by the state
Supreme Court.

Earlier, a supporter of the ordinance,
which will appear on the June 3 bal

lot, had brought suit, after the office of
the County Registrar of Voters had
refused to accept the pro-gay rights
argument when the doors of the
office were shut promptly at 5 pm.

Judge Allen said that he ordered
George Mann of the Registrar’s office
to accept the material and include it
in the voter package because he feit
it important that both arguments be
read.

GAY ORGANIST LOSES FIRST ROUND

SAN FRANCISCO (IGNA) — A fundo-
mentalist pastor has retained the right
to fire an organist he discovered fo be
gay, but it cost $100,000 in legal
expenses to do so.

“| don't think it was a waste. | think it is
a godly battie,” the Rev. Charles Mclk
henney told THE SAN DIEGO UNION.

A judge of the San Francisco Superior
Court has ruled that a city ordinance
prohibiting discrimination based on
sexual preference does not apply to
churches.

The case arose when Mcllhenney,
pastor of the First Orthodox Presbyter-
ian Church, fired Kevin. Walker for

i when a member of the
church who is homosexual but who
had “chosen celibacy in order to be
saved” reported Walker's sexual pref-
erence to the pastor.

Lawyers for Gay Rights Advocates,
who defended Walker, said that they
had no interest in forcing the church
to believe that homosexuality is
moral.

“We are not talking about ordaining
ministers or priests. Certainly his sex-
ual orientation has nothing to do with
how well or how poorly he plays the
organ,” attormey "‘Donald Knutsen
said. Gay Rights Advocates has
appealed the case.

Community and Police Abuses

Along the eastern boundary of Piedmont
Park is a set of frails, hidden from the rest of
the park by trees, bushes and steep, some-
what rugged terrain. Some people jog
down the trails. Others like to take long,
leisurely walks, attempting to escape from
the noise and frantic pace of the city; they
are perfect for just such escapes.

The trails also provide cover under which
men can — and do — meet for sex with
one another.

Saturday, May 5th, 1979, was a typical
spring day in Atlanta: balmy and wam,
the kind of weather that brings people out
of their homes and into the park. On the

trails, men, clad in outfits ranging from run-
ning shorts and bare chests to tight
designer jeans and tank tops, settled in for
an aftemoon of serious cruising.

By 6:15 p.m., there weren't too many peo-
ple left out on the trails. Most were athome
for dinner.

Tony Brewer, however, decided to remain
to enjoy the serenity of the woods — and,
maybe, do a little more cruising.

Two teen-aged boys remained on the
trails, too. Their purpose there did not
include cruising. They walked up and
down the ftrails, clubs firmly held in their
hands, looking for an opportunity to use
them.

Tony encountered the boys around 6:50
p.m.

“They looked kind of rough,” Tony said of
the boys. “I saw the clubs and decided just

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to ignore them. | figured they were out to
beat up some gays, so | decided to just
walk past on past them.”

Tony’s plans did not quite work out the way
he had intended. The pair stopped him
and asked him if he had a cigarette. As
Tony reached into his shirt pocket for his
pack of cigarettes, he was clubbed onthe
side of the head.

“| just couldn't believe what was happen-
ing. In that one moment, | pictured myself
laying unconscious and bloody in the
woods. | was real, real scared.”

Fortunately, Tony was only hitthe one time.
The boys, continually threatening him with
the clubs, demanded his billfold. It was
emply of any money. He had a little over
one dollar in change in his pocket, which
he threw on the ground in front of him as
ordered by the attackers. After threatening
to kill him if he went to the police, Tony's

cossoilonts told him to walk away from

them without looking back.

“| did precisely as they told me,” Tony
recounts. “I| wanted to get out of there as
fast as possible.”

As he made his way back into the main
part of the park, Tony had mixed feelings
about what he should do next.

“| didn't feel it was right for them to get
away with what they had done to me. But,
at the same time, | felt that going to the
police was out of the question, not just
because of their waming not to, but
because | didn't think that they'd do any-
thing abouit it. | figured it would just be a lot
of embamrasment for nothing.

“Then | finally concluded that if | didn't
report it, nothing was sure to happen.”

Tony made his way to the Mounted Patrol
station that is located within the park itself.
The officer on duty (whose name Tony
cannot recall) listened to the story and,
even though he was off duty at the time,
accompanied Tony down to the area
where the attack had taken place.

“He was really very kind. He looked at the
cut and knot on the side of my head and
asked me if | was able to go with him to
where the thing had happened. He was
genuinely concemed.

“He didn't even ask why | had been down
in the woods, or even if | was gay. He was
just interested in helping me with my prob-
lem.”

A short time after Tony and the officer
arrived near the scene of the attack, Tony
pointed the two youths out to the officer,
who ordered them to halt. One of the boys
ran, although he was later amested in
another area ofthe park laterthat evening,
and the other was arrested on the spot.

