Do you sometimes wonder whether
all the talk about equal rights, voter
registration, and gays having a voice
in the City’'s govemment really means
anything? Is all the effort worthwhile?

Sentiments expressed this past week
in the straight media seem to indicate
some think so. In the lefters column in
the Intown Extra one woman was
concemed that gays might have the
voting power to affect an election.
She was so concermned about gays
“taking over" the Fulton County
Democratic Executive Committee
that she was inspired to run for a post
on the committee herself. Ron Huds-
peth, wellFknown columnist for the
ATLANTA JOURNAL, mentioned that
there might be some surprises in
upcoming elections due to the
increased number of gay voters.

Many gays are positive now is 1he
time that we can actively accomplish
something at the polls. The numbers
tend to support this cause.

1) In State House District 27, which
includes Midtown, a heavy gay tur-
nout could produce over 50% of the
vote.

2) House District 30 which includes
Grant Park, Inman Park, and Little Five
Points, though not as heavily gay, is
stil another area where we could
affect the outcome.

3) Even in city-wide elections, in a city
where votes still tend to be cast along
racial lines, a 10-15% gay voting block
could easily swing a mayoral race.

No matter how many times you have
heard it — REGISTER TO VOTE. Make
sure your friends register. Then make
that trip to the polls on August 7th.The
power is there, all we have to do is
reach for it.
