What we hope was the last chapter in
Channel 11's “Boys For Sale” was
written in Fulton Superior Court on
Tuesday, January 22, when we all
pled guilty to aiding in the sale and
distribution of obscene material. It
was a sad end to an ignoble affair.
While | feel enraged at the outcome, |
have learned to accept the inevitable
and go on.

For any of you who joined us recently,
the “Boys For Sale” affair began last
spring when Channei 11, the ABC
affiliate here in Atlanta decided to do
an “epose’”” of male teenage
prostitution in our fair city. Even
though their general manager took
the time to personally hear out our
gripes and give us his side of the story,
| still think it was a cheap piece of
trash put together to up theirratings. It
spent little or no time discussing the
reasons teenage boys are on the
streets selling their bodies, but instead
spotlighted their sordid lives and the
chances they were taking (a whole
segment was devoted to the Gacy
murders in Chicago and other sex
related deaths of teenage boys) with
a continual emphasis on how young
the kids were (they kept talking about
nine and ten year olds but the

youngest person they interviewed
was supposed to be thiteen and
most of the people they talked with
were much older). On the fourth
segment of the series they spent the
entire time talking about our
company, Cavco, Inc., and SCORE,
one of our publications. While they
qualified their presentation with the
statement, “While we have no
evidence that Cavco is involved in
child pornography, etc.. ", the
presentation left no doubt in the
viewer's mind that Cavco was into
nothing but porography of the worst
kind. A news conference that | held
the next day to deny the allegations
made on the series was ignored and
a “Listener's Comment” that general
manager Jeff Davidson promised us
was never aired.

The following week we had a visit from
the County Solicitor's Office. They had
warrants charging myself, the
company and two other employees
with selling and distributing obscene
material, the first nine issues of SCORE.
We were carted off to jail and had to
post $3,000 each in bonds before
being released.

While many of our friends in the gay
community felt that we had made our
own bed and had better figure out
how we were going to lie in it, some
did not. A group that included our
fiends and Bulldog & Co., Onyx,
Gallus, and the Sweet Gum Head got
together and held a benefit at the
Gum Head that raised a little over
$2,000 to help with our legal fees. This
was a tremendous help as we simply
could not afford to come up with that
kind of money. $1,700 of this has been
paid out to our attorneys and the
bonding company and the balance
remains inthe Gay Community
Committee bank account. The GCC
has been merged into the legal
branch of the Atlanta Gay Cenferand
the funds remaining wili be used af
the discretion of that group for similar
cases.

We had three different attorneys but
all three seemed to give us the same




advice. When first contacted they
were very encouraging about fighting
the case. They looked at the
magazines and said that they might
be offensive to some, but they
certainly weren't anything like most of
the real hard core stuff that is sold
every day in Atlanta’'s adult
bookstores and they thought we
might have a good case ifwe wanted
to fight it. Then, after they had our
retainer, they became more
cautious. They estimated the cost of
fighting the case at between $2,500
and $5,000 and reminded us that if we
fought and lost, we could be
sentenced to a year in jail and a
$10,00 fine for each of us. And none
seemed to really believe that we
could win.

| did not before, and still do not think
the copies of SCORE in question are
obscene. But the definition of
obscene is inthe eyes ofthe beholder
and in the cold light of a courtroom
they look a lot more raunchythan the
ydo in an adult bookstore orathome
in one’s bedroom. Of course, the fact
that SCORE was only a small prt of our
business never entered into the case.
The fact that we operated openly and
made no attempt to conceal our
business seemed to have no bearing
on our position. The fact that we were
in the business of printing gay
magazines seemed to be enough in
itself to insure a guilty verdict no
matter what other evidence might be
presented. And | personally think that
that, the fact that we publish gay
magazines, is our real crime in the
eyes of Mr. McAuliffe and the other
attorneys in his office. Somehow |
thought Atlanta had grown past that
stage but obviously it hasn't. The “City
too busy to hate” is not to busy to
strike out at gays whenever it can.

So, we took our attorney’s advice and
pled guilty. Mr. Rhodes, the
prosecutor asked for-a $5,000 fine for
each of us but Judge Camp dropped
it to $4,000 each and gave us two
years in which to pay it. Of course that
is still $16,000 on top of the legal fees,

the time lost and all of the heartache
and hassle.

Needless to say this has been the
death knell for Cavco, Inc. All of its
operating assets have been sold
including the publication rights to the
various magazines and it remains
only a shell corporation trying to
collect its accounts receivable to pay
off its debts. The two CRUISE WEEKLYS,
Atlanta and Detfroit and the CRUISE
Monthly were purchased by Cruise,
Inc. and have been continued. But
even with the new capital, this
corporation has not been able to
show a profit. The Detroit edition of
CRUISE WEEKLY has been transferred
to Tony Rome of Detroit and CRUISE
Monthly is up for sale. The Atlanta
edition of CRUISE WEEKLY will continue
under the editorship of Pat Coleman.

We hope that we have seen the last of
Mr. Rhodes, Mr. Aberley and Mr.
McAuliffe. But we can't be sure. In the
courtroom Mr. Rhodes waved a copy
of Issue #46 of CRUISE at the judge
and screeched, “Your honor these
people are still out there printing this
fith.” No doubt Mr. Rhodes thinks all
gays are “filth” and so long as we are
in business he may feel it is his
business to harass us in any way he
can.

Again we wish to thank all our friends
who have supported us through
these trying times. We hope you'll
continue to support CRUISE WEEKLY.
Pat and the staff here are doing all
they can to make it a better
magazine for you, our gay reader.
Beginning with this issue we are
increasing the print run to 6,000
copies per week and it looks like we
will have enough advertising to justify
a 48-page book. GAYBRIEL is still
around and we hear THIS WEEK WITH
DAVID is coming to Atlanta, but when
we keep hearing from bar owners that
all their CRUISE WEEKLYS are gone
before Sunday, we know we must be
doing something right. So continue to
look for us and we'll do our best for
you, God willing!
