NEW RULING IMPROVES
VA BENEFITS

On December 17, 1979 the Depart-
ment of Defense announced an
extension from December 31 until
April 1, 1981 of the deadline for vete-
rans with less than honorable dis-
charges to apply to have them
upgraded

For those gays with less than honora-
ble discharges from the military ser-
vice because of homosexuality, this
means that the regular statute of lim-
itations is waived for any requests for
upgrading before April 1, 1981. Furth-
ermore, this waiver of the statute of
limitations applies to many other
categories of less than honorable dis-
charges. Veterans reading this article
with less than honorable discharges
for reasons other than homosexuality
are urged to make further investigo-
tion of their situation.

The present Department of Defense
policy is to upgrade to honorable
any less than honorable discharge
involving homosexuality, provided
that there was no homosexual act
involving fraud, force, coercion, or
minors under sixteen. This is also the
present policy in regard to military
personnel currently being dis-
charged because of homosexuality

CRANSTON BILL INTRODUCED
WASHINGTON, DC-—Senator Alan
Cranston (D-CA) has introduced leg-
islation to repeal offensive language
in the Immigration and Nationality
Act used to unjustly discriminate on
the basis of sexual orientation, the
Gay Rights National Lobby reported.

The bill, $.2210, would repeal section
212 (a) (4), which provides for exclu-
sion of “aliens afflicted with psycho-
pathic personality, sexual deviation,
or mental defect.” The bill goes on to
re-insert “aliens afflicted with psycho-
pathic or a mental defect.”

Senator Cranston, in his introductory
remarks, stressed both the difficulty of
enforcing the curent law and its
unfaimess:

“Such inconsistent enforcement of a
bad law, was, admittedly, arbitrary
and inequitable. The law rewards dis-
honesty, lying, and hypocritical sub-
terffuge. It punishes self-respect,
honesty and openness.”

And “Simple faimess demands that
we put an end to a form of discrimina-
tion that not only is intellectually
unsound and medically unjustifiable
but which also violates traditional
American respect for the right of pri-
vacy and the dignity of the individ-
ual.”

GAY LOVERS’ PROPERTY SPAT

MACOMB, MICHIGAN—A gay man
here has filed a propery settlement
lawsuit against his former lover

According to the attorney who filed
the suit, the outcome could set new
legal precedents for homosexual
relationships.

In the suit Daniel Strocken, formerty of
Windsor, Ontario, alleges that he and
his lover lived together in their Windsor
residence from 1974 to 1978. When
the relationship ended and they sold
their home, Strocken says that he was
defrauded out of part of the profit from
the sale

According to the suit Strocken's ex-
lover sold the home and never
informed him of the actual sale price
of the home. Strocken added that he
was emotionally upset during the
sale ofthe home and recovering from
a narcotics overdose at the time

Strocken's lawyer, Harold Gach, says
that both men shared the expenses
and payments on the home equally
He claims that because of the two
men’s relationship the ex-lover has a
duty “to deal fairly and honestly” with
Strocken
