Ronald Reagan has already been
blanketing Aflanta's airwaves for two
months. The other candidates will be fol-
lowing soon after. This media blitz will cul-
minate on March 11th, when Georgians
will go to the polls to voice their opinions in
the Democratic or Republican presiden-
tial primaries.

The Democratic Primary is just the first step
In a complicated selection process for
delegates to the national convention. At
the same time that you cast a vote foryour
prefered presidential candidate, you
must also cast separate votesforrepresen-
lative electors. These electors then attend
caucuses to select the final delegates to
the national convention.

Georgia Gays have a unique opportunity
facing them in this primary.

We are not endorsing any political candi-
date. A vote for the Kennedy electors will
not make a significant difference in what
will probably be an overwhelming Carter
victory. But a vote for these electors will
make a difference in the possibility of a
major political party openly supporting
our rights for the first time in the country’s
history. We urge you to tear out the ad on
page 11 and take it with you to the polis on
March 11th and vote forthese people who
will support you. And by all means,
whether you agree with us or not, please
vote!

POLITICAL VIEWS
ATLANTA —First Tuesday Association for Les-
blan and Gay Rights has made public
thelr ratings on the candidates involved in
the 1980 Presidential Primary elections.

On the Democratic side, First Tuesday
found President Carter unacceptable
because of his failure to follow-through on
promises, made during his 1976 cam-
paign, to issue an Executive Order ban-
ning occupational discrimination by the
Foderal Government and those private
fims doing contractual work with the
govemment. Both California Govemor
Jlorry Brown and Massachusetts Senator
fdward Kennedy recieved acceptable
rafings from First Tuesday, Brown because
ol his record of appointing open Lesbians
and Gay Men fo goverment positions
and his opposing discrimination in his
slate by the Issuing of an Executive Order.
Kennedy has promised to issue that Exec-
utive Order agains gay-directed discrimi-
nation In the Federal Government that
Mosident Carter also promised but failed
10 produce, Unlike Carter, Kennedy's dedi-
cation to gay rights legisiation is seen as
yenuine by Hrst Tuesday

Of the four Republican candidates rated,
former United Nations Ambassador
George Bush and Senator Howard Baker
of Tennessee were both found unaccepta-
ble by the group.

Finally, lllinois Congressperson John And-
erson was seen by members of First Tues-
day as being the most acceptable of the
Republican candidates.

ACLU ADDRESSES GAY ISSUES

board of the American Civil Liberties Union
of Georgia. One wonders what this really
means? At a recent meeting of the board,
some items were discussed that Frank
thought would directly involve the gay
community. On February 1, Gene Geur-
rero, Executive Director of the ACLU, sent a
letter to the Atlanta Community Relations
Commission citing numerous complaints
of police abuse to citizens. After having
read through a list of complaints, Frank
had noficed a definite lack of incidents
reported that involved gay people.
