GAY CENTER BENEFIT
AT LIMELIGHT

As you no doubt know, the Atlanta Gay
Center held a fundraiser benefit at
Limelight Sunday, Feb. Ist. Oh...but it
wasn't just another benefit-—-not only did
they net a whopping $24,000, it was also a
definite statement that the gay
community can unite in a common
cause.

The entertainment consisted of members
from the cast of Numbers, Locker Room,
Answer Lounge, the Sweet Gum Head,
and---the very famous (a little bizzare)
Grace Jones who performed for one solid
hour to the massively packed crowds.

There were two dinners held in the
Limelight’s Moonlight Cafe (825 a plate).
One held at 7 p.m. and the other at 10
p.m. Atlanta’s number one newscaster,
Ms. Monica Kaufmann spoke at both
dinners. Her speech was both
entertaining and enlightening. She
opened with the words concerning the
feedback she received when word was out
that she was going to speak at a gay
function. “I went from one of Atlanta’s
darlings to one of a fallen woman...all in
one day. That's how my image changed
Thursday after some viewers got a
glimpse of the article in Intown Extra.
There were the ministers who wondered
how a Christian girl like me could come
into this den of iniquity...and speak to
sinful people. I wondered if they had
forgotten that we are all God’s children,
and what may be sin to some may be fun
to others. That the final judge is not man
but God...that the greatest
commandment is to love thy neighbors as
thyself.

“There were those who expressed their
disappointment but not in nice terms. |
was called a fag, filthy, a disgrace. | was
told that they knew something was wrong
with me. And then there were those to
whom | explained...I had spoken to 141
groups last year of different political and
social bents, and wouldn’t it be
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discriminatory not to speak? I asked if
they feared the gayness rubbing off.
Usually they understood and one woman
said she'd call back on Monday to find
out ‘what went on’.

Monica Kaufmann is truly a magnetic
entity and we are very fortunate and
appreciative to have her standing up on
our behalf.

Ms. Kaufmann’s candidness was well
received by her listeners as she touched
upon subjects such as police harassment.
“I've been talking with some people
about police harassment. I've been told
that gays have been beaten, but no one
will go on the air. There is fear of
retaliation. But until someone says ‘I aint
taking itanymore, I'm going to fight back
through the courts,” the abuse will
continue. It’s because of people speaking
out that San Francisco has equal
opportunity for gays. It’s because of
people speaking out...when Jimmy
Carter was president he issued an
executive order banning discrimination
in hiring because of sexual preference or
living arrangement. But will this remain
with Reagan as president? Elsewhere,
people have gone to court when the
military tried to put them out for being
gay. My husband tells me that in
Georgia, people shy away in most cases.
There have been exceptions, but people
usually say it’s more trouble than it’s
worth. It’s a good thing rape victims
stopped feeling that way. They joined
with other women’s groups and came out
and told of what happened to them after
rape---how police and family treated
them. We now have two rape crisis
centers, new police action and much-
much more.”

Tickets were given at the doorand a hush
settled in as the door prize numbers were
announced. A round-trip air fare for two
to Nassau, the Bahamas was given away,
compliments of the Gallus and All Points
Travel, plus records, compliments of
Music City.

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MEN DRESSED AS WOMEN?
HOW DISGUSTING...snicker-snicker

Does our president wear tutus and angel

wings? Strange as it may sound (perhaps
not to us) but these things are key
elements in a sex-discrimination suit
pending against a secretive and exclusive
San Francisco men’s club called the
Bohemian Grove. The membership not
only includes Reagan, but also Vice
President George Bush, Attorney
General William French Smith and
Secretary of Defense Casper Weinberger.
I'he club is a posh haven for hundreds of
the nation’s most powerful men---all
sharing four characteristics; they're rich,
white, male and conservative. It’s so
male-oriented that they refuse to permit
even one female to work among the
hundreds of men they employ

Former California Governor, Edmund
Brown Jr. and columnist/ editor William
F. Buckley Jr. denied that it
discriminates against women. They
simply said that the presence of women
would contaminate the purely masculine
atmosphere where the men sometimes
dress up like women and tell dirty jokes.
There is no testimony as to whether
Reagan or any of his top Cabinet
members have worn tutus and angel
wings in the club, but whether they have
wings in thier closets or not, they may
face rough flying if their club is found
guilty.

I'he club has won the first round when
Administrative Judge Robert Kendall
issued a proposed decision sympathetic
with the club’s claim that women
employees would endanger its traditions.

Kendall acknowledged that the club’s
refusal to hire women has been
traditional, but he maintained, “Club
members and guests would be inhibited,
particularly in taking women’s roles in
performing in theatricals if women were
present,” and “men urinate without the
benefit of even the existing rudimentary
toilet facilitiecs. Members and guests by
long custom at times walk about the
Grove (2,700 acres of prime redwood
retreat) in various states of dress and
undress.”
