INTERVIEW: JULIE BUD

Back in 1966,the Tamarack Lodge in
the Catskill Mountains decided to
host a talent contest. Among the
contestants was an innocent looking
twelve year old girl who, acting on a
cousin's dare, — “I sing just like Julie
Andrews,”” — entered the
competition. Mustering all the
chutzpah her petite frame could hold,
she stunned the audience with her
excellent voice and magnetic stage
personality, easily winning the
contest and catching the attention of
composer/arranger Herb Bernstein.
Bernstein recognized all the elements
of a future star and became, with a
little insistent pressure from Julie,
her personal manager, arranger and
promoter.

Since that summer, Julie Budd's
career has spiraled upward, carrying
her through regular television
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appearances on such shows as The
Merv Griffin Show and The Tonight
Show, appearances with top stars
like Danny Thomas and Frank
Sinatra, performances to sell-out
crowds in international concerts
(London, Israel ...), headline club acts
and she has completed numerous
l'(‘(:(”'(l contracts.

Most recently, her career took
another turn in the yellow brick road
to success when she was chosen as
one of the three finalists for the
Broadway production of Evita.
Unfortunately she didn't get the part.
Almost immediately, however, she
was offered the part of Stella in Walt
Disney's “The Devil and Max Devlin”
where she stole the show with her
portrayal of a young singer on the
way to the top.
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I was given the pleasure of talking to
Julie Budd over the phone a couple of
days ago and it's easy to understand
how, even as a twelve year old, she
was able to impress the glitter world
of stage and song. The sandy-haired,
slender chanteuse speaks with a lilt
that immediately captures your
attention and puts you at ease.

Asked about her career plans for the
future, she admits to concentrating
now on theatre and film. In fact, she
has several pots on the fire right now,
cooking up some very promising
Broadway projects.

Julie has a considerable Gay
following and when asked about this
she stated she had never understood
what makes an audience idolize a
performer (Once, a three day concert
taur was sold out, less than six hours
after the first announcement in
Variety). Does she have the Judy
Garland mystique or the Mae West
charisma? [ would say, “yes,” to each.
She's not so sure. “An audience can

tell if a performer is giving one
hundred percent. Even if you're tired

you have to give a hundred
percent.” This is the only reason she
gave to explain her popularity. She
gives everything she has to her
audience; she enjoys her work and
lets the spectators know it.

Questioned as to whether she still
had the “chutzpah” she claimed as a
child and how that affected her
success, she immediately asserted,
“The day you lose that is the day you
get out of the business.”

A spritely, green-eyed pixie, Julie
Budd has the type of personality that
captures your devotion, whether on
or off stage.

Julie Budd will be appearing at the
Hyatt Regency’s Club Atlantis for a
two week engagement starting
Friday, April 16th. Showtimes are
Tuesday through Thursday and
Sunday at 9 and 10 pm. Friday and
Saturday at 9:30 and 11:30 pm.
