Monday night, Jim and I were once
again treated to an entertaining
evening at the Atlanta Biltmore's
Hob Nob's Supper Club. Starting off
the evening at about eight, we
enjoyed a scrumptious meal in the
beautifully appointed dining
room/cabaret. The Club has a small
but varied and delicious menu with
the best shank of lamb I've had in the
city. Braised in a wine sauce, the
lamb is baked to mouth-watering
perfection. In addition, the menu
offers steak, fish, fetuccine (also
recommended), and other mouth-
watering meals. Hob Nob's also
boasts an excellent wine list.

It was about nine-fifteen or so,
however, when the highlight of the
evening began. “Double or Nothing,"
the new nightclub act at Hob Nob's,
opened Monday night and I must say
we were glad we had the chance to
catch the show.

Combining the talents of Debi
Engram (vocalist) and Ron Cooper
(pianist and vocalist) the duo offers a
number of medleys of music ranging
from jazz to blues, from the forties to
the eighties, each medley centered
around a specific theme.

Ron Cooper has been performing for
more than seventeen years and the
experience shows itself in his
inovative arrangements. Described
as a young Victor Borge he is a
natural comedian, instigating the
comedic routines that abound in the
show. One of the highlights of his
career was a performance of one his
shows at the 1977 Burt Reynolds
Roast at Burt's Place in the Omni
International. Ron has performed at
one time or other in most of Atlanta's
major clubs both as asoloactandasa
member of groups.

Debi Engram began her career in
Hawaii in such shows as “"Pajama

Game” and “Guys and Dolls" and
soon had chances to perform with
such actors as Theodore Bikel, John
Raitt and Lyle Waggoner in
productions of “Carousel" and
"Fiddler on the Roof.” Since then she
has appeared around the country on
stages like the Unon Plaza in Las
Vegas and the Fitzgerald Hotel and
Casino in Reno, and all over the
world including a U.S.0. tour to Viet
Nam and Thailand. Most recently she
was appearing in St. Thomas, Virgin
Islands.

Debi Engram’s dusky voice, with its
versatility and wide range, mixes
well with the quiet, smokey qualities
of Don Cooper's vocals and comes
across well in her solos. The two
make a great team working and
sounding great together. Ms.
Engram, is a truly talented vocalist,
and Mr. Cooper is great on the piano.

A highlight of the evening, however,
was the introduction of a young
singer, Amy Brewer, whose clear
voice and talent is sure to take her
far. Singing with “Double or
Nothing" her voice added that extra
spice that makes a perfect sound. As
a soloist Ms. Brewer stood out with
her version of “Am I Blue?” She will
be performing with the group for the
rest of their stint at Hob Nob's.

In a word, “Double or Nothing" is an
entertaining show. Their enjoyment
()fpmfmmlnu the humor, originality
and spirit is contagious.
