Gays have been more visible on television
and more written about in the print
media this past year than at any time in
modern history. The AIDS crisis has
been headline news for several months

now and hardly a day goes by the Jeff

Levi or Virginia Apuzzo or some other
gay spokesperson is not on TV- talking
about it and its effect on the gay lifestyle;
and the dramatic announcement by
Congressman Gerry Studds of Massa-
chusetts on the floor of the United States
House of Representatives that he was
gay, was an unprecedented event which
will have long term beneficial effects for
gays in all walks of life.

Studds, who admitted having a homo-
sexual affair with a congressional page in
1973, had the courage to stand up in front
of his colleagues in Congress and tell it
like it is. Acknowledging that it was
wrong for him to have had sex with a
congressional subordinate, no matter
what the page's age or sex, he then went
on to say, “It is not a simple task for any
of us to meet adequately the obligations
of either public or private life; but these
challenges are made substantially more
complex when one is, as am 1, both an
elected public official and gay.”

While the media reaction has been mixed,
they haven't made a big deal out of it.
Even after the House voted to censure
Studds and Representative Crane of I1li-
nois (who had an affair with a female
page in 1980), Newsweek admitted
Studds’ record had won him a loyal fol-
lowing among the constituents of his dis-

trict which includes blue collar workers
of New Bedord, the wealthy old families
of Cape Cod and the gay enclave of
Provincetown.

All of the TV networks gave prime time
coverage to Studds’ surprising speech,
but there was little or no sermonizing.
CBS, who started the whole sordid inves-
tigation last year when they gave national
exposure to the lurid allegations of former
pages Leroy Williams and Jeffrey Opp
that widespread congressional miscon-
duct was going on, gave more play to the
story than the others; but once the House
censure was voted, the story dropped
from the headlines and the nightly news.

The decision of the House to vote censure
when only a reprimand had been recom-
mended by the ethics committee seemed a
slap at Studds and his unrepentent atti-
tude; but Bible-pounding, “*homosexual-
ity is a sin” members wanted expulsion
and the fact that the full House did not go
along with that alternative is evidence
that homosexuality is becoming accepta-
ble, even in our nation’s highest places. In
the past a few high government officials,
including congressmen, have admitted
having sex with other men, but their
admissions have usually been accompan-
ied by explanations of alcoholism or drug
use, and until Studds’ speech, none had
gone further than to admit to “*homosex-
ual tendencies.” Since then former Con-
gressman Bob Bauman of Maryland has
confessed his homosexuality in an address
before the American Bar Association and
spoken out against discrimination against
gays.
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
