COPS RAID THE TUBS, AGAIN

A raid on the Club Baths of
Dallas Thursday night, Dec.
6, netted nine arrests for
the Dallas Police Depart-
ment but may have left the
Dallas Police’s vice squad
with egg on their faces.
Two officers who had
entered the club posing as
customers held open the
exit under the pretense
of checking out, allowing
eighteen others to come
in and arrest nine of the
thirty patrons then on the
premises. The officers were
followed closely by the
press, who had been alerted
in advance by the police.

In all, 33 uniformed and
twelve plainclothes officers
were involved in the raid
that resulted in nine mis-
demeanor arrests.

“It’s just absolutely ri-
diculous for this many
policemen to be involved,”
said Wayne Schrebe, an

- overall manager of the Club

Baths Chain.
“How many people were
mugged on the streets,

or even killed, while this
number of police were tied
up,” he added.

A vice squad officer
interviewed by WFAATV
newswoman Barbara White
said that police feared that
private citizens, unaware of

the nature of the club,
would enter and be of-
fended.

The newswoman was pre-
sented with a copy of the
application which was falsi-
fied by the officers when
they posed as members. She
put it on the air.

Besides affirming by their
signatures that they were
not law enforcement offi-
cers, the undercover agents
also signed the form that
states they knew that the
club is a gay, homosexual
health club and that the
signer “accept(s) the nature
and character of this club
and its members (and is)
neither offended nor alarm-

ed by the character, con-
duct or nature of this club
or its members.”’

In a decision. July S5,
1977, at the conclusion
of a trial under similar
circumstances, the judge
ruled that the Club Baths
was not a ‘““public” place,
as access was not given to
the general public, making
charges of public lewdness
ineffective.

City Attorney Lee Holt
and Assistant City Attorney
Seibert said they had no
knowledge of the previous
case. ,

Seibert also said that one
defendant who had plead
not guilty had been found

guilty and sentenced. He
said the other eight had
plead guilty.

Seibert’s statement made
little sense, since the cases
on this latest raid have not
yet come to trial.

Attorney King Solomon,
who is retained by Club
Baths in this case and was
the attorney also in the
previous case, said none of
the defendants have entered
guilty pleas.

The Dallas police have
conducted six raids in the
past five years on the

Club Baths and there has
never been a conviction,
said Schrebe.

THERAPIST SAYS WE LACK §

COMMUNICATION SKILLS

Development of communi-
cations skills is a major
problem among people both
in and out of our communi-
ty today, says sex therapist
Andre ‘“‘Rip” Corley. One
of the most effective tools
he has found to combat the
communications weaknesses
of his patients is group
therapy.

Corley holds his masters
degree in social work and is

a registered nurse who has-

been engaged in counseling
in the Dallas community for
ten years, more recently on
a full-time basis.

Group therapy doesn’t
pay the bigger fees that
individual sessions do, ac-
cording to Corley; however,
one of his prime objectives
is the treatment of the
individual patient in a way
which will do the most
benefit, not bring in the
best fee.

As a part of his thera-
py, he occasionally ad-
vocates outside assignments
to increase communication
skills. One of the more
interesting assignments giv-
en to his group, and one of

the more successful, was to
attend free dancing lessons
being given at the Wild
Crowd Saloon, ‘‘whether
they liked western dancing
or not.”

One of the fringe benefits
of recent publicity of the
anti-gay attacks from Anita
Bryant, James Robison and
others, Corley - feels, has
been an increase in gay
men and women accepting
themselves and coming out
to their family and friends.

He sees this as healthy
and finds that his patients
who are open about their
sexuality to themselves and
others are, for the most
part, healthier and happier
than those who have not
yet done so.

Another important fact,
which Corley indicates is
confirmed by findings of
Weinberg and Bell in the
recent study, Homosexuali-
ties, and by Masters and
Johnson in their recent
book, is that monogamous
relationships are healthier.

Corley believes that cou-
ples who take time to build
up a relationship based
on criteria other than sex-
ual compatibility alone and
who go through a court-
ship period followed by a
faithful relationship with-
out cheating or seeking oth-
er partners generally have a
more stable, enduring life
together.

A key to better stability,
according to Corley, lies
in establishing good non-
sexual relationships with
individuals around one and

in establishing good non-
sexual relationships with
individuals around one and
in developing enough trust
to communicate readily and
without reluctance with
these individuals.

“Corley also pointed out
that, even more than in
other professional fields, it
is important for persons

>

-

seeking help in counseling
and psychotherapy to check
out the therapists before
choosing one. This can
be done by checking organi-
zations of therapists, asking
to see whether the therapist
is licensed and seeking qual-
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ified referrals. This is due
to the fact that there is no
strong license law in Texas,
which means that persons
with no qualifications what-
soever can set themselves up
in business with minimal
fear of repercussions. e
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He said the Club Baths
has a federal lawsuit pend-
ing, naming as defendants
the police chief, the in-
dividual vice squad officers
and the mayor.

“We’re fighting for a rul-
ing on the constitutionality
of Section 21.07 of the
Texas Penal Code, which is
what they charged us under.
It is a little different than
21.06,” said Schrebe.

In brief, Section 21.07
makes it a misdemeanor
to engage in sexual acts
in private places in which
others are present.

