DGPC Meeting was a Definite Up

DALLAS - About four
years ago following a raid
on the Club Dallas, the
community turned out in
force and overflowed the
new facilities of Metropoli-
tan Community Church at
Reagan and Brown, in Dal-
las. This time it looked like
about 450 people were in
attendance when the Dallas
Gay Political Caucus held a
meeting on police haras-
sment, with David Rosen,
chief prosecutor for the city
attorney’s office as special
guest speaker.

Former Caucus presi-
dent Steve Wilkins, who was
in the audience, stood up
and asked where the people
were when regular meetings
were being held and why
meetings never got such a
big turnout. His question
hit too close to home to
get the applause it deserved.

The crowd was obvi-
ously in a mood to applaud,
and a positive attitue pre-
vailed, despite the informat-

ion Rosen gave the crowd
promptly upon his arrival,
informing them that his
office only prosecutes class
C misdemeanors, those
which are punishable with
up to $200 fine and no jail
sentence. Y

Likewise, he was un-
able to speak for policies of
other agencies of the gov-
ernment, including the pol-
ice.

Despite his protested
ignorance of answers to the
questions the crowd wanted
to ask, he was bombarded
and put on the hot seat for
about an hour before leav-
ing the podium, at which
time a few individuals fol-
lowed him outside and
continued their interrogat-
ion.

While he was address-
ing the group, Rosen show-
ed signs of nervousness and
commented to a companion
as he was leaving, *‘I- feel
like I've been roasted.”

Dr. Campbell Reed, of

the DGPC, who has been
interviewing harassment vic-
tims, recounted several

scare stories at the very
beginning of the meeting,

Marching in the Rain Makes

Statement about Gay Equal Rights

SACRAMENTO, CA -
(IGNA) - Braving a hard-if
warm-rain, some 5,000-
8,000 marchers filled up 20
blocks in Sacramento on
Sunday, January 13 to,
make their statement about
the need for a bill to
prevent discrimination
against homosexuals
employed in California.

The Gay Freedom Day
Marching Band, the Gay
Men’s Chorus, the Lavender
Harmony Band, and various
other organizations from
around the state gathered to
demonstrate gay solidarity
on the need to end dis-
“crimination. Grey Davis,

representing Govenor Jerry
Brown, said that the fact
that so many marched in
the rain showed a genuine
“committment” to a legi-
timate cause.

The march was sche-
duled at this time of the
year because AB 1, a bill
that would prevent emplo-
yers from firing or refusing
to hire people because of
sexual orientation, is to be
voted soon by committees
of both the Assembly and
the Senate. Several hundred
gay activists stayed over in
the capitol to lobby their
representatives in person so
that the bill will pass.

AB 1 is considered
more likly to pass because it
is a bill solely about em-

ployment discrimination. It
does not include the fol-
lowing:

1 It does not require
any employer to hire gays.
Thus it is not an Affirma-
tive measure.

2 It does not allow any.

sexual activity by anyone
on the job.

3 It permits an em-
ployer to establish dress
standards.

4 It exempts those
persons cinvicted of sex
crimes with minors, should
they apply for jobs invol-
ving children.

S It does not permit
advocacy of a homosexual
lifestyle.

6 It exempts religious
organizations. (A major

Oral Sex Can Create

Dental Problems

DALLAS- (IGNA) -- Oral
lesions can be ralated to
sexual practices, a dentist
has told a meeting of the
American Dental Associa-
tion here.

Dr. Frank M. Luca-
torto is quoted in the Dallas
Morning News as saying
that the growing prevelance
of oral sex has caused
increase in the number of
lesions in the oral cavity,
lesions once confined to the
genital area.

He said, ‘“Patients are
usually totally unaware that
oral lesions could be related
to their sexual practices.
Onse they understand this,
they are more willing to

.>uss their sexual activi-
Rt e

J.ucatorto said such
oral lesions account for 2
percent of all gonorrhea, or

60,000 to 80,000 cases a

year.

that dentists are hesitant in
asking about such intimate
areas of their patient’s lives.
Lucatorto added that most
patients don’t particularly
want to discuss their oral
habits, but they will discuss
them if questioned.

By asking questions
concerning all = possible
lesions, dentists can use the
proper laboratery tests to
diagnose and treat diseases
of the mouth more quickly,
Lucatorto said.

He said that venereal
diseases sometimes are con-
fused with other lesions of
the mouth and fail to get
the proper amount of peni-
cillin, thus leaving the pa-
tient vulnerable to later
complications. °

Viral Hepatitis is Muioi- World Health Problem

Viral Hepatitis (inflammat-
ion of the liver) is a major
world health problem.

In the United States
alone 43,000new cases are
reported annually with 850
deaths.

