tographer's Raymond Vino's new book

"I enjoy the job of letting people come to life," Vino says
in a recent interview. "A lot of them become different

after a shoot. They respect themselves more than
before. After being photographed and seeing the

results, the 'wow effect' takes place. They say, 'I
have never seen myself in this light before."

.. A nude man floats face down in a sparkling pool. The lines of
his body-the spinal indentation running down his muscular
back to then separate the two round, smooth cheeks; the
long spaces between fingers on his outstretched hands; the
dimples dotting each shoulder blade-all contrast with the
uniform waffle pattern of the inflated plastic raft underneath
him. It is a photo that can be examined at length, its appeal
not lessening with the repeated viewings. In fact, the more
you look, the more there is to discover.

This image is but one of dozens included in "Photographs,"
Raymond Vino's debut collection of male images, both
clothed and nude. Because of its popularity, a second book is
already in the works. Vino's work has already been seen in
fashion and retail advertising, greeting cards, calendars and
orncovers and pages of men's fitness magazines.

Thumbing through the book brings up three
themes-the use of lighting, textures and out-
door settings. "I like the feel of outdoors, even
if it is not sunny" Vino says. "I like the feel of
the fresh breezes. Being outdoors is also a
challenge. It is much more creative than in the
studio. And even indoors, I like using natural
light coming through the window or playing

with shadows and the clouds. I stay away from
flash and strobe photography."

He says he thinks part of the success of his
book is that so much of it is outdoors in various
places that have caught his eye. "When I am out
and about, I am always looking for locations,"
he says. "I go and scout in advance and do
some photos without a model. I take those
back to my office and decide how I want to set



something up. I do think the accent of the location is
a good support to the shoot."

Sometimes though, the location presents itself without
warning. An image from the book shows a huge, multi-
part metal object of some kind suspended behind and
contrasting with the flesh and bones of the shirtless man
in the foreground walking down the middle of railroad
tracks. Hard versus soft; inanimate versus animate. The
powerful image is the result of a railroad bridge happen-
ing to be up. Vino saw it while passing by with a model.
"I stopped the car and said, 'Let's go.' I got lucky and
shot for 45 minutes."

Layers and a textured look are important to Vino. "There
is pleasure in seeing a naked body," he says. "It can
stand alone. But I can also say, 'Wow, he has a great
body, but under what circumstances does it become
more interesting?"of
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From the book, an example of how Vino takes a great
body and makes it an artistic image is the photograph of
a man laying solo on a rumpled white-sheeted bed. Dark
lines cross his body, fanning out like stripes on a candy
cane. But are they really stripes or are they shadows
from some sort of grating? Did the sun just happen to
come through the window at that angle? Were the dark
lines placed purposely to accent the raw sensuality of
the man? The viewer has to decide.

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Vino says his own sexuality affects his work, which is
often males in intimate poses. "Any good artist has his
own vision, his own erotic vision, whether a photographer,
a painter or a writer. Sexuality does affect the imaging,
the creating of a scene."
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Helpingwith this creative effort is Vino's partner of 19 years.
"Craig is on 75 percent of the shoots," Vinosays. "He is very
much involvedwith the styling of the shot and does a lot of
model casting. We work and play and live together. We got
together right out of high school."

The type of models the two look for are men without atti-
tude. Gay or straight? Vino says it doesn't matter and the
book has both. But he does add that he finds gay men are
often easier to work with when he's doing erotic poses.

"I am self-taught," he says. "Did a lot of reading.A lot of pho-
tographyhas to do with experienceand mistakes you make.
Youlearntimes of day,types of skin, types of film. Youeither
havethe eye or you don't. Nobodypays anyoneto press a
shutter. It is all about practice and staying on the edge."
