YOUR VOTE: USE IT OR LOSEIT

A lot of people are registered to vote in
this election. Of those registered, about
half of them will actually vote. Sometimes
in the gay community the problem is even
worse. Why? Because we get people all
riled up at rallies and functions and hand
out voter registration cards, and then
people sign up and forget about it.

Well, this is not a good time in the
history of the United States to forget
about voting, because the people who
want to take away your rights are organ-
izing their side to go out and vote.

The Pat Robertsons and the Jerry
Falwells are getting a bunch of voters out
there who are perfectly willing to dispose
of the Constitution of the United States
in favor of “law and order” and putting
people who test positive on the AIDS
antibody test in camps. This is not far-
fetched. In California right now there is
an initiative on the ballot to test practically
everyone in the state and then give em-
ployers the right to fire people who test
positive, as well as give landlords the right
to kick them out of their apartments. It
might pass, folks. These people don’t care
about health issues. They ignore the fact
that a positive test does not mean that a
person had AIDS or will ever get AIDS.
They now have a tool for oppression.

They will use it.

And if it passes in California, believe
me, it will show up in Texas. Even if it
doesn’t pass in California, it might show
up in Texas anyway.

That is why this year’s election of
judges is important. We have to have
people on the bench who are aware of
human rights. For heaven’s sake, do not

vote for the candidates who are running
on the Conservative Republican Party
line. Check the GPC endorsements in-
stead. Even if you’re a Republican, watch
out for those judges.

If you pass up voting this year because
it’s too much of a bother or you don’t
really like one candidate over the other
(and I know the feeling on that one), you
just might be putting a smile on the faces
of people who want to see you dead. This
may sound a bit melodramatic, but we are
in a serious pivotal time in which human
rights are being shut down in favor of
small-mindedness and oppression.

And the forces of Fascism are using
every tool of fear and loathing they have
at hand. Face it, gays are not the most
popular people on the face of the Earth.
We have had to fight for every tiny bit of
progress we have made just to be left
alone in our own spaces, much less to be
granted full rights of others in this country
(like immigration and travel, acceptance
in the armed forces, custody of children,
etc.)

But we are about to face the most
horrible battle imaginable.

And it begins on the ballot.

The people who want you dead or in
camps are going to be out there voting.
What are you going to do? How long will
it take these people once they get control
of the government (through non-voters
apathy and laziness) to deny the vote to
people who test positive on the AIDS
antibody test?

You think it can’t happen?

It can. It’s already being discussed.
And once ideas like that get going, it’s
notlong before they receive more and

NEWS SHORTS

The American Civil Liberties Union
wants marriage between gays to be legalized
and has started a campaign to achieve that
goal. Since gays are not allowed to marry
one another, questions of property, child
custody and guardianship in the case of
illness are all in a grey area legally.

The latest Gallup Poll shows that
support for the legalization of gay relations
is declining with only 33% in favor, 54%
opposed and 13% with no opinion. This
is drop in support from 1982 when 45%
favored legalization, while 39% were
opposed.

Gays in Chicago are circulating money
stamped with “GAY$” to show the
amount of cash spent by the gay com-
munity and to dispel the myth that AIDs
can be caught by casual contact.

Activist Thomas Coleman blasted the
citizen’s committee who are working to
bring the Democratic Convention to
Houston saying that Houston did not
reflect an atmosphere of equal rights for
all people. He also charged that the gay
community has not been consulted about
the plans.

AIDS THIS WEEK

A panel from the National Academy of
Sciences is asking the government for $2
billion for public education and research
for AIDS, citing the fact that the amount
is a drop in the bucket compared to the
amount of money that will be spent for
the care of AIDS victims if the money is
not spent.

They said that 1 % million Americas
were presently infected with the virus,
out of which 250,000 would actually
have AIDS by 1991. By that year they
estimate that 175,000 people will die of
the disease.

Cases of heterosexuals with AIDS is
expected to increase with 7000 cases in
the next five years and 3000 cases of
infants with AlDs.

The panel want sex education classes
to clearly define the nature of the disease
to pre-pubescent children, give free
needles to drug addicts and make testing
more widely available, but not mandatory.

Federal health officials reported on
October 23 that blacks and Hispanics
account for 39% of AlDs cases, although
they comprise only 18% of the popula-
tion.

The disproportionate amount becomes
more lopsided in the cases of female
patients (51% blacks, 21% Hispanic) and
children (80%black and Hispanic).

Allegations that AIDS experiments
were sabotaged and information about
research breakthroughs was suppressed
at the Centers for Disease Control are
being investigated by a team from the
National Academy of Sciences.

One of the reports blocked from
publication showed that commercially
available spermicides will kill the AIDS
virus within 60 seconds.

Houston Independent School district
will soon distribute manuals on AIDS as
part of a new expanded sex education
effort. U.S. Surgeon General Everett
Koops declared last Week that sex
education courses in schools should be
presented at an early age with information
about AIDS, but HISD had already pre-
pared its material.

Researchers at the CDC say that by
revising the definition of AIDS, the
number of total cases will reflect a 14%
increase. In other words, they say that
there are more cases of AIDS than the
current official figures reflect, and re-
vising the definition will add those who
actually have the disease but do not fit the
present definition.

Surgeon General Everett Koop said
last week that fatalities from AIDS are
expected to rise 12% by 1991 and that no
cure is currently’ available for the disease.
He stated that it may be the end of the
century before a vaccine is developed to
protect against AIDS, if then.

Koop reiterated the medical position
that there is no need for widespread blood
testing or for quarantining most indivi-
duals infected with the disease.

Activist Ray Hill led a small group of
protesters at the front of the federal
courthouse in Houston this past Monday,
claiming that the Federal government has
been lacking in its support of AIDS
research, treatment and education pro-
grams.

