In & related cawse, Common FPleas
Judge Tom Moody om Thundsy April
Xjth, granted a lemporary restraining
order  telling police 1o discontinue
repeated armests of alleged amut peddiers,
reverng o deciion  that e  had
announesd only teo days before.

In an sight-page opimion, the judge
refimsed, however, 1o reafiain police from
enforcing obscenidy laws, indicating that
palice have other legal approaches 1o the
sade of anidle malaral

Judge Moody comcheded  that
repedted police raids on eight adubl book
shops conuitated “en unlswiul plan and
executed  scheme 1o harsm  [ihe
booksellers] umid ihey comply with the
wishies aff [ the police]..."

In the eabier dechion which had
denied the resinbning onder requesied by
the bookmllen, Moody had wammed

police 10 change their enforcement
approach. Bt within heurs, police again
ralded thres of the aighd siare for siling
the mme magarine that had provoked
the vaslier arrcss.

The bookseDent tetutned t0 court on
Wednesday seeking a restralming  order.
Mopdy's Tharsday decision was based on
teimomy  adred  during & . omechonr
hesiing.

In that hearing, over the chjections of
the bookssllery, Moody sllowed the
police Lo submit eight magarines (o couart.
Bui he poinied. out thai they wene
immaters] 1o the bvoes in the harsument
case,

In hix decition, Moody noted that
“in the personal as opposed fo the
J'_nla_'ml apinkan, the mEgazines wene
cherene.

The judge pointed owt that in moat
of the iy, police made arrests for the
mle and display of a magaring bul did not
seize other coples. “Why did nod ke
police stize all of ssch ematerial =
evidenoe of the erime of exhibiting such

materialT™ he asked.

Moady wrote that the answer “locemns
large mx o carefully plinned attempt
elther; 1o-avold the necesity, upon the
wlnire upon o mass of materlal, for a
piios advirsary heading 1o delermine the
ohaoenity, . . of the material [of] 1o beavg
sama bait for good fishing on & later day,
1o wit, swhssquent arrests,”™

The decision indicated that matdrial
coukl have been seized and then s cournt
determination could have been made on
i ohacenity issue,

In recent years, the 1S, Supreme
Court hes held thei there mst be court
detemminsion of obscenity before a mass
of magarines or books can be seized by
peolice

On Friday, May 1se, City Attoiney
Jahn C. Young, said that he would soek
an injunction within & week t0 stop the
sk of b magarines, a move which
would call for o speedy heasing on the
fuction ol their hacenily ==
