New GayRiots Erupt In

GreenwichVillage

Demonstra-
tion Ends In

Violent Melee

MNew York, MN.Y.—Eighteen persons
were: amrested  when  over 1000
homosexuals and onlookers were drawn
into. a riot situation in Greenwich Village
on August 29, The melee followed a
peaceful demonstration in Times Square
¢alled by Gay Liberation Front and Gay
Activists Alliance to protest the new wave
of police harassment in which over 300
homosexuals  were  arrested  during
Algust,

Ower 350 demonstrators marched on
42nd  Street between 7th and Eth
Avenues demanding an immediate end to
police harassment. The Saturday night
crowd in the Times Square arta was
quite obviously surprised to sce angry
homosexuals shouting “Gay Power!™ and
*24-6-8, Gay Is Just as Good as
Straight!" « Police were out in large
numbers and by their presence prevented
any untoward incidents from occurning in
the crowded area.

The GAA leafler for the occasion
read in part: “Police are illegally arresting
homosexuals on charges of loftering,
disorderly conduct, unfawful sssembly,
and solicitation. These ‘cases are thrown
out of court when brought before a
judge ... We demand an end to police
harassment of homosexuvals.” GAA weni
on o state:

By contrast, the GLF leaflet for the
occasion read in part: “The time for gays
to take matters into their own hands ks
now. Talking to police commissioners is
doing no good. We will be oppressed as
long as we do not have the power to fight
back ... THE TIME OF THE PIG IS
OVER, THE TIME OF THE PEOQPLE 15
HERE.”

Picket signs for the occasion read:
“If a Cop Thinks You Look Gay, You're
Not Safe Here,” “False Armests Don'i
Fight Crime,” *“Bust Police for Police
Corruption-Not Gays,”  “This s
Councilman Carol  Greitzer's Police
State," and “Who Will Arrest the Police?

After marching around the key block
on 42nd Street 3 half dozen times, the
protesters then marched past the 14th

Precinct Police Station  on
Street, the

NYU Breaks

Dance
Ggyntract

New York, N.Y.—MNew York University
broke its contract with the Christopher
Street Liberation Day Committee (New
York) forf a series of five Friday
Dance-s-Fairs in August and the first
Friday in September,

The Committee had negotiated with
the 'Student Gowerning Association of
Weinstein Hall {an NYU dormitory) for a
hall to provide adquage space for gay
dances in the Greenwich Village.

Officlals of NYU did not become
gware of these pay dances until early in
the third week of Aupgust. At that time
they overruled the Student Governing
Association on grounds that students had
no right to deal with outside
organizations. Through the offices of Mrs.
Belia Abzug, the Committes retained the

services of an NYCLU lawver, Discussions

The Editors of GAY, whose editoral this
week deplores violence, are incxpressibly
shocked by news of wanton destruction at The
Haven, & private unisexoal club in Greenwich
Village which serves soft drinks only. The
destruction was caused by policemen wielding
crowbars, They ripped out 7 telephones, 2
1 5-foot bars, o dozen couches, electric consoles,
wiring, strobe Hghis, speakers and amplifiers,
dumping the debrs onto the dance Noor with
ahout 3,000 smushed phonograph reconds. The
damage amounted to $20,004.

Police were meportedly searching for Hguor
andd drugs on the premises, If so, however, why
did they destroy private property?

Mext week’s GAY will cover this despicable
sot in Marther detail. Police responsible wene
under the command of Inspector Robert
MeGowan of ihe First Division. GAY believes
that if private property i mot safe from the
whims of crowhar carrying copa. then none of
us are safe. In this mstance, it seems, police
fully deserve the epithet, “pigs.” e

New York, NY.—The Psychedelic
Shack, an after-hours bar on Barrow
Street, was raided at 2:00 a.m. August 26
for the third time in three months. Police
destroyed three bars, broke glasses and
windows, and left over 31000 in damages.
according to an employee of the club. All
liguor and soft drinks, belonging to
members of the club, were taken by
police. The club was lefl unlocked by
police and was vandalized after the raid.
Fifty peopls were taken from the chib
and harassed and five employees and two
members were arrested,

Police entered the club flashing ot the
doormen what they climed 1o be a
search warrant, When asked o see the
warrant, the police threatened o break
down the door if it wasn't opened.

DEMONSTRATION ENDS IN VIOLENT MELEE

The gy cowd then chose Tih
Avenoe ay ity rowte o Greenwich Willage.
Oine densanairator wai hit in the hesd and
weviously injured when a8 bottle wm
thrown from & window neas 29th Street,
Anciher was hil by a rock al the sime
camaor. Carlosds of Tactical Patral Force
men followed the demonstraton & they
moved.
Az the maschers came fo the Village
proper, GLF passed the word that it
would march around the Women's House
of Detention to protest that controversial
inatinution’s wery existence. Becauss GAA
is a nooviolen! organization working
exchasively for the guy couse, GAA folded
in bamner snd officially ended it
panticipation in the march ol Greenwich
and Christopher Streets. GLF moved on
i ihe House of Detenbon shouling
“Hey, Hey, Ho, Ho, House of [ has got
to Gol™ GAA meenbers began to disperse,
but streets became clogged a8 more and
mon Villege nesidents, gay and straight,
gathered in the stroets to band suppost ar
wittch the happenings. Streels wiere soon
filled with over 1000 people shouling
“Gay Power™ -and  “End - Police
Harzpaneni!™ The crowd moved foward
Sheridan Sgusre.

Sunday night, many homosexuals
were on ke E=me dtreets apain. Hundereds
of gays marcked in a spontsnesul parads
throwgh ihe Village that began about
10:30 pom. By 1000 am., six gays had
been taken into cerlody by podice, but ns
charges were predsed snd they were later
rebrased.
