NAKED POLICEMEN IN TURKISH BATHS

Why is the 20th Precinct bugging the Continental Baths? Don't they know that
there are serious crimes going on in the dark streets of Manhattan? Isit just that the
police find the streets cold and want to =it in a steam room at night? Are they
trying to revive enticement/entrapment? Get your answer from Mayor Lindsay's
office by writing him a letter (unsigned if necessary, since the voting ballot is cast
in private) asking him-to put a quick stop to this unfunny business. The last time
arrests were made at the Continental (February 1962) all of the ludricrous charges
against those arrésted were dismissed in due process at their October trial. In the
meantime those innocent victims of police power suffered untold anguish and
worry, having been accused of “sodomy.”

One patron was arrested two days before Christmas for “sexually abusing a
policeman.” Mayor Lindsay's administration has condemned enticement/antrapment.
Does New York's police commissioner approve of such illegal tactics? Bath patrons
are harming no one. Theirs are “crimes” without victims. Isn’t it time for police
power to be used against real criminals? Write to the Mayor and the police commis-
sianer.
