Conrsd Balfour and his family

St Paul, Minn.—When Conrad Balfour
Was a teen-ager on the South End of

Boston, Mass., he joined a street
gang—some of whose members liked to lie
in ambush for gay guys who cruised on
Stuart St. and Boston Commons.

“They used to beat the shit out of
them,” Balfour recalls.

A champion high-school sprinter,
Balfour became a leader in the gang and,
at 16, "I made a rule—nobody hits any
fags, under penalty of being kicked out of
the gang.™

Twenty-five years later Balfour
became Minnesota’s commissioner of
human rights.

He knows enough now to call ‘em
“gay” instead of “fags™ but he hasn't
stopped championing their rights. .

That makes him unique among this
country’s human-rights officials, besides
the New York City director, and he's
asked the National Organization of Offi-
cial Human Rights Agencies to put gay
discrimination on the agenda for its na-
tional convention next summer.

Balfour doesn't see .'m:; stgnificant dif-
ference between a racial slur and an anti-
gay one, or between denying a job to
somebody because he's black or gay. “In
terms of human dignity, it's the same
thing.

“But | expect the national association
will jump away from it,” Balfour said in
an interview with GAY. “People kind of
back off on this question.”

Balfour made his first public statement
of sympathy for Minnesota gays three
weeks after being appointed by Republi-
can Gov. Harold P. LeVander early in
1970—an obvious embarrassment for the
silver-tongued, strait-laced son of a small-
town Lutheran minister.

*“I remember talking with one of the
governor’s aides shortly afterwards, on
some other point, He was asking me to
give the govemor advance notice when |
made a major policy statement, such as
on prison conditions, Balfour said.

“And | had to agree he was right, it
was only fair to the governor to do so.
And. then | remember the aide, Doug
Young, saying:

“ *You know, the governor just climbs
up the wall when yvou go around talking
about homosexuals—oh, | don't mean to

Mew York, NY. Dec. 24. On Christmas
Eve approximately two hundred men and
womeén gathered at Sheridan Square for
a gay “Celebration of lowe and life”
Candles were it and holiday kisses
exchanged as the crowds lined up to
march to the Gay Community Center on
Third Street, just east of Sixth Avenue.
As the group marched along Seventh
Avenue, many began o sing Christmas
Carols. The mood momentarily changed
as the group tumed onto Greenwich
Avenue and passed the Women's House of
Detention. Shouts of “Free our sisters in
the house of D™ were hurled towards the
red brick building; from itz windows

The commissioner, who is black, has
received snide remarks for his stand be-
hind his back from other MNegroes, and
public criticiem from legislators and citi-
zens, who mention it when' debating what
they're reafly upset about: Balfour's
strong stand in favor of bussing to achieve
school integration, and his investigation
of the tear-gassing of state prison inmates,
locked in their cells.

"You seem to have a facility for
reaching out to groups like criminals and
homesexuals, don't you?” asked State
Sen. Robert C. Brown, Republican from
Stillwater, at a legislative hearing.

San Francisco, California—According
to witnesses, strong-arm  police - action
precipitated an incident which resulted in
the shooting of 27-year-old Charles
Christman, The fracas occured shortly
before 2 a.m. on Saturday, December 12,
outside The Stud, a gay bar at Folsom and
Morfolk Alley. The gay community here
is outraged and is calling for a police
investigation.

The facts are in dispute. There are
serious variances between the police
report and eye-witness accounts.

The Stud is frequénted by long-haired
people. It is located on San Francisco's
“Magic Mile.” The “Magic Mile™ iz an
area of Folsom Street thick with gay bars
and after-hours clubs. It is located south
of Market Street in the industrial section
of the city. The area is far removed from
the “regular™ night spot section of the
city, There are fow straight neighbors (o
“annoy.”

The Stud is a popular bar. The
management always staris clearing the bar
early. Patrons regularly gather outside the
bar when it closes. They talk, cruise, and
catch rides. The crowd dissolves within '
15 or 20 minutes. Regular beat cops in
the area know this is the pattern. It has

been this way for years.

Drs. Rickhard E. Whalen and Willism G
Luttge froen the University of Cadifornda
report that injecting P-Chlomophenylanka-
ming in 5 Methyl Alcohol sohition inte
gl rats who were “exually experonosd
and fnown 1o be vigorous copulaton”™
tiggpered “mounting behavinr™ in which
the mabe reln caly mounted other males:

The male raks were ko sxsally sciive
with fermale parinen afier rectiving the
chemical than belore, the scéntlsts fe-
peried in Science Magazine,

The docion comducted their exper-
ments 55 8 result of earlier reports that
the chemical had an aphrodislse effect on
male mats and male cats. Thal finding wai
scvidentally made by sclemiisls studying
ihe effecis of ike chemlcsl om the haman
mind.

P-Lhlorophenylanlanine, called PCPA,
decremues the production of serolosin,
ane of ithe mind's more mportant beha-
vigwcoptrolling chemicadi, Serotonin af-
fects e, has botn implicated in mental
fllnewes bike schizophrenta and b belleved
i adin mffect an snimsal’s sexusl daive

The docion belisve PCPA tudmed their
viride rats imbo bumping homonexmaly by
“duturbing their ability 1o adequately
ditinguish appropriate sexual partners.”

The scientists belisve PCPA's effects
“may be limited o sitastiona in which
the male is presested with a nammally in-
adequate sexual stimule™ —-asother male
nat,

They clabmed that their work did
prove conclusively that PCPA was not an
phirodisisc snd did not “prolong o mben-
sify male-femalbe sexual inberacibon.”

Roeder
hst been dofng 18 for elght yean. The
Medical Woild Mews of Septemsnber Xith,
19T} man a sary on D, Roeder called
“Homosexuality Bumed Oul”™ Dr
Roeder  “pinpoints™ @ section in the
hypothalamgs “that cccupbes lem than a
cuble center of neursl matter.” Onee It s
located, he destroys it “with a seried of
tiny ebectrical burms.™

**The reported result: Yowng
homopexual men, mort of rhem
pedophiliscs, sre promptly tranafcrmed
imo the straight word.™ (Ttalss ming.)

Dr. Roseder believes “"that
homosexmality is & =d pathalogic opabiot
of faully bmin programmbng, ofuen due
to & severe androgen defickmcy @ early
infanoy.™

Mo lack of androgen discovensd in
such patiemts, so Dr. Roeder resorts 8o
the premise thst there mmt have been
one i the past, Dv. Roader shares with
moil themplsts who treat homosexaaks

The old story, of altering & Sechnigue
i ai bo pestarhe beutallty, considesed s s
new scentific approach. Frasklin E,
Kameny, presidemt of the Martachine
Soclety of Wathington, defending
homosexusls’ righis, compared Dr.
Roeder’s surgical asssplt on the
hypothalaus with the obd peactice of
p:!l-l'l:un!ll lobatomy,. Meiber could
produce change in &x ofientation,
thsough either methesd of destroying brain
matter might destroy the potential for
sexual plessuse entirely, and could
terminate the person’s capacity for vivid
fantasy, In one evalustion of lebotomies,
called **Sexuwal Behavior after
Lobotomy,” 15 out of 17 patienti
reparted decressed vividness of fantazy. A
typical report about @ patiend was that
“After operation, he contiousd 1o
maktarbate but fantadies wend abaent, asd
the sufcerolic posctice wal simply o
relieve temshon.™
