Chicago, ML.—A fresh breeze of gay libers-
tion swept through the Windy City June
25-30, lesving in its wake over 4,000
coples of a vital new bibliography of gay
literature,

Wellknown gay activist Michael
MecConnell, who was denied a library job
at the University of Minnesota after he
and his lover Jack Baker applied for a
marriage license, spoke to a poacked hall
on “A Gay Librarian Takes His Fight to
the Supreme Court.” The high court had
just declined to hear McConnell's appeal
for his job, he explained, letting stand a
dangerous lower court ruling that could

Quakers Come
Out Of Closets

Ithaea, N.Y.—A Quaker Minister risked
his job by declaring himself gay, the na
tion's first known group devoted to bisex-
uality was started, and a committes of
gay Quakers came halfway out of the
closet at the biennlal conventions of the
Friends General Conference here recent-
ly.

Ronald E. Mattson, a paid minister of
Minneapolis Monthly Meeting, told a sur-
prised and attentive audience of some sev-
@n hundred Friends of his life as 8 homo-
sexual Quaker and of his decision to
speak of it to them. In an emotional
speech which drew mostly favorable re
action from the Quakers present, Mattson
spoke of his fears for his job and of his
determination to spesk cut nonetheless

Mattson also told the Friends of the
formation earlier of a Committee of Con-
cern  (on homosexuality) with over s
score of active members and & mailing list
of over a hundred gay Quakers. The com-
mittee met during the June 24-July 1
convention and invited gay Friends to
join them, but apart from the Mattson
speech, which came in the setting of a
panel on Quaker attitudes towards sexual-
ity, the committee has not addressed it-
self to the Quaker public yet.

Friends General Conference Is the
most liberal of three major groups of
Quakers. Mattson's meeting, however, Is
affiliasted with lowa Yearly Meeting,
which is part of the Friends United Meet-
ing, 8 mueh more conservative grouping.

To Defend
S.F.Teachers

San Francisco, Calif. The American Civil
Liberties Union will intervene in the ac-
tion of the Novato Unified School Dis
trict board to reprimand two teschers
who invited a Society for Individual
Rights speaker to thelr classes.

The hushand of one of the repri
manded faculty members, Owen O'Don-
nell, himself an attorney, said the ACLU
has agreed to represent the teachers, stu-
dents, parents and the 5.L.R. member,
Joseph *“‘Robie™ Robillard, who was
barred from addressing a class at San
Marin High School at Novato by prineipal
Henry Moroski

Sixty-three parents signed permission
dips and approved the right of their off-
spring to hear the speaker. Only two par-
ents were opposed. On June 20, the
school district board voted 7-0 to repri-
mand Kristina 0'Donnell and Larry Siegel
for inviting Roblllard, which also had the
approval of the department chalrman.

Present strategy ks for the two teachers
to use normal appeal procedures within
the school district, ““If that approach is
not met to satisfaction a briefl will be in-
troduced in court,” sald Frank Fitch,
S.LR. public relations director, who met
with Siegel and Joseph Remcho, assistant
staflf counsel and legislative representative
