This is es-
pecially true in the bars and adult bookst-
ores. It seems to us at Gayboy that these
bookstores that have been operating eight,
nine, and ten years without harassment are
suddenly being hit right between the eyes
by the good-doers, especially of Hollywood.
Our sympathy goes out to Woody Daniels, at
Woody's Adult Books, who is one of the pe-
ople who have suffered a great deal during
this campaign. And to all the establish-
ments that have had to tolerate this type
of harassment, we send our sympathy. We
don't say that what they do or things they



sell are 100% correct. But nevertheless,
under the federal laws, which have been
‘handed down the past months, we think that
some of the judges and some of the law en-
forcement agencies in Los Angeles should
take a closer look at what they are com-—
bating and pay a bit more to what the fe-
deral law has to say.

It's time you discovered not
only what the causes of pn]]ul‘inn
are but what the solution to pol-
lution is . . . because “There is
a solution!” Environmental con-
tamination like dirty air, polluted
water are not mere “nuisances’
which can be passively tolerated.
Ten or twentv years ago, maybe,
but not today!

Our physical environment, sad
to say, is heing contaminated
faster than nature and man's
small efforts can cleanse it. We
must reverse this process of de-
terioration before it is too late.
The overall public unawareness
of what man is doing to his en-
vironment has alarmed many of
the experts. The Assistant Sur-
geon General of the United
States, Dr. Richard A. Prindle,
drove his point home.

“The deterioration of our en-

vironment is a problem so vast
and urgent that anxiety about it
must not be confined to elect-

ed officials, ‘{)mfessiona] health

workers and conservationists.
EVERY LEVEL AND FACET
OF CITIZENRY IS AFFECT-
ED AND MUST BE CON-
CERNED.” Are you?

Representative John Blatnik of
Minnesota has toured every ma-
jor harbor and inland waterway
in America. In his capacity as
Chairman of the House Rivers
and Harbors Subcommittee, rep-
resentative Blatnik has this to
say: ~Every major river system
in the U.S. is plagued with pollu-
tion. The Mississipj]ai River for
example, is already bad by the
time it reaches Minneapolis . . .
By the time it gets down to Towa
it is getting quite serious, and
south of that, by the time all the
petro-chemicals and other indus-
trial oils, chemicals and slaugh-
terhouse wastes along the way
are dumped into it from St. Louis
on, it is impossible.” From that
point southward, he said, the
Mississippi is so bad that state
health departments and the Fed-
eral Public Health Service have
posted signs forbidding penE]e to
even eat lunches along the banks
of it, let alone go wading in the
water, or to water ski. Maybe

what needs to be done is to let
people use the waters and pay
the consequences later, after all
it is the criminal returning to the
scene of the crime isn't it?

The spray from the river, when
deposited on a person’s face or
on the lips, because of the con-
centration of infectious bacteria,
can cause typhoid, colitis, hepa-
titis, diarrhea, or infections in the
blood stream. In fact, in plain
simple but honest language, it is
rapidly becoming an open run-
ning sewer! This is the great
Mississippi River which splits the
United States right down the
center . . . this is also true of the
Ohio River . . . you name them,
weve polluted and isoned
them. Most people feel that as
long as they can open their faucet
and fill a glass of water who
cares, where do these idiots think
their water, the most important
substance of life, comes from?

Asked about the lakes in Amer-
ica, Reb. Blatnik commented:
“Lake Erie suffers from an ex-
tremely heavy concentration of
industrial wastes. Into the lake
from areas around Detroit and
Cleveland flow complex concoc-
tions of acids, sulphides, gases,
and petro-chemicals. This “gook”
doesn't break up by I‘)eing aerat-
ed. It settles to the bottom of
the lake, similar to the way the



watery part of milk settles to the
bottom while the cream goes to
the top. When fresh water flows
in from Lake Huron it merely
slithers across the top of this
heavier density and on into Lake
Ontario. Scientists and engineers
who are working on Lake Erie
are fearful that pollution may
have already passed the point of
being reversed. Biologically,
Lake Erie is already more than
half dead, rohbed of i fe-support-
ing oxygen. What can be done?
This is thinking along engineer-
ing lines but it may he necessary
to punch a hole in the bottom of
the eastern end of Lake Erie. It
would be like cutting in under-
neath and boring a inld into a
bathtub . . . and having all this
heavy skaft drati off, we hope.

