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Boy prostitute
ring probed
by grand jury

BALTIMORE — An investigation of a prostitu-
tion and child pornography ring which delivers young
Baltimore boys to Massachusetts and California could
result in indictments next month, it was reported.

A federal grand jury here is reportedly centering its
investigation on three men who are considered the
ringleaders of the Baltimore-based prostitution and child
pronography business, sources told the Baltimore Sun.

If the grand jury hands up indictments, they would be
the first under a new federal law signed by President
Carter in February that prohibits such sex activities
involving minor males. Previous laws covered minor
females but not boys.

One alleged arrangement involves the transportation of
young boys from southeast Baltimore to private homes in
Harrisburg, Pa. The youngsters are then met by men
who escort them to Boston, the newspaper’s sources said.

The second arrangement which involves the youngsters
in pornographic films and prostitution links Baltimore to
Los Angeles, according to sources quoted by the Sun.

“Some of the boys are on a circuit. They are moved
from city to city so that the markets get some sort of
variety,” said a Los Angeles police investigator, quoted
by the Sun.

“Apparently, the same men who organize the cross-
country trips also have a hand in the pornographic film
market, which is really a lucrative business now,”’ the
investigator added.

Marsha Ostrer, an assistant U.S. attorney in charge of
the probe here, declined to confirm or deny reports about
the investigation.

Dale Bible, an FBI agent in Los Angeles, said the FBI
in Los Angeles and Baltimore served warrants last
December to seize film and movie equipment allegedly
used in the trafficking of sex films involving Baltimore
boys. ,

Investigators are reportedly trying to get a number of
boys from southeastern neighborhoods to testify before
the federal grand jury about adults involved in the
operation.

Meanwhile, in Boston, authorities said detectives visit-
ed Baltimore last year ‘‘for intelligence. purposes’
relating to their investigations of an alleged boy-sex
scheme in nearby Revere, Mass. Two dozen men were
indicted in that investigation last December.
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After a month's vacation, the Soc-
ial register by Empress IV Nicole
will return in the next issue of “he
Inside Scoop.

The almost totai. capitulation
of the Jews to their inexorable
doom was likewise depicted with
almost wistful clarity. The
fact is that the Jews chose to
pelieve, despite evidence to the
contrary, that a regime built

of mass murder. I also suspect
that Jews of thet period were
to some awful degree affected
by the propaganda of the tazis.

I do not wish
to imply that we homosexuals
are the Jews of the seventies,
but there are similarities of
condition.

In reality, the great
mass of our Gay brothers and
issters are victimized by a
persistent and persuasive cul-
tural propaganda designed to
produce quiet. Quite aside
from propaganda, there are
