THE BIRTH OF A DOMESTIC DISCO HIT

Last Month, I recieved about
40 pieces of newly pressed mater-
jal from many various record
companies. These records came in
album, 12 inch single, and 45 r.p.m.
single format. My job is to listen
to each record, every cut, and
submit a written report (known as
a "reaction sheet") t each respective
record company.

The report contains a variety
of information, such as public
reaction, opinions on the potential
of the music if any, and suggest-
ions for improvement or re-editing,
where applicable. Many disco
re-mixes are made either from
suggestions by d.j.'s, or by a
particular d.j. himself. As an
example, a re-mix of the current

hit "Galaxy" by War'was engin-
eered by d. j. Manny Slali of
Studio One. The hit "Shame" by
Evelyn "Champagne" King was re-
mixed onto a 12-inch single
from an album, the editing done
by d.j.'s David Todd and Al
Garrison.

Out of the 40 records, I
selected 12 to play at the
discotheque. The rest are
deemed as unsuitable for disco
play. After a couple of weeks
of exposure, a new record or
individual track from an 1.p.
may have gained so much public
popularity that I will begin
reporting it on a playlist.
This consists of the top 10,
15, or 20 disco hits, depending
on who the report is issued to.
Playlists are updates on a weekly
basis, and are comprised of the
cuts gaining highest response
from the audience. From this
point, some of the hits cross
over to the radio, depending
on the substance of the music
and its general popularity.
