NATIONAL CONFERENCE ON LESBIAN AND GAY
RIGHTS (Los Angeles)=The National Conference on
Lesbian and Gay Rights (first reported in INSIGHT
#2) will be held April 24-26 in Los Angeles, A con-
tinuation of the effort begun with the March on
Washington in 1979, the principal 'goal of the con-
ference is the formation of a national gay and les-
bian coalition.

ENSIGN BERG SETTLES OUT OF COURT (Washing-
ton, D,C,)=—After five years of seeking reinstate-
ment in the Navy, Ensign Vernon Berg has settled
out of court for an undisclosed sum. With the set~
tlement of Berg's suit and the recent settlement of
Afr Force sergeant Leonard Matlovich the most cel-
ebrated and longest standing battles between the
military and gays have ended. Both Berg and Mat-
lovich were discharged from the military for being
homosexual, The Navy signed its settlement with
Berg on January 19—the day before the effective
date of the new Pentagon regulations which man-
date the exclusion of all gays from the military,

ANTI-GAY MEDIA CAMPAIGN (San Francisco)—
Right-wing extremist forces here are planning an
ami-gay media campaign but are delaying the




blitz until after considerable repercussions from a
television interview have died down. Rev, Richard
Zone, the founder of In God We Trust, Inc., and
Dean Wycoff of the Moral Majority of Santa Clara
County are claiming that they have received
"death threats and nut calls”" since Wycoff com-
mented in an interview on KRON=TV that homo-
sexuals should be put to death and that homosexu-
' ality "could be coupled with murder.” Wycoff led
a campaign which defeated two proposed gay rights
ordinances last year in Santa Clara County, about
i 40 miles south of San Francisco, His organization

: inance. Neither the use of media scare tactics nor
the death-to-gays rhetoric are new to recent fund-
amentalist activist politics. A series of unautho-
rized political commercials televised briefly last
summer in California and paid for by right-wing
religious organizations were quashed after accusa-
tions of slander and explosive reaction of viewers
to the hosting stations (the commercials depicted
gay life in San Francisco as evidence of decaying
public morals under Democratic administrations,)

An alliance of women's organizations and Gay Po~
litical Caucus has been formed in Houston under
the name of "Women's Lobby '81 Alliance" to
serve as a cooperative lobby network with a paid
lobbyist,

The lobbyist will monitor the legislative session
in Austin and will be instructed to notify the Head
Coordinator when any matters arise in bills or
amendments concerning women's issues and gay
and lesbian rights, The Head Coordinator will
contact the coordinators of the allied organizations
who, in turn, will contact the cooperating menm
bers to take action in the form of letters, tele=-
grams, phone calls and trips to Austin to lobby or
testify before committees hearing bills, In addi~
tion, members of the organizations may authorize
messages to be semt in their names on specified
subjects when such subjects arise, This will be
most effective when immediate action is neces-
sary.

The alliance will enable the organizations to
give mutual support on concerned issues. Legisla-
tion has been introduced this session in Augstin
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which will adversely affect the community, it was '

stated,

Barbara Cigainero, coordinator for Gay Political
Caucus, stated that women's organizations have a
long history of support of gay and lesbian rights,
maintaining that a threat to one is a threat to all,

Ms, Cigainero stated that among the women's
organizations affiliated with the alliance are chap=
ters of National Organization for Women, Harris
County Women'’s Political Caucus, Texas A bortion
Rights Action League, Houston Area Women's Cen~

