






































As oppressed people with self-esteem problems
built into us, we are often led to seek approval, which
means putting the external value ahead of the
internal. (Example: Because someone you want is
going out to the bars, you toss aside a project due the
next morning at work. Result: Lowered self-esteem,
guilt, feelings of irresponsibility--whether you are
straight or Gay.) The first approval to seek is from
your Self, with whom you live in honor, integrity,
and confidence, and pride.

The major point to realize is that many of our self-
concepts have to do with oppression and rejection by
society--not being Gay. Black people, too, have drug
and alcohol problems, short-term relationships,
violence connected with sex, low economic earning
levels, and internalized rage leading to crime. And
they are not considered "sick” or "perverted” by the
rest of America. Ethnic groups with stronger roots

- (Chicanos, Jews) tend to - demonstrate these
characteristics less, but they can still be seen. Gays,
being early shut off from almost all roots (such as
family, role models, understanding friends, and self-
pride), act like other oppressed peoples, and then are
called neurotic because of their behavior.

Start deciding what kind of person you want to be,
then set up goals and values to get to that point. Stop
blaming your Gayness - use it. Too many of our
people have been lost in the quicksands of dispair,
discouragement, promiscuity, and self-loathing. We
need every healthy, cofident, productive, happy Gay
we can build to meet the challenges ahead.
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After that incident, Wanstrom began to get
involved in Gay organizations. She was elected
delegate in 1968 to the North American Council of
Homophile organizations. This was a coalition of all
the different organizations representative of every
Gay group in the U.S. at that time. At that time she
made a statement, not realizing how prophetic it
would be. "Until we are portrayed..as wereally are in
all the media...until we elevate ourselves, as the black
man has done, from the Steppen Fetchitt class to the
Sydney Poitier class, we will accomplish nothing.”
She says she has lived long enough to see that come to
pass.

After a meeting with. the Ecumenical Society of
St. Louis and a period of disillusionment over the
decline of interest in the community after the bar
harassment stopped, Wanstrom began to feel the
need for religion in her life. ”I wanted to start a
church as far back as 1968,” she says. "I believed the
good Lord, in all his infinite, wisdom, has a reason.
We could be the answer to the population explosion,
to famine. Who Knows?”

Wanstrom was involved with the Metropolitan
Community Church for about three years and has
more recently founded Agape Church of Greater
Houston and the General Assembly of Agape
Churches. "I believe that by love, miracles can be
accomplished. And if we’d all live by this creed...I
don’t see why we can’t all really be ‘our brothers’
keeper.”
