I am a health officer in the
city of Delft in the Netherlands.
I am also a person with AIDS. In
April, | traveled to the United
States to address the National
Lesbian and Gay Health
Conference in San Francisco.

My trip was uneventful —
until | landed in Minneapolis
and passed through U.S.
Customs. A customs official
searching through my luggage
read a letter confirming my
appearance at the health
conference and asked if | had
AIDS. Itold him I did. Citing a
law that classifies AIDS as a

“dangerous contagious
disease,” he told me | would
have to return home on the very
next plane.

As you might imagine, | was
very afraid. (You may have
heard about my experience
from television and newspaper
accounts.)

| was put in jail immediately,
but customs did allow me to
make a phone call. And here is
where Lambda comes in.

As a gay person and also a
person with AIDS, | knew |
should always travel with an
emergency number, so before |
left Holland, | wrote down
Lambda’s numberin New York
City. Justin case. Andso whenl
was given permission to call, it
was Lambda I turned to.

| telephoned Lambda and
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spoke with one of their lawyers.
He was able to track down a
sympathetic Minneapolis law
firm, which began proceedings
to obtain a travel waiver for me
that would enable me to get to
San Francisco in time to address
the health conference.

Five days seemed like an
eternity, but a judge’s order
eventually secured by release.
Meanwhile, in San Francisco —
and across the United States —
howls of outrage greeted the
news that U.S. immigration
officials would rather have a
health official with AIDS in jail
than at a conference to talk
about AIDS education and
prevention.

I’'m home now, but my
experience in Minneapolis made
me realize how lucky | was —