“The question of my being gay did come
up during the boys’ trial,” Tony reports, “but
m was prought up then by the defense
attomey. In ali, | think | was treated very
well.

“I wish | knew the name of the officer who
was so helpful to me. He was not listed on
the amest report as the amesting officer,
since he was off duty at the time that the
boys were taken in and booked, so I've
never been able to thank him for ail the
help he gave me.”

Robert Henderson, however, did not have
the same positive kind of experience in
Piedmont Park.

* As many people do, Robert likes to jog

through the park. Evening is an especially
nice time to run, for the crowds are thinner
and the heat of the day doesn't drain
one's energy. One evening in June con-
vinced Robert that he should do his run-
ning earlier in the day.

On that evening, Robert was running on
the park’s main road and was nearing the
Botanical Gardens. He saw three young,
rough-looking boys standing together
ahead of him, but, he says, he thought
nothing of if.

“I was in a very open areq,” he said. “I
didn't think of anything happening right
there where anyone in the park could

As he ran by them, one of the boys tripped
him and then they all three “jumped"” him
and began to beat him.

“They didn’t take any money. | didn't have
any, | didn't even have my billfold with me. |
think they just wanted to beat a ‘queer up
and | happened to be at the wrong place
at the wrong time."”

Robert did not report the incident to the
police.

“I didn't think it would do any good,” he
complained. “I have fiends who reported
similar things to the police and they would
end up gelting hassled themselves. | felt
like | had been through enough without
causing myself any more problems.”




In fact, Robert's story is not at all uncom-
mon. Many crimes ‘committed against
gay people are not solved by police offi-
cials — a substantial number because
they are never reported in the first place.
Some of the crimes go unreported
because of tales of past negative expe-
riences passed on by word of mouth.
Sometimes the victims are closeted and
fear exposure if their name were to appear
on police records. The situation is a frustrat-
ing one for the leaders of gay rights organi-
zations.

According fo one gay businessman in the
city, the distrust by the gay community of
the police is indeed justified.

“Over a seven month period,” says Ken
Martin, the proprietor of a hair cutting
salon which caters to a gay clientele, |
was held up or my place was broken into
seven times. Once a month, something
was happening to me. Six of those times |
called the police. They even bothered to
come only twice."”

According to Martin, the most fightening
incident occured almost a year ago, in
June of 1979. He still speaks of the episode
fearfully.

“You can't understand how frightening it is
to be held up unless you've had a gun
pointed at you before. It's such afeeling of
helplessness.”

According to Martin, the assailant came
to the door of his shop, pulled a gun and
demanded that he accompany him from
the shop. He took his money and, after
promising to shoot Martin, told him to walk
away. Martin did as he was instructed and
was greatly relieved when the man did not
shoot him, after all.

“I called the police, fully expecting them
to do something to protect me. | didn't feel
safe with the man still running around out
there.

“They finally did send a cop about an hour
and a half after | called. But all he did was
calm my fears and tell me that he was
going on vacation.

“The man was a middle-aged white man.
While the description of him was still fresh in
my mind, | went to the police station to
look at some mug shots to see if | saw him
pictured. First of all, they gave me a couple
of books that contained only pictures of
black men. | took the books back to the
desk and dropped them ratherloudly and
asked if they didn’t have any pictures of
white people. After about fifteen more min-

utes, they gave me another book that had
only three pictures of white women; the rest
ofthe pictures were, again, of black men. |
just decided to give it up andwenthome.”

The case has yet to be solved. To make
matters worse for him, Martin has not even
been contacted conceming the status of
the case. As far as he's concemed, they've
probably just dropped it.

“I told the officer that investigated the case
that if they couldn't do anything, I'd just
have to buy a gun and protect myself. The
cop advised me that if | did, | shouldn't
register it. If | did, he told me, and it was
stolen, I'd be responsible for any crime or
murder that was committed with it

“Then he also advised me that if | were ever
forced to shoot someone who was break-
ing info my place, | should make damn
sure that the body fell into the building and
not outside. It was pretty rotten advice.”

Martin expressed a lot of angertoward the
police department. After the seventh
break-in at his shop in as many months, he
didn’t bother to call the police.

“I used to think that | was pretty safe. |
figured that as long as | was in reach of a
telephone, | was protected. But | just can't
believe that anymore.”

Martin further related that when the officer
who investigated his abduction and
robbery arrived, he picked up a copy of
CRUISE MAGAZINE that was laying on a
table in the waiting room and asked if the
place was a gay business. He told him that
it was. He now wonders if that is the reason
that he has heard nothing about the case
in the past year since it happened.

“I really resent it,” he said. “| get no support
from the taxes | pay orfrom the donations |
make to police and fire department
causes. In fact, the only sewvice | get from
all the license fees | have to pay to be
in business is free garbage pick-up. And,
apparently, there is nothing | can do
about it."