Section 21.06, which is
being fought with a similar
~suit by Oak Lawn school-
teacher Donald Baker,
makes homosexual acts il-
legal.

Schrebe said his group is
also now seeking an injunc-
tion to keep Dallas police’
officers from even stepping
foot into their building,
unless called.

“They’ve had six raids
in five years and never
a conviction. You’d think
that would tell them some-
thing,” said Schrebe. o

NEW YORK (IGNA) — .Eleanor
Roosevelt conducted a three-
decade correspondence with a
woman author. More than 3000
letters just recently revealed
show the two had a deep love
between them.

The New York Times said
that the correspondence be-
tween Mrs. Franklin Delano
Roosevelt and Lorena Hickok
started in 1932, just before
Franklin Roosevelt’s first presi-
dential election, and continued
until Mrs. Roosevelt’s death
in 1962. The two women wrote
to each other almost daily and in

_ some cases twice a day.

The letters reveal an intimacy
that possibly goes beyond the
orthodox.

For example, Mrs. Roosevelt
wrote on March 5, 1933, “Hick,
my dearest. I cannot go to bed
tonight without a word to you.
... You have grown so much to
be a part of my life that it is
empty without you even though
I’m busy every minute.”

The nex* day, the soon-to-be

first lady wrote, “Hick, darling.
Ah how good it was to hear your
voice. It was so inadequate to
try and tell you what it meant.
Funny was that I couldn’t say
‘J’taime et je t’adore’ as I longed
to do, but always remember I
am saying it, that I go to sleep
thinking of you. You have
grown so much to be a part of
my life that it is empty without
you even though I'm busy every
minute.”

Even physical expressions of
love appeared in Mrs. Roose-
velt’s letters, such as, ‘“Hick
darling. Oh, I want to put my
arms around you. I ache to hold
you close. Your ring is a great
comfort. I look at it and think
she does love me, or I wouldn’t
be wearing it.”

Ms. Hickok wrote the first
lady, “Most clearly I remember
your eyes, with a kind of re-
assuring smile in them, and the
feeling of that soft spot just
northeast of the comer of your

mouth against my lips. | wonder
what we’ll do when we meet —
what we’ll say. Well, I’m rather
proud of us, aren’t you? I think
we’ve done rather well.”

Mrs. Roosevelt came from a
New York society family, while
Hickok, bom the daughter an
itinerant buttermaker, worked
for several newspapers, including
the daily New York Mirror, and
worked as a political corre-
spondent for Associated Press,
covering the Roosevelt cam-
paign. This is where the two first
met.

Hickok gave the letters to
the Franklin Roosevelt Library
in Hyde Park, N.Y., with the
provision that they be closed
until ten years after her death.
She died in 1968.

Last year the letters became
accessible but attracted little
attention. Now they are to be
published by William Morrow
and Co. in a book by Doris
Faber called The Life of Lorena
Hickok.

These letters are proving
interesting to historians since
with them it may be possible to
prove that Mrs. Roosevelt had an
extra-marital love affair at least
as provocative as her husband’s
now-documented one.

Franklin Roosevelt Jr., a son
of the former president, who is
the literary executor of his
mother’s estate, said he had
not seen the correspondence
between Hickok and his mother,
the New York Times reported.

He said his mother was an
incessant letter-writer and her
affectionate passages were stand-
ard letter-prose of the times.

Apparently finding it hard to
believe that his mother would
have such a relationship with
another woman, he said her
writing style simply was *‘very
effusive, very loving (to every-
one).”

“Today we don’t understand
that type of love,” he added. e

FIRST OPEN GAYS
ENTER POLICE
ACADEMY IN

SAN FRANCISCO

SAN FRANCISCO — The first
group of homosexuals were
inducted Nov. 13 into the San
Francisco Police Department.
They are among a class of fifty
recruits in the police academy.

A total of sixteen, which
includes nine gay males and
seven lesbians, are in an overall
group of 190 police candidates
scheduled to start training be-
fore summer of next year.
How many of the sixteen gay
people are in the first class was
not revealed.

Mayor Dianne Feinstein
swore in the first class of candi-
dates. The new cadet classes
were assembled with “intensive
recruitment among San Francis-
co’s gay community,” the mayor
said.

Les Morgan, director of the
Gay Outreach Program, set up to
smooth the way for employment
of homosexuals, said the gaysin
the new class want to “keep a
low profile” so they will not
become “media superstars.”

According to Morgan, the
remainder of the sixteen individ-
uals must still pass background
investigations and medical exams

before entering the police acad-
emy. In the past and in other
police departments elsewhere,
the background investigation has
included “uncovering” homosex-
ual behavior.

Morgan said, “The message in
San Francisco is that we don’t
care what you do in bed. ...
You can still be a police of-
ficer.”

In all, 7000 persons submit-
ted applications for the approxi-

- mately 600 openings expected

to occur in the police force in
the next two years. About 3200
of those took tests to enter the
department. Nearly 400 gay
men and lesbians contacted the
Gay Outreach Program seek-
ing information.

Police Chief Charles Gain
had announced the intention of
enlisting homosexuals, ending
the long-standing policy which
disqualified them.

Feinstein forced Gain to
submit a resignation effective in
January as an outgrowth of his
handling of violence during a gay
demonstration earlier this year
in which a dozen police cars
were set afire. e

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UNIVERSITY POLICE ENTRAPPING GAYS?