It was my privilege to
moderate a recent symposi-
um on this prevalent dis-

ease at the University of
Connecticut Health Center.
Physicians here, described
several viruses causing hep-
atitis, named A, B, C (non
A or B), mononucleosis and
cytomegalic (sigh-toe-meg-
al’-ick) viruses.

The most common is
virus A, which often runs
through a household, causi-
ng relatively mild ‘yellow

jaundice.” It does, however,
carry a one per 1,000
mortality rate. Virus A is
passed on primarily from
person to person via bowel
movement in what is called
the ‘fecal oral’ route.

This can be prevented
by careful hygiene or by
gamma globulin  shots.
Mononucleosis and cytome-
galic hepatitis are also usual-

ly mild.

Virus B, however,
causes severe hepatitis. It
was formerly called serum
hepatitis because of trans-
mission via blood serum
transfusion and needle in-
jections. Some 25 percent
-of transfusion hepatitis is
fatal.

Virus B is now known

to be spread by all body

fluids, including saliva by
kissing and semen with sex.

One of the difficulties
in tracing the source of any
hepatitis B case is the
occasional long ‘incubation’
time of as many as six
months after contact.

How can we avoid
hepatitis B?

This is difficult. Sad to

The present scene in
Dallas, according to Med-
rano, is highly oppressive,
pointing to the similarities
between the harassment of
gays and that of chicanos,
who are frequently stopped
by police, purportedly to
determine = whether they
may be undocumented
aliens, and made to remove
their trousers for a search
and told by the officers,
“Now let’s see how macho
you are.”

While the candidate
admits that the older gen-
eration of chicanos, those in
their late forties and over,
are reluctant to talk about
or accept gays, the younger
generation of which he is
part have grown up with a

- greater tolerance and un-

derstanding.
He related it to the old
statement about Hitler’s

Germany, which goes some-
thing like this: “They came
for the communists, but I
was not a communist, and [
said nothing. Then they
came for the Jews, but I
was not a Jew, and I said .

nothing. And finally they
came for me, and nobody
spoke up, because there
was nobody left.”
Referring to harass-
ment in and around bars
and similar establishments,
Medrano sees arrests and
stories reported by arresting
officers as contrived and
unreasonable exaggerations
by the police involved;
however, he sees changes

in the top echelon of the
department as being strong-
ly needed.

He hinted that he
would like to see openly
gay police officers on the
force. Referring to the use
of sections 21.06 and 21.07
of the Texas Penal Code as
justification used by offi-
cers in making arrests, he
reiterated that the source of
the problem is not in the
law but within the police
department itself and that
until a new attitude on
the part of department
leaders, there will not be an
end to harassment.

According to Medrano,
he has always been a leader
and in the forefront of the
civil rights movement as a
founder of the Brown
Berets in Dallas. Meeting
with the DGPC recently, he
was given a pink triangle by
one of the members, the
triangle being the symbol
used by the Nazis to iden-
tify gays.

After another member
advised him of the meaning
of the triangle, Medrano
continued to wear it for the

“The time is right; the
public is ready,” he stated,
as it is his feeling that it is
now possible to convince
city council politicians of
the gay rights ordinance
which would apply to all
businesses regardless of size.

Medrano told the Star
that his roots are in the
community, where he has
owned Kiko’s Grocery since
1964. His political goals
stop at the City Council,
which he feels is the heart

of government and the
foundation on which the
future is to be built.

He wants to be the
champion of gays, the poor,
and the elderly.

Asked whether a gay
vote turnout bringing vic-
tory to him as the endorsed
candidate of the DGPC
would be a strong evidence
of gay influence and power
in Dallas, he answered in
the affirmative. He also
praised gay businesses and
citizens for the revitilization
of the Oak Lawn and Cedar
Springs area.

As for his opponent,
who has not endorsed an
ordinance such as the pro-
posed, Medrano points out
that as far as he_knows,
Hernandez cannot speak
fluent Spanish and lacks the
community roots he himself
has. And, Medrano goes on,
if Hernandez cannot repre-
sent his own people, the
chicanos, how can he as a
straight person represent
the gays.

At the special DGPC
public meeting dealing with
police harassment, the

‘Louise Young reiterated the

need for gay vote solidarity
and pointed out that this
election is a test put before
us, inasmuch as the Caucus
openly endorsed a candi-
date who shows pride in
this endorsement.

A victory for Medrano,
according to Dr, Young,
would demonstrate to the
politicians and people of
Dallas that gays in this city
are a force to be reckoned
with in the future. .

Difference Between ‘Star Trek’ Movie
and TV is $42 Million

- If Star Trek— The
Motion Picture is nothing
more than an expanded
version of the famous tele-
vision series, is it a failure or
a success?