Researchers at the National Cancer
Institute have found a new herpes-like
virus that should lead to a new research in
the battle against AIDs. The virus is
known as human B-lymphotropic virus
or HBLV, and it attacks a white cell that
works in the human body’s immune
system.

I went out and bought things like they
were free. | spent money and stretched
my credit and literally blew my charge
accounts away until I was surrounded
with toys and luxuries. But I had the job
and the reality lasted as long as the job
lasted. :

forever. One thing [ wasn’t prepared for

" was office politics and internal jealousy. I

found myself being criticized for “not
caring enough about my job.” Basically,
my supervisor hated the idea that I could
come to work, do my job, and leave each
day without developing an ulcer. She
couldn’t handle the idea of me actually
enjoying my job while she was so mis-
erable. So, she began to find things wrong
with my work, nitpicking and harassing,
until I couldn’t handle it any longer.

STEAK AND ALE, South Shepherd

Talk about a tradition! Did you know
that the 19th anniversary of Steak and
Ale (South Shepherd) is the fourth of
November?

Jay Allen and I had a wonderful visit
last Tuesday evening.

Lots of Brass and dark wood, reminds
me of an old English pub. Small separate
dining rooms, tastefully decorated and
with fireplaces in nearly every room, it’s
really very romantic.

Fireplaces everywhere!

Jay and I were meeting there and since
was a little early I ducked into the pub.
Where I had an opportunity to meet Joey
Heckman, Bar manager and trainer.

Joey has been with Steak and Ale for
four years and (trust me on this one)
knows how to mix a drink and serve it
too. (We think bartenders trained by
Joey should be in Big demand)

The atmosphere is very relaxed and
before you know it, you really feel at
home.

Finally, Jay Allen arrives and man-
ager/coordinator Linda Kreitz shows us
to a very choice table, right in front of a
beautiful fireplace.

You can really tell the difference in the
spirit of a restaurant when the crew consider
you a guest, not just another customer.
They are concerned that you are having a
good time, that everything is perfect and
go that extra step to really make you feel
special, cared about and appreciated.

Jay had been out of town and we had
so much to catch up on that our lovely



waitress, Martha, caught us unawares
with “while you are going over the menu
would you like a cocktail?”” “‘Just a glass
of white wine”’, says Jay. -Boy, that was a
mistake -had we been paying attention to
the wine list (instead of swapping gossip)
we would have known that they have
eight different wines by the glass besides
the House wine -Thank goodness Martha
is such a trouper. She has us sipping good
wine, looking over the menu and sti
swapping gossip in no time at all.

Such a menu!

The beef is all prime, purchased on the
hoof, and hung for 23 days. (Remember
what I gold you about going that extra
step to make you feel special, cared for
and appreciated?) The seafood is fresh,
fresh, fresh (never frozen) flown in daily.

The finest cuts of beef include prime rib
(S&A'’s supreme specialty in my opinion).
With a regular cut (8 oz) Hearty Cut (12
oz) or a special cut (16 oz) ranging from
$9.95 to $13.95.

The New York Strip -a tender, 13 oz
grilled sirloin strip for $12.95 or the fillet
mignon, petite cut (6 oz) or regular cut
(8 oz) ranging from $10.95 to $12.95.

My choices on the finest selections in
the seafood would include, The Lobster
catch -two steamed tails served with
drawn butter -$16.95 (that’s real in-
expensive for lobster in my experience),
The Alaskan King Crab Feast -steamed
and served with drawn butter. (140z) for
$15.95. The Blackened Redfish (not on
the menu but a special) and the Stuffed
Flounder Maitre D’, white flounder
stuffed with crabmeat, shrimp and cheese,
and bake until browned. ($7.95). All the
dinners include a trip to the salad bar (it’s
beyond words except perhaps wonderful)

and a hot loaf of bread.
The soups include the soup of the day,

a think lobster bisque and my favorite a
French onion soup topped with provolone
cheese and stuffed with toasted bread.

Appetizers include: crab claws scampi,
baked stuffed mushrooms and a tradi-
tional (and large) shrimp cocktail.

We finally decided on the French
onion soup -it’s just too perfect with the
cooler weather just coming in, and with
the salad bar would be an entire meal (if
your watching your waist line).

Then we toured the Salad Bar every-
thing jut so fresh and kept that way one of
the extraordinary items was onion rings!
But the pasta salad and melon salad were
real good too.

For our entree we choose a hearty cut
of prime rib, an end cut thank you, and
it was medium.

Although I could have chosen

bearnaise, peppercorn and red wine sauce [

settled on the traditional horseradish.

The entree was beautifully compli-
mented by sauteed mushrooms in a savory
Burgundy sauce. -I do want the recipe.

[ really can’t compliment line cook
Chris Eduniki or general manager Rick
Smith enough.

They do know food and how to prepare it
so that it’s pleasing to the eye and sings
in the mouth.

And while passing out some compli-
ments, who ever put together the wine list
did so with me in mind. The wines are
ranged from dry to sweet, they are
moderately priced, and the selection is
abundant.

I was glad to see some of the drier
German wines, and was pleasantly sur-
prised at seeing blush wines (wonderful
with fish you know). We settled on a nice
little Beaujolais although it was a battle

between it and the Cabernet. I did notice
that there was a nice selection of cham-
pagne and quite a number of imported
beers too.

We finished our meal with coffee and a
liquor. (The liquor selection rivals mine
at home -I didn’t see pasha.

But who in their right mind drinks
Pasha?)

I didn’t have desert (Jay Allen wouldn’t
have let me live the calories down for
weeks) but Martha recommended the
chocolate silk cake, In fact she even said it
was sinful -and we trust her on this. The
next time we go we will take someone
along who’s not tan and skinny so we can
have desert.