When asked what the major
nbstaales in the way of cleaning

our pullut{,d environment Mr.
B atnik said, “The major obstacle
is very obvious, it is the magni-
tude of the problem and the com-
plexity of the problem.”

How much would an all-out
assault on pollution in America
cost?

Hold on to your chair! If all
forms of pollution were to be
tackled, the combined industrial,
municipal, state and private ex-
penditures could rise as high as
ten billion dollars a year for 20
years . . . or a total of 200 bil-
lion dollars!

We are racing against time,
time will bring us more people
and more people will bring us
much more industry . . . and
more competition and demand
for water.

Pollution is by no means limit-
ed to the United States but it is
in America, the world’s most
highly developed industrial so-
ciety, that the crisis has reached
the “Do- something - drastic - or -
else” stage. Over 90 million
Americans today drink water that
is either below Federal standards

or is of unknown quality. Yet
water demands throughout the
U.S. are predicted to 50”])1& by
1980, if we last that long. By
1980 the nation will be produc-
ing enough sewage and industrial
water-horne wastes to clepletc
the oxygen supply in all 22 river
basins in the (}r}' season!

Air pollution is also increasing-
ly a menace. Smog blankets are
appearing over cities that once
boasted of their clean air and
healthful climates. Additional
cities are destined to fall under
the putrid cloud of pollution.

Auto industry statisticians in
Detroit, for example, calculate
that city streets will contain twice
the amount of cars by the year
2000 as now. Such g‘reaﬂy in-
creased auto usage means more
carbon monoxide, more photo-
chemical smog, higher concen-
trations of poisonous lead in the
atmosphere. The lung cancer
rate in metropolitan areas, re-
vealed Dr. Middleton, is twice as
great as the rate in rural areas,
even after full allowance is made
for differences in cigarette smok-
ing habits. The serious pulmon-
ary disease, emphysema, has shot
up eight times in the last ten
years. Either we stop poisoning
our air, or we become a nation
in gﬂ"; maSk‘i grﬂpiﬂg our \Vav
through dymg cities. One of the
latest sources of pollution is heat.
Spemﬂcallv this concerns water
used by electricity generating

lants. When the heated water
which has been used for cooling
purposes is returned to streams,
it raises the water temperature
markedly. This stimulates the
growth of algae and undesirable
plants, prevents fish from mating
and eggs from hatching. Heat
pu]]uﬁon is expected to increase
greatly in the next few years, due
to the tremendous thirst for elec-
tric power. It has been calcu-
lated that power production will
double by 1980.

Nuclear-powered lants offer
no solution. One of their most
serious drawbacks is the fact that
they release as waste more heat
than do conventionally powered
plant.t:. Assistant Surgeon Gen-
eral Richard R. Prindle, com-
menting in jest about this phase
of the pollution crisis, said that
if excess heat should ever melt
the polar ice-caps considerably,
resulting in a rise in the level of
the oceans, mankind might at
least be saved atop his growing
coastal filth and garbage heaps.

The disposing r of plain old gar-
bage, if you please, has become
an enormous headache to sanita-
tion engineers. The third largest
nmmﬂpal budgetry expenditure
in America now goes for waste
disposal. The “garbage bill” for
all America last year came to
three hillion dollars! Recent
studies in the San Francisco area
indicated that if all solid wastes
were considered, the rate of pro-
duction now approximates 8
pounds per day per person . . .
that's a lot of garbhage!

Every vear, we affluent (or
rather, eFﬁuent} Americans throw
away over 30 million tons of pa-
ser, 4 million tons of plastics, 48
Lillinn cans, and 26 billion bot-
tles! Americans are no ]tmger
consumers, they are mere users
of products. They buy, they use
and, they dispose in greater and
greater quantities, The objects
that we use and throw away are
increasingly of an incorruptible
nature. That handy plastic hot-
tle that won't shatfer when vou
(lrnp it on the bathroom tile
won't decay at the city dump ei-
ther. And the beer or soda can
“just sits there” unperturbed, a
virtual King of the Dump. Yet
industry, seemingly oblivious to
the over-all problems and needs
of our environment, continues to
produce and sell nondegradable
items