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THE FAR RIGHT

Gay activist Barbara Cigainero is naming names ina
campaign against extremist right-wing forces respon-
sible for a new wave of effective pressure against such
progressive causes as gay rights, The groups and indi-
viduals involved in anti-liberal pressure activity are
many and varied; they have been around for a long
time, ' are becomning increasingly more organized and
effective, and do not all seek the attention of the
press. These forces, often working in almost under-
ground fashion, are a very real cause for our concern
according to evidence presented by Cigainero in a
well-researched report,
Organizations cited by Cigainero as opponents to

be wary of include established political action com-
.mittees along with the newer and noisier religious
right fad groups like Moral Majority, These groups
have abandoned partisan campaign politics and are
concentrating on targeting individuals seeking or
holding public office on the basis of issues and sympa-
thies alone, Cigainero holds a group called the Na-
tional Conservative PAC (political action committee)
responsible for the defeat of George McGovern and
Birch Bayh in the November conservative landslide,

fetuses that are products of abortion! Of course, it
wasn't true, There is nothing in BirchBayh's record. ..

Want to be the center of attention at the next com-
munity planning sessien, political, business, or social
organization meeting? Volunteer to help mediate de-
cisions on the correct language to use in the official
statements. There isn't any.

First of all, establishing what community your
group is intent on advancing the rights, ideals, and/or
interests of could easily take up three meetings, Bet-
ter make that four, With all the odds in discord it
might be decided that no one actually deserves their
own mueh-needed support., After all, the gay com-
munity is exclusivist and patriarchal; the lesbian and
gay male communities are divisive; and sexual minor-
ities let in all manner of perverts, And if the meet-
ing survives to be held, who is going to direct it? The
chairmen and chairwomen are sexist and separatist;
the chairpersons are picky, pushy, silly and contrived;
and the chair, of course, is an inanimate object rest=
ing vacant in the front of the roem antil who or what-
ever takes its place,

This dees not infer that there are no legitimate
complaints invelved in this timeless crisis of elabora-
tion, Actually, almost everyone has a very under-
standable point of view to substantiate each prefer-

ence in wording. The trouble is that some very well-
taken points can be quite inconsistent with each
other, It is easy to see how, to one gay rights support=
ter, the use of the tenm "human rights” in refcrence
to a gay or gay-supported project, organization,
event or idea can seem closeted, anti-progressive and
even misrepresentative ... whereas to another it sym-
bolizes a noble and necessary commitment on our
part to unite all the oppressed in 2 common struggle,
which has waged for too long, for the simple goals of
human dignity and coexistence. It is easy to see how
one woman can feel that the constant separation of
"lesbian and gay" in community statements is unnec-
essary and decry "lesbian" as being as clinical as the
word "homosexual" ... whereas another sees the uni-
versal "gay" label as implying that she can be re-
ferred to as a “gay woman, " (which to her sounds like

a minimally tolerant society's hastily organized La-
dies’ Auxiliary.)

Although there is no way to really be sure that
everyone will be satisfied with the way a document or
statement is worded, the fair key is compromise. If
someone else suggests a sentenee structure that is ac-
ceptable, if slightly unusual to you, think before you
contribute to a lengthy and cumbersome dispute.
Think of everyone's reasons; a minority vote is not
always the answer. If we believe in majorities ignor-
ing the will of the minority, then what are we fight-
ing for? Compromising our individual points of view
on small issues in the task of productive, effective
and powerful coexistence will help to handle the
greater tasks, and the  victories in store for our peo-
ple. Or our peoples. Or your people and my people. .
Or all people. Whatever.

If we could simply say sexual orientation is a biclogi-
cal function and leave the matter to confound the bigots
and shame themn into their just desserts for condemning us
by virtue of our nature we could fold up GPC, for our case
would then be merely educational, =

The "environmentalists” (and I'm not speaking about
the Sierra Club) have a case too, hewever. But it {s a case

of mistaken idemtity, There is truly such a person as an
environmentally produced homosexual or gay person. (S)he
is not necessarlly oriented homosexual, If (s)he is, then
(s)he finds his/her true home when the environment offers
none but a homesexual lifestyle (sailors are favorite
examples of the "environmentalists"—also prisoners iso-
lated with their own sex), We know, however, that hetero-
sexually oriented "gays" have a remarkable rate of reversal
back to what comes naturally for them once they have a
choice. This is the argument the right-brainer of Dade Co,
used with vehemence te call "lars" those of us who
claimed there was more to the story.