PROVO, Utah (IGNA) — The
private police force of Brigham
Young University is accused of
harassing and entraping homo-
sexuals not only on the college
campus but other places too.

The Salt Lake City Tribune
reported that the university’s
private police force had been
given investigation and arrest
powers rivaling those of the
State Police. The university
police, the -paper said, has
decided to use that power to
enforce laws forbidding certain

sexual activity, including ho-
mosexual activity.

The university is owned by
the Mormon Church.

The Rev. Robert Waldrop,
who ministers to the gay com-
munity in Salt Lake City,
confirmed the allegation. He said
he had seen university police off
campus writing down license
plate numbers on cars parked
‘outside the Sun, a gay bar.

University security chief
Robert Kelshaw was quoted in
the Tribune as saying that his

officers do not go after homo-
sexuals “any more than they
do after any other type of
criminal.”

Kelshaw also said that one
of his detectives wrote an
‘“unauthorized” letter to a gay
newspaper in Salt Lake City,
Open Door, in an effort to
obtain the names of students
who would be interested in
forming a “BYU gay under-
ground.”

The president of the universi-
ty ordered a halt to such tactics

when it was brought to his
attention.

A gay man, David Chipman,
was probably set up for arrest
by responding to the letter,
according to the gay man’s
attorney. Chipman was arrested
off campus for allegedly touch-
ing the groin of a BYU law
enforcement student posing as a
homosexual.

Chipman has pleaded inno-
cent and his attorney has moved
for dismissal on the grounds of
entrapment.

Since it is the policy of the
Mormon Church to excommuni-
cate gay people and church
doctrine considers homosexuali-
ty “an abomination to God,”
the question of whether a
church group can use a private
police force to further church
beliefs has come to be a signifi-
cant local issue.

The American Civil Liberties
Union began seeking to strip the
church of its law enforcement
powers. °

GAY RIGHTS GROUP IS ‘OFFICIAL
ORGANIZATION,” RULES DISTRICT JUDGE

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (IGNA) —
US. District Judge Thomas
Wiseman has ordered Austin
Peay State University in Clarks-
ville, Tenn., to recognize a gay
rights group there as an official
student organization.

The order may end a lengthy
battle between university offi-
cials and the Students Coalition
for Gay Rights.

University officials, including
the state Board of Regents, had
denied recognition to the group
since the fall semester of 1978.

The group had about twenty

members in late November, but
faculty adviser Glenn Carter,
who is not gay, said he expected
the membership role would now
increase.

Recognition means that the
group can use university facili-
ties for meetings and workshops.

University president Robert
Riggs said he plans for university
officials to comply with the
judge’s ruling.

Board of Regents chancellor
Roy Nicks, who had denied the
group’s appeal for recognition,
said he too would now comply

with the judge’s order. He
objected, however, to the ruling,
saying he thinks it will make it
now appear that the university
approves of the promotion of
homosexuality as acceptable be-
havior. He claimed that rec-
ognition of the group would
endanger students with sexual
identity problems.

Nicks said that allowing the
group to form would cause
increases in an act that is a
violation of a state law that
prohibits “crimes against na-
ture.” * "

The attorneys for the Student
Coalition tried to convince Nicks
that the extent of social ac-
ceptance of homosexuality has
not been demonstrated to affect
the incidence of homosexual
behavior.

"~ Gary Crawford said that he and

attorney James Blumstein, a
professor of law at Vanderbilt
University, argued before the
judge that “homosexual be-
havior occurs in roughly the
same proportion in societies that
condone it and in societies that

disapprove of it.”

Nicks, despite a vote of
25-to-1 by the Students’ Govern-
ment Assocation for approval
of the group, maintained his
argument that “Sexual activity
with another of the same sex is
unlawful in the state of Tennes-
see. Moreoever, such activity is
contrary to the Judeo-Christian
ethic which undergirds our com-
munity, our state and our
nation.” °

TRENTON, N.J. (IGNA) —
State officials confirmed
Nov. 26 that since 1975 the
state government of New
Jersey has placed some
homosexual teenagers in
need of foster homes in the
homes of gay foster parents.

Officials said that the
practice was helpful to the
children but added that
there is no statewide pro-
gram for such homes.

“We do not have a policy
that actively recruits or
actively denies these types
of homes,” said Harold
Rosenthal of the Division of
Youth and Family Services.

The practice is “still
fairly new to use,” said

Jersey Human Services De-
partment.

“But this situation has
been coming up more and
more lately, with an in-
crease in the number of
gay kids we’re dealing with
and in increased recognition
of the situation by profes-
sionals.”

Burns said a lesbian cou-
ple took in a fifteen-year-
old runaway boy on their
own and the Division of
Youth and Family Services
later approved the arrange-
ment. Other children even-
tually were placed in the
couple’s care.

Dr. Aaron Esman, a pro-
fessor of clinical psychiatry
at Cornell Medical College,
agreed that a homosexual
home ‘“might not be an
undesireable situation’ for
some gay teenagers. But he
cautioned, “You’d want to
be cautious about which
youngsters you’d put in
such homes. For young
adolescents, the pattern of
sexual orientation might
not be fixed, and that kind

of placement might tend to

fix it as homosexual.”

“We haven’t had pro-
blems with the kids in the
homes,” said Burns. “They
seem to adjust well. It gives
them a kind of supportive
atmosphere that helps them
deal with their problems
and their homosexuality.”