Thes= answer to that
question depends on.your
perspective. Do you want a
reprise of the old charact-
ers, the old themes, and the
gaod old Starship Enter-
prise, just as you remember
them? Or do you want
more, something grander
and more imposing?

If you are a Trekkie,
and align yourself with the
former group, Star Trek -
The Motion Picture will
probably please you. Capt-
ain Kirk, Spock, Bones,
Scotty, and Sulu are all
aboard this mission of the
Enterprise, enacted by the
performers who originated
the roles. If the actors have
aged a bit, which they never
do on the endless cycle of
TV reruns we are subjected
to, they still deliver essent-
ially one-dimensional,
wooden performances; they
play cartoon characters.

The story is no more
and no less than another
familiar Star Trek plot,
extended. It still relates an
encounter with an alien life
form, hoked-up with scads
* of pop philosophy.

The only real differ-
ence between this Star

Trek and the TV series is a
$42 million budget, which
shows up on the screen in
the form of special effects.
The light show is spectacu-
lar-the best science-fiction
effects yet on film--but it
may not be enough to
‘redeem the movie if you're
the kind of person who will
‘be looking for something
'more than a retreat.

This film takes its
visual and rhythmic inspir-
ation from the balletic grace
of 2001 or Close Encount-
ers of the Third Kind,
rather than the whizz-oang

action of Star Wars. It
revels in a sense of wonder

at the cosmos, rather than a
kid’s sense of adventure.

The difficulty with
outer space mysteries is that
it’s easier to evoke a sense
of the unknown than it is to
resolve it. Star Trek is full
of ominous music and flash-

_ing enigmas. The characters

are forever staring at one
another or at some instru-
ment panel with a look of
puzzlement on their faces.
Under the steady but un-
inspired diredtion of veter-
an Robert Wise, the sense of
an impending confrontation
is milked for all it’s worth
and a little extra besides.

This story would have
played much better on a
small television screen, at an
hour’s length. Less size
would have made it all seem
less portentous.

The good news is that

after waiting and waiting,
Star Trek successfully
delivers a few clever switch-
es in the 'ast half hour. The
Starship Enterprise finally
meets its enemy, an enor-
mous galactic cloud that
destroys everything in its
path while headed on a
direct course with Earth.

This ending, a debut
performancg by the dazzl-
ing Persis Khambatta as a
bald beauty from the planet
Delta 4, and the special
effects are the film s high-
lights.

You’ve seen the
rest-including actors Wil-
liam Shatner, Leonard
Nimoy, and DeForrest Kel-
ly-before. Does the careful
combination of new and old
justify the hype and the
$42 million expenditure of
Star Trek-The Motion Pic-
ture?

The answer to that
question, once again will
depend on whether or not

you consider yourself a
Trekkie. @

as both persons are_ cus-
tomarily arrested.

e Always carry your
“driver’s license or DPS pic-
ture ID showing your iden-
tity and age on it whenever
going into any establish-
ment serving alcoholic bev-
erages. Failure to do so
could result in charges
against both you and the
- establishment involved.
One bar manager stressed to
this paper that in asking for
identification they are not
trying attempting to keep
any persons out of their
bar; instead, it is their
concern to protect both
themselves and you. Please
cooperate with doorpersons
who require you to carry

your ID on you, and
present your ID upon  re-
quest.

e If you are arrested,
remain. calm. Be sure .to

watch whether your rights
are read to you. Plan ahead
and have some person
whom you can call when
you get your one phone
call, someone who will
respond to your needs at
such a time. It would not
hurt to carry with you the
name of a reliable bail
bonding agency.

e Do not argue with
the officers. Remain cour-
teous; it takes two to have a
fight. The only thing that
can come of argument is an
additional charge of resis-
ting arrest.

show the same cooperation
you yourself would appre-
ciate. Go to the manager or
bartender and leave your
name and address so that
the arrested person can call
on you as a witness should
they contest the charges
brought against them. You
might also approach the
victim of arrest when you
next see them and let them
know of your availability.

e If your are arrested,
contact the Dallas Gay
Political Caucus with the
details. This will add fuel to
their fight against harass-
ment of gay people.

e Be alert if arrested.
When arrested persons can
remember names, jobs,
good - descriptions, and
anything else that can iden-
tify those officers who are
abusive, insulting, etc, it
makes it eaiser for com-

plaints to be lodged with
Internal Affairs so that
action can be taken against
these officers. It also helps
to validate information
given when the Caucus
takes your complaint and
others to the city officials.

“Officer Hickenlooper,
badge 69” carries more’
weight than ‘‘some tall,

good-looking officer in his
thirties.” Other identifying
factors would be to note
what forms they may fill
out and sign, as these forms
can be checked back and
the identity of the officer
ascertained.

The Star hopes that
you will never be arrested,
but if it does happen, be
ready. We again urge you to