Now that we have a right-brained example (let's use
Einstein as our left-brainer), let's loek at this androgyny
business we've had thrown at us in gay publications (most-
ly now defunct).

So everybody who isn't
ke me is "evil," (I suspect the left hemisphere is largely
absent or atrophied in this case, Ladies, you can see why I
must defend you against andregyny. I'm afraid she's your
ideal “fem,")

Keep your eye peeled for any news about the hypothai-
amus, If current thought is substantially correct, and S
baby and other " environmentalists” are substantially wrong
about orlentation as oppesed to acts, your hypothalamus
may be your ace-in-the-hole if you're oriented gay.

Besides intelligence, nature made the brain the control
center for biological functions, each with its own center.

(Let’s forget about heredity since a simple hereditary pat-
tern for transmission of hemesexuality has been virtually
ruled out, But don't rule it out entirely or you become as
inaccurate as Geneva—God forbid!—in appraising cument
knowledge, )

If you get beaned on your cerebellum, forget it; you
can't walk until it settles down. Your optic centers let you

homosexual exclusionary policy will be classified as Hon~

2. The new directive deletes the "tendencies and asso-
clation” clauses contained in the old, Homosexual identity
will no longer be determimed by so-called homosexual
mannerisms or through guilt by association,

3. The exclusionary policy itself is reaffirmed in the
new directive, Terminology and arguments are basically
the same as in the previous directive; i.e., emphasizing
the "incompatibility® and "public unacceptability” of
homosexuals serving in the armed forces,

4. The new directive spells out three basic situations
in which one may be excluded/discharged from the mili-
tary:

a. If one has ever engaged in or solicited a homosexual
act,

b. If one has STATED one's homosexual identity.

¢. In the absence of actual homosexual conduct or stat-
ing ome’s homosexual identity, one can be excluded/dis-
charged if one has ever MARRIED or ATTEMPTED to marry
someone of the same sex, UNLESS said action was for the
specific purpose of avoiding military service,

5. Exception. The new direstive deletes the "excep~
tional circumstance” clause as interpreted by the AirForce
(and Navy according to court ruling).

There will be no exceptions, unless made "in the interest
of national security,” as defined by the Secretary of the
service branch involved,

6. The new directive removes the discretionary powers
of the Secretary of the service branch involved with regard
to appeal,

Bagby) for the annual Gay Pride Parade, Committee chairs
were also selected and committees met briefly after parti-
cipants viewed a special videotape recreating the high~
lights of last year's celebration, The selection of a theme
was discussed but tabled until the next meeting, Two possi=
-ilities presented were "We the People" and "Coming Out,"

THURSDAY, JUNE 19: "Kickoff Day," The official open-

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THE FAR RIGHT

The Far Right has taken a stand=—some times vicious, al-
ways rigid—against gay rights. Some of its most homo~
phobic members (including ministers) have placed on the
public record positions advocating the total abolition ofall
civil rights (including the right to vote) for gays and the
death penalty for homosexual acts.

Out front the Far Right might appear to some as a rash
and uncoordinated effort, but that simply is not the case,
It _is highly organized and capable of raising large funding
for its causes, Perhaps the most significant thing about the
nature of the Far Right, apart from its issue positions, is
that it is on-going and growing, especially the "elec -
tronic church”, which reaches an estimated 13 million
households in America (that's several times as many per=
sons),

The Far Right today is the progression of an undercur-
rent in the body politic that has been clamoring for domi -

nance for a long time, Groups such as the John Birch Soci-

ety (center of controversy in the 1964 campaign) and Phyl-
lis Schiafly's anti-ERA Eagle Forum have been around a
long time, though until recently the Far Right was without
a broad political base and little organized as a bloe, Still
controlled by relatively few at the "core” the Far Right has
persuaded religion (lamgely of the fundamentalist type) to
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