“They’re good foster par-
ents. They take care of
these kids as if they were
their own,” she added.

Only a handful of teen-
agers, male and female, have
been placed with homo-
sexual foster parents — all
women — and only two
homes are involved so far.
Authorities said the place-
ments have been made

The decision to place a
child in such a foster home
does not usually include an
evaluation from a psy-
chiatrist or therapist, which
the state is considering

_adding within the next few

months.

New Jersey has 9100
children in foster homes.
Foster parents are paid
$116 to $144 a month, plus
a clothing allowance.

Dr. Jeffrey Fracher, a
clinical psychologist at the
College of Medicine and
Denistry’s sexual counseling
service, said the placement
“makes sense” because the
teenagers ‘‘self-esteem and
self-worth would be po-
tentially enchanced.”’

Fracher said the prevail-
ing notion in the field,
although open to much
controversy, is that sexual
preference is formed by the
time a child starts school.

The national Child Wel-
fare League said it had
not heard of any. other

TRENTON, N.J. (IGNA) —
State officials confirmed
Nov. 26 that since 1975 the
state government of New
Jersey has placed some
homosexual teenagers in
need of foster homes in the
homes of gay foster parents.

Officials said that the
practice was helpful to the
children but added that
there is no statewide pro-
gram for such homes.

“We do not have a policy
that actively recruits or
actively denies these types
said Harold
Rosenthal of the Division of
Youth and Family Services.

The practice is *still
fairly new to use,” said
Anne Burns of the New
Jersey Human Services De-
partment.

“But this situation has
been coming up more and
more lately, with an in-
crease in the number of
gay kids we’re dealing with
and in increased recognition
of the situation by profes-
sionals.”

Burns said a lesbian cou-
ple took in a fifteen-year-
old runaway boy on their
own and the Division of
Youth and Family Services
later approved the arrange-
ment. Other children even-
tually were placed in the
couple’s care.

Dr. Aaron Esman, a pro-
fessor of clinical psychiatry
at Cornell Medical College,
agreed that a homosexual
home ‘“‘might not be an
undesireable situation” for
some gay teenagers. But he
cautioned, “You’d want to
be cautious about which
youngsters you’d put in
such homes. For young
adolescents, the pattern of
sexual orientation might
not be fixed, and that kind
of placement might tend to

fix it as homosexual.”

“We haven’t had pro-
blems with the kids in the
homes,” said Burns. “They
seem to adjust well. It gives
them a kind of supportive
atmosphere that helps them
deal with their problems
and their homosexuality.”

“They’re good foster par-
ents. They take care of
these kids as if they were
their own,” she added.

Only a handful of teen-
agers, male and female, have
been placed with homo-
sexual foster parents — all
women - and only two
homes are involved so far.
Authorities said the place-
ments have been made
with the consent of the
children’s parents.

The decision to place a
child in such a foster home
does not usually include an
evaluation from a psy-
chiatrist or therapist, which
the state is considering

_adding within the next few

months.

New Jersey has 9100
children in foster homes.
Foster parents are paid
$116 to $144 a month, plus
a clothing allowance.

Dr. Jeffrey Fracher, a
clinical psychologist at the
College of Medicine and
Denistry’s sexual counseling
service, said the placement
“makes sense” because the
teenagers ‘‘self-esteem and
self-worth would be po-
tentially enchanced.”

Fracher said the prevail-
ing notion in the field,
although open to much
controversy, is that sexual
preference is formed by the
time a child starts school.

\In the Club Baths raid . . .

History repeats itself. Once
before, when the Club Baths
was raided, we packed them into
the Metropolitan Community
Church on Reagan Street. Out of
that meeting came the Dallas
Alliance for Individual Rights.

The community came up in
outrage and showed our strength
to the city.

Two months ago, the commu-
nity across the nation marched
on Washington and reminded
them who we are and how

strong we are. These lessons
must not go unheeded.

The METRO STAR urges each
and every reader to write to
the city council members (in a
discreet, dignified manner, not
in confused anger) protesting the
indignity of being constantly
under threat of police abuse
and harassment. There is no
reason that the human rights of
a minority which has been
maltreated across thousands of
years should be abused in this
“progressive’’ age simply because
antiquated laws based on a
misunderstanding of the Judeo-
Christian tradition remains on
the books.

It is not enough to write to

_ the city council, and to Austin
lawmakers as well; tell them you
want to know where they
stand when the next election
rolls around. Remind them that
they are dealing with a large,
influential segment of the voting
public. The sheer volume of
letters should in and of itself
point to them the way to go.
Each letter a lawmaker receives

stands for at least a hundred
(or more) voters who didn’t
bother to write.

Make your influence known.
Find out where your elected
officials stand, and tell them in
no uncertain terms where you
stand.

Remember Holocaust on tel-
evision? The government of
Hitler’s Germany didn’t like gay
people either. Are you ready to
speak now, or will you hide out
in your comfy closet until they
come after you and it’s too late.

Sure, most of us haven't been
arrested yet. Sure, a lot of
people get arrested because they
did something in public that
they should have done in private
instead. But far too many people
have been arrested merely for
being in the wrong place at
the wrong time, intimidated,
threatened, falsely arrested and
punished because of the silence
of people like you and me.

One more thing you can do.

If you see a sister or brother
being falsely arrested, don’t
slink away and hide. Tell the
management, DAIR, GPC, any-
body — but tell somebody —
that you were there and can and
will be a witness to the falseness
of the arrest. Someday, it could
be you; and if you can’t speak
up for your brother or sister,
then who will speak up for you?

In the words of one of our

country’s founders, ‘“We must
all hang together, or surzly we'll
all hang separately.”

Get out your stamps and
stationery and start writing.

Letters simply addressed to
the Mayor, City Councilperson
so-and-so, the Police Chief, etc.,
City of Dallas (or Fort Worth,
or wherever) will reach their
destinations.

On whistles . . .

The current issue of New York’s
Christopher Street magazine of-
fers a possible partial solution to
the outbreak’ of violence in
Dallas’ Oak Lawn community.

According to the magazine,
gay people in New York have
taken up a campaign to carry
with them referee’s whistles
and, if attacked, they blow
the whistle on their attackers.
This alerts other gay people in
the immediate community, who
head for the first whistle,
blowing their own whistles to
alert yet more. The result
is that the two or three attackers
find the odds reversed and
that they are the object of
attack from dozens of irate
homosexuals.

In view of attacks on indi-
viduals recently in the Oak
Lawn area, the METRO STAR
urges people walking between
businesses down streets with
inadequate lighting to go in
larger parties for safety and to
know with whom you are
walking to avoid accidentally
picking a potential attacker
as a walking companion. e

Let me describe for
dangerous situation.

Take an individual who is
uptight about homosexuality,
one with (shall we call it) the
“Red Neck Syndrome.”

Make that person a Dallas
police officer, assign him to the
vice squad, and put him out on
the streets of Oak Lawn.

And don’t stop there with
just one person. Do it with a
whole mess of individuals.

Goodness.

Now, of course, this is
exactly the situation we have in
Dallas (and virtually every other
city in America too). And
because of this situation, gay
men are constantly being ar-
rested and charged with “solic-
itation.”

I don’t think *solicitation”
should be a ‘crime.” And I
think that even if it were, it
certainly should be no more
serious than a parking ticket
(which you don’t get arrested
for).

The point is, however, that in
many (possiby most) cases, no
“solicitation” took place at all,
or if it did, it was instigated by
the vice officer, not the citizen.

The vice officer simply as-
sumes, figures out, or even just
guesses you’re gay. And his
uptightness about homosexuali-
ty goes into action. Pow, you’re
in the slammer with a big fine.
And you get personally insulted
on the way in, possibly even
beaten.

What can we do?

Well, you, as a person who'’s

you a

been arrested, can fight your
case. Unfortunately, most don’t.
Most just pay their fines. And
the vice keeps right on going.

We should take a lesson from
Boston. Read on.

On behalf of “John Doe,” the
Gay and Lesbian Advocates and
Defenders (a local group), has
filed a $500,000 lawsuit against
the City of Boston, alleging that
Boston Public Library Director
Philip J. McNiff, Police Com-
missioner Joseph M. Jordon,
Deputy Police Supt. James J.
McDonald and Police Officer
Angelo Terrizzi with conspiring
to deprive him of his civil rights
by falsely arresting him for

prostitution.

If we in Dallas started filing
$500,000 lawsuits everytime
redneck vice cops  en-
trapped us, we would be helping
to get these vice cops out
fighting real crime instead of out
“busting queers.”

When you find yourself need-
ing a lawyer, call one of the
gay rights groups or the ACLU.
But above all, stand up for your
rights, fight false charges, file
suit against the arresting officers
and public officials, and file a
complaint with the police de-
partment itself. (It works some-
times. Sometimes it doesn’t.)

I do not appreciate some of
the people we have as Dallas po-
lice officers, working on our
payroll, treating us like they do.
And, as we’re starting to show
in elections, we don’t appreciate
our elected officials allowing
such *“public employees” to
remain on our payroll.

Some people can reel off gold
and silver prices for the last five
years.

Why is it that many people
are so well versed in certain
areas? It is because they were
motivated to learn about them.

It really doesn’t matter what
reason was involved in motivat-
ing the person, the accumulation
of a large body of knowledge
was the result of that person’s
complete intention to learn.

Professional educational psy-
chologists have a term for this
channeling of learning; they call
it the “bending of energies.” The
rule of psychology says that we
can only master those things
which we eventually want ‘to
learn.

The opposite rules also hold
true; that is — no person can
ever really learn something he
does not want to learn. Only
when the motivation to leam
is there can a person fully
concentrate on what needs to be
learned.

It has been said that worlds
of knowledge remain closed
until they are penetrated by
those willing to investigate them.
Expanisve knowledge comes to
those willing to leam; true
success comes to those willing
to concentrate on specific areas
of knowledge.

Your willingness to continue
to learn is your ticket to con-
tinued success. Your personal
knowledge — your sense of
self-value — is gained only
through continued learning and
growth. The prerequisite is your
willingness. ®

Another venereal disease
called non-gonococcal ure-
thritis or NGU is now more
common than the ordinary
gonococcal type know as
gonorrhea or *“‘clap.”

NGU is now the most
prevalent venereal disease in
this country. It affects both
sexes and is caused by a
parasite called Chlamydia
(klah-MID-ee-ah) and an-
other less-common orga-
nism called Ureaplasma.

In the male, NGU causes a
discharge usually scantier
than typical gonorrhea. In
the female, there may be
few if any symptoms.

Asymptomatic female
carriers can transmit eye in-
fections in swimming pools.
All “pink eye” is therefore
not viral. It might be NGU.

In Africa and Asia, such

eye infections, called tra-
choma, are the cause of
blindness in some twenty
million people. In south-
eastern United States, tra-
choma is fairly prevalent
among Indians.

Penicillin, so effective in
gonorrhea, is of no value in
NGU. Fortunately, several
antibiotics such as erythro-
mycin, tetracucline and mi-
nocucline are effective.

Commentary on all this
is that, unfortunately, we
are having an epidemic of
both gonococcal and non-
gonococcal venereal disease.
We know the cause and the
cures, but seem powerless
to control it.

At a Governor’s task
force hearing on this prob-
lem, - the report suggested
that the answer was more
venereal disease education
in the schools. I pointed out

that 70% of venereal di-
sease patients treated in our
clinics are = “repeaters.”

Education in schools is
recommended, of course.
But eduction for those out
of school also ‘'must take
place. The education should
teach cleanliness, of course,
and also teach how to
quickly recognize if you
have any veneral disease.
And education should teach
of the victim’s obligation to
quickly get treatment so as
not to spread the disease.

Most city governments,
including Houston and Dal-
las, offer free venereal di-
sease tests and cures. Their
phone numbers are in the
white pages of the tele-
phone book under the city’s
listing, subheaded ‘health
department.” ©

GET TOGETHER

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Australian Paper
Censured in Handling
of Anti-gay Letter

SYDNEY, Australia (IGNA) —
The Australian Press Council has
censured an Australian news-
paper for its handling of a
“letter” from an anti-gay re-
ligious leader and for its refusal
to print a reply from a gay
activist.

According to the CAMP
N.S.W. Newsletter, put out by
gay activists, the censure arose
because of a deceptive anti-gay
letter to the editor in the St.
George and Sutherland Shire
Leader. The letter was sup-
posedly written by an influential
Anglican bishop.

Not only was it not a genuine
letter from the Rt. Rev. K.H.
Short, said CAMP, but also a
letter of reply from John Green-
way of CAMP, acting in his own
behalf, was denied publication.

The Press Council upheld
Greenway’s complaint on two
grounds:

“First, the Press Council
believes that the reading public
is entitled to an accurate presen-

tation of the material in a
newspaper. To present material
as a Letters to the Editor, which
it is not, is against the best
interests of the reading public.

“The ‘letter’ from Bishop
Short was in fact a slightly
edited text of a radio talk given
by the Bishop which had been
circulated to newspapers in the
region,” the Press Council con-
cluded.

(The Rt. Rev. Short, the
Anglican Bishop of Wollongong,
expressed in his speech the idea
that “under God’s standards,
homosexuality is expressly for-
bidden.”)

The Press Council went on to -

say, “Such treatment of sensitive
material may lead the public to
assume that the editorial views
of a ‘mewspaper are receiving
unsolicited support from in-
fluential figures in the communi-
ty when this may not be the
case.

“The Letters to the Editor of

any newspaper are an iinportant
part of the activities of a news-
paper which purports to serve
the general public. The public
should be able to accept that the
integrity of such an item is
beyond reproach.

“The second reason for the
Press Council upholding the
complaint was that the news-
paper refused a reasonable right
of reply to views contrary
to those expressed by Bishop
Short. This action clearly is a
rejection of the duty which
newspapers have to respect the
right of the general reader to be
informed of the arguments on
each side of a public debate.

“The Letters to the Editor
column is a valuable form
for such debate. To restrict
that forum to one point of
view (and that in a purported
Letter to the Editor) is an act
of suppression and intolerance
which should not be excused.” o

In Two Germanys, Two
Different Gay

Lifestyles

BONN, West Germany - As
would be expected, gay life is
certainly different in the dif-
ferent Germanys. But as many
Americans might not expect,
there is a gay subculture in
East Germany, the Communist-
controlled quarter of the coun-
try.

The age for sexual consent on
the Communist side of the Iron
Curtain is eighteen and has been
since 1967. There are, however,
no known gay groups there,
except in East Berlin, the
largest city.

There are gay bars, however,
in East Berlin and several of the
other big cities. There are no

" gay publications except those
illegally smuggled in from the
West.

In West Germany, the scene

is quite different. There’s an
estimated one million gay males
here and another one million
lesbians, most concentrated in
the larger cities, such as Ham-
burg, Munich, Frankfurt and
West Berlin, each with about 35
gay bars.

Most of the homosexuals here
still live in, as Americans call it,
*““the closet.”

Throughout West Germany
there are about sixty gay politi-
cal and social groups and five
gay publications: Him-Applause,
DON, du and ich, Homosexualle

" Emanzipation and Gay Journal.

Discrimination in employ-
ment in West Germany con-
tinues, but changes are slowly
coming about because of certain,
widely publicized cases.

The regular news media in
Germany for a long time seemed
very uninterested gay political

news. Only recently did the
press start to report gay news
extensively. Now there are very
often films with gay subjects on
German television and some
German producers, like Rosa
von Praunheim, have received
funds from German television
companies for their films.

In schools, on the other
hand, homosexuality is " rare-
ly discussed. Sex education is
taught in the schools but homo-
sexuality is taught only as a
perversion or as a subject of
minor importance.

On a national level in West
Germany, however, despite there
being the several dozen local gay
groups, there is still much
disagreement between them and
there has been no national
organization or political lobby
formed. °

MIAMI (IGNA) — Undaunted by
two defeats for a Dade County
sexual rights ordinance, gay
activist Bob Kunst said that he’ll
be back in March with another
“full-equality” referendum.

Kunst announced that he has
formed CURE (Congress United
for Rights and Equality) to
combat Anita Bryant’s group,
CAUSE (Citizens Against Un-
acceptable Sex Education).

“She’s the cause and we’re
the cure,” Kunst was quoted by
the Miami News as saying.

“This will be Dade County’s
gift to the country. It will set
the tone for the presidential

| campaign and will help us

take the issue to the halls of
Congress,” he added.

“The purpose of all this is
that we’re trying to overcome
the very lousy reputation this
community has all over the
planet that we’re a community

~ filled with bigots. What I'm

looking at is how to establish
Dade County as the love and
human rights capital of the
world in addition to the sun and
fun capital of the world, the art
deco capital of the world, and
the marijuana capital of the
world,” Kunst said.

Dade - County voters rejected
in 1978 an ominibus minori-
ty rights proposal 189,000 to
136,000, which was much closer
than the 202,000 to 90,000
vote margin the anti-gay forces
enjoyed in the much-publicized
1977 referendum. -

Gay Police

Urged in
Denver

DENVER (IGNA) — A govern-
ment task force recommended
that the police department ac-
tively recruit homosexuals for
the force. It’s one way to reduce
tension between police and the
city’s gay community, they said.

The task force was set up
early in the year to assess
allegations that Denver police
were harassing gay people. But
the group went further in its
studies, and recommended to
the Commission on Community
Relations:

1. That city laws that are
used to harass gay people be
studied and changed,

2. That gay people be ap-
pointed to all city boards and
commissions that deal with civil
rights and public safety issues,

3. And that the police de-
partment appoint a liaison offi-
cer to improve communications
with the gay community.

Capt. Jerry Kennedy, head of
the police department’s vice
squad, was in the audience for
the Commission’s meeting, and
said, “There’s two sides to every
story and we’ll be happy to
present ours.”

He added that the vice squad
isn’t interested in ‘‘sex for fun”
but only in “sex for money,”
because it’s illegal.

He claimed that many of the
charges of harassment have come
from homosexuals arrested for
illegal acts such as prostitution
and public indecency.

“They’re naturally going to
have a rub with the police
department,” he said. (]

Artist Causes

Stir

SAN ANTONIO — This city’s first
gay male art show recently ran
as a page one story in the San
Antonio News — in a scandal
column.

Jim Eggeling, the artist, a
well-known supporter of gay
rights who was once fired from
his teaching job with the local
school district for speaking out
on those rights, presented an
exhibit of paintings and draw-
ings of the nude adolescent
male.

According to the artist, the
exhibit was a serious attempt to

present the sensibilities of a gay
male artist to a group of friends
— men and women - at a
private, invitation-only showing.

However, Eggeling’s invita-
tion was posted on the student
bulletin board in the psychology
department of San Antonio
College. A psychology student
noticed it and wrote to the San
Antonio News , “l have a
twelve-year-old son, and if I ever
find him involved in such
activity, there will be two less
spherical objects for the ‘artist’
to capture on canvas.” L4

Question: My 1976 Chevy van
with four-barrel 400 cubic inch
V-8 engine starts fine in cold
weather but in the summer, after
a long highway run and I stop
the engine, it won'’t restart until
it has set for half to three-
quarters of an hour.

I bought the van new and it
now has 37,000 miles. The
problem started at about the
30,000 mark.

Dear Don: It is not an un-
common problem with that big
engine in a van or motorhome
where the engine area can
become hot after an extended
drive. The heat causes an expan-
sion of metal in the starter,
enough that the commitator will
drag against the field shoe of the
starter. The usual fix is to
disassemble the starter and run a
file across the field shoe, filing it
down about two-thousandths of
an inch.

Question: My problem is with
the muffler system of my 1974

Buick Century with a two-barrel
350 cubic-inch V-8 engine. It has
a putt-putt sound, especially
while idling. I had the engine
tested on a diagnostic machine.
Everything checked out okay.

Dear Chuck: I have noticed the
same thing on some of my cars
occasionally. Only noticable at
idle usually, it is caused by a
very light backfire which, in
tumn, is caused by the air/fuel
mixture being slightly too rich
or too lean. It is causing no
harm.

Question: My 1976 Cutlass has
developed a very high pitched
noise which sounds like “Fek
eek eek.”

The noise accelerates when
the engine speeds up. One
mechanic said it might be a pin
hole leak in the exhaust mani-
fold. What do you think?

Dear Jan: Come on now. I can’t
diagnose an “eek eek eek” by
letter. I wouldn’t worry about a
pin hole leak in the exhaust.
They usually carbon up and seal
themselves.

Possibly you are hearing an
altermator noise or squeaking
belt. Ask your mechanic to
check those areas.

TEST REPORT: 1980 Thunder-
bird.

Major changes in the 1980
Ford Tunderbird have added
Sporty appeal to this two-door
four-passenger luxury sedan
while improving its fuel econo-
my 45% at highway speeds.

Some of the better gas mile-
age has resulted from smoother
body lines, dictated by wind-
tunnel tests, that have reduced
air drag; some from squeezing
nearly 800 pounds from its
weight, and some from a new
four-speed automatic overdrive
transmission.

The 1980 T-Bird, 200.4 inch-
es long, is 16.8 inches shorter
than last year’s model but rear
seat knee clearance has been
increased nearly three inches
without taking anything from up

front. The new Thunderbird is a
comfortable car to ride in, front
or back.

The ride is quiet and smooth-
ly cushioned. It is a luxurious a
ride as the larger T-birds offered
and, because the car is shorter
and lighter, the car performs and
handles better than ever.

The automatic overdrive has
three shift positions s e
indicating first gear, “3” in
which the transmission will
automatically shift through the
usual 1-2-3 range but will not
engage in overdrive, and “D”
position for overdrive.

In the “D” position, the
transmission  shifts normally
through first, second and third
gears and, at about 40 miles an
hour, it automatically goes into
fourth gear with a ratio of only

0.67 to 1. 3
The new overdrive transmis-

sion is available only with the
optional 302 cubic-inch V-8. I
tested the Town Landau luxury
model of the Thunderbird with
the new transmission and the
optional engine.

I averaged 15.3 miles per
gallon in a week of city and
urban freeway driving and 25.8
miles per gallon on a 105 mile
highway test at 55 miles an
hour.

The Fish That Saved Pittsburgh
is a routine underdog athletes-
against-the-odds formula film
applied to professional basket-
ball.

The film’s novel twists are 1)
that the athletes in question take
their winning cues from an
astrologer, and 2) that they
shake to disco music while
they’re doing it.

This is one uninspired, inept
mess.

Even the all-star cast, which
includes Stockard Channing,
Flip Wilson and Jonathan
Winters, along with basketball
stars Julius Erving and Kareem
Abdul-Jabbar, fails to bring it to
life.

The problem begins with
the inane conception. When
the twelve-year-old water boy,
Tyrone (James Bond III), first
decides to consult an astrologer

to help his team break their

losing habit, you know you’re in .

for a long night. It doesn’t
help that Tyrone is cloyingly
played by an actor whose

ingratiating voice sounds like
fingernails on a chalkboard. It’s
only thanks to Julius Erving that
the kid doesn’t walk away with
the film’s “worst performance”
honors.

Once the astrologer, who is
played by Stockard Channing in
a relatively witty performance,
has turned the Pittsburgh team
into winners, the film settles
into the monotony of contrived
athletic competitions. First, the
Pittsburgh Pisces (as the team is
renamed) slaughter an unwitting
opponent; then they find them-
selves involved in a few won-
from-behind victories. It takes
no astrologer to forecast how it
all comes out. These filmmakers
are not that clever.

The Fish That Saved Pitts-
burgh serves up an altogether
predictable last-second decision
as its climax.

A certain amount of energy is
generated simply by tapping into
the euphoria that can accom-
pany a winning sports team.

The “fish fecer” that grips

Pittsburgh as their beloved Pisces
" make an unexpected dash for
the league title is mildly con-

tagious.

It can’t overcome the essen-
tially stale formula from which
this film is made, however, nor

can a jazzy disco score or a
thousand flat jokes.

The word on this one is —
lifeless. ®

RTOLUCCFS PILING ON THE
SHOWS DIRECTOR

LUNA, not rated. Directed by
Bernando Bertolucci. Starring Jill

In his usual manner, the great

Italian director Bernando

Bertolucci has come to America

with a controversial film. Unlike

Last Tango in Paris, which

provoked controversy in 1973,

Luna is a major disappointment.
In Last Tango, the director

examined the sexual desperation
of an aging American abroad,
pulling it off thanks largely to a
classic performance by Marlon
Brando.

In Luna, Bertolucci takes
as his subject the submerged
passion that defines the relation-
ship between a mother and
son. As he did in Last Tango,
Bertolucci piles on the emotion,
going after his story ferociously,
but it comes to nothing because
Luna doesn’t contain the insight

that illiminated Last Tango.

One concludes that Bertoluc-
ci simply doesn’t have a great
deal to say about incest.

There are — as one would
expect from this cinematic poet
— passages of great beauty in
Luna. Furthermore, Bertolucci’s
passion, as unfocused as it can
be, is awesome. This film is a
classic example of what can
happen when a great artist
becomes trapped by a small
subject. Bertolucci runs this way

and that with his protagonists,
an opera singer, played by
Jill Clayburgh, and her son,
played by newcomer Matthew
Barry. He gives the kid a drug
problem and the mother a hint
of lesbianism.

He pits them against one
another in knockout, drag-down
battles that nearly destroy them
both. But he never gets to the
the root of what makes their
relationship so tumultuous.

Watching the film, you keep

waiting for something to snap,
to shed some light on the
whole wretched affair, some-
thing similar to the scenes in
Last Tango in which Brando
poured his guts out. It never
happens.

Jill Clayburgh and Matthew
Barry cry their eyes out but they
never let us in on their secret.

Bertolucci’s daring must be
admired. His method is to set
into motion the machinery of a
potentially profound story, and
then to see what surfaces. ¢
