In art, whether aural, visual or
kinetic, repetition provides
structural coherence. Some have
elevated this characteristic to a
stylistic obsession.

called “New Wave,” Ms. Dean’s
work approaches tidal wave
proportions.

The first piece on the program
was entitled “Night."”
Commissioned by the Joffrey
Ballet, the original concept was to
include 8 dancers. The musical
score was for two pianos. This
version was of the music only. In
retrospect, "Night" was an
excellent piece to begin the
evening. It represented a stylistic
synopsis of her vocabulary, both
musical and choreographic. The
incessantly repeating rhythms,
avoidance of dissonant harmonies
and thematic simplicity are
earmarks of her musical language.

These ingredients are combined in
what | describe as a layering
compositional technigue. Ms. Dean
piles up her ideas through rhythmic
subdivisions and repetition to
create a tautly organized if
somewhat monochromatic whole.

Attired in white satin, sequin-
studded pant suits that seemed
more appropriate for Regine’s, the 6
dancers exhibited the stylistic traits
introduced in the music. The driving
rhythms of “Night” found their
choreographic equal in the
continuous spinning of the dancers
in this piece called “Dance.” The
clear, simple harmonies of Ms.
Dean’s music found an echo in the
uncomplicated movement
sequences. All of these parallels
enhance the clarity and simplicity
of her style. Ching Gonzalez
deserves a merit badge in spinning
for his virtuosic gyrations that made
him seem more like a gyroscope
than a human being.

The program’s finale was called
“Tympani.” Aside from being a N.Y.

Premiere, what | found notworthy
about this dance was the including
of such diverse elements as ethnic
dance and martial arts movements.
In one section, 3 dancers mave to
center stage and strike a series of
what looked like a hybrid of
Balinese arm gestures and tai chi
while the other 3 dancers revolve
around them. The percussive blows
of the tympani heightened the
ecstatic effect of the dancers’
virtuosic movement as well as
counterpointing the dancers’
rhythmic foot stomping.

At the end of the second piece
called “Dance,” the company
grouped themselves into a chorus
line formation. Facing the
audience, they began to sing what
sounded like a nonsense swingle-
singers melody. The tune resolved
quickly into a unison musical
affirmation intoned on the word
“yes." And Ms. Dean, | could not
agree with you more.

La Traviata, Giuseppi Verdi's
lyrical, musical rework of Victor
Hugo's The Lady Of The
Camellias, has seen a new
sumptuous production this season
at The City Opera. Zack Brown's
scenery, in tandem with Patton
Campbell’s costumes and Gilbert
Hemsley, Jr.’s lighting, have
recreated the opulence, glitter and
gaiety of belle epoque society. The
flavor of the nineteenth century
Parisian demimonde existence has
been recaptured with flamboyance
and a lavish expenditure on
sequins, satin and crystal. This is
a production that grasps one
immediately in its ambiance,
making us a silent member of
Violetta Valery's world of love and
pleasure. These visuals were
underlined by the subtle baton of
conductor Mario Bernardi, who

although sentimental, was never
maudlin.

However, it would be inaccurate
to call this production an
unqualified success, despite all its
seductive qualities. Diana Soviero,
in the title role, proved a
dramatically convincing Violetta.
She is an actress of intelligence,
who has the good sense to realize
that opera is musical drama. The
top register that evening was -
however, in weak form. There was
a strained, even pinched quality so
that tones lacked a fluent, full
bodied texture, especially in the e
punishing first act. But on the
whole, Ms. Soviero's performance
proved to be convincing.

Henry Price, the possessor of a
lovely light Iyric tenor, seemed
miscast as the love-lorn Alfredo.
Mr. Price’s voice is ably suited to

the operetta repertory, the works
of Lehar, Strauss and Romberg,
but not a heavy such as Verdi. The
strain was apparent and
contributed much to the
unconvincing dramatic portrait
which emerged. Mr. Price lacks the
dash, the fire and color to be a
hot-blooded operatic lover. There
is a boyishness here, even an
immature charm, which would be
better adapted for lighter vocal and
dramatic roles.

Pablo Elvira’s rich and resonant
baritone was ably suited to the
character of the elder Germont.
Mr. Elvira has a commanding stage
personality and his act |l duet and
confrontation with the love-struck
Violetta, may have been the vocal
high-point of the evening. He was
strong, stubborn, adamant and yet
understandably human.

Secondary roles were sung
with conviction if not distinction.
Judith Christin proved to be a
believable Flora Bervoix, arch-rival
to Violetta. For a change, the City
Opera corps de ballet performed
outstandingly in the Act Il party
scene. Dancers Taras Kalba and
Esperanza Galan provided a lovely
pas de deux at the conclusion of
the corp’s Spanish dance
sequence. Choreographer Rosario
Galan deserved some well earned
kudos for these diverting
moments.

La Traviata is Verdi's most
intimate work, an opera of almost
chamber-like proportions. There
are no conflicts between nations
here, no warring Kings or
pharoahs, no wily Venetian doges
or barbarian conquerors. This is a
gentle, almost tearful work of the
soul. With a bit more polish, the
City Opera could imbue it with the
total magic that it deserves.

Over on the East Side, the Light
Opera of Manhattan is now in full
swing with its new season. LOOM
is currently gracing the boards
with Victor Herbert’s tuneful The
Red Mill. The setting for the

charming work is turn of the
century Holland where new-
fangled motorcars are cruising at
the unheard of speed of eight
miles per hour.

With a reputation which keeps growing with
every appearance, the popular singing group
“CITY LIMITS" is back in town and will

Cherries,” an anti-nuclear waste
rock-style musical, presented by
the Fourth Wall Company, is
reminiscent of a journey into a time
warp. In this case, it's the late
sixties. The feelings of deja-vu, of
having seen and heard all these
lyrics before is so pervasive as to
make one wonder why these over-
thirty exponents of agitprop have
failed to grow up.

It's not that the company’s
theme is untimely—whatever the
jokes, nuclear waste is serious
business—it’s merely that the
polemical, didactic, school-like
ways of alerting audiences to this
danger are rather patronizing and
offensive. The one gay character
(named Bruce, of course) is so

limp-wristed, prissy-mouthed and
effete, as to make the most anti-
homosexual stereotype of the
moral majority appear tame by
comparison.

| think that the Fourth Wall
should take a closer look at its
own prejudices and susceptibility
to stereotypes before embarking

upon a campaign to save the world.

Enough said.

On a much more positive note,
Paul Cyr, a young playwright
associated with The Stonewall
Repertory Theater, has written a
touching and probing work dealing
with the theme of self-acceptance.
“Union Dues,” a short two act
play, currently at The Courtyard
Playhouse, 39 Grove Street, gives
us an unholy triangle composed of

Joe (Patrick Thornton), his fiance
Helen (Sherry H. Arell) and a
“fiend’” out of his past, Peter
Christian (Steve Pesola).

It's not that Cyr's themes are
new. As a matter of fact, we've
encountered them all before in the
plethora of plays that came out
soon after the Stonewall
Revolution in the late sixties. But
Cyr's work has subdued the anger
often found in the early works of a
movement and expresses problems
of believable characters, in real
situations and in a dialogue that is
distinguished for its naturalness
and general feel for the dynamics
of a dramatic situation.

Joe, living in Cambridge, has
decided to make the final
commitment to Helen, the
daughter of his current employer, a
man who has promised to make
him a full union plumber in six
months. Dreams of college, of
being an architect, have faded
beside the almost demonic desire
to live what is considered to be a
normal life. Joe is butch, cocky,
macho, the sort of guy who can
order his women around and get
away with it.

Helen is the perfect mate.
Insecure about her own beauty and
talent, Joe becomes the catch of a
lifetime. She’ll cook his meals, do
his laundry, give him children, in
short, play the role of American
Princess to her American Prince.
It's all very cozy.

Now enter Peter, absent for over
a year after Joe abandoned him. The
soup thickens as the triangle’s
corners become sharper and
sharper. Joe must look into himself
and make a choice: being true to
himself or living the life of a closet
homosexual. The pain is searing,
the language harsh, and the
situation is unfortunately still too
familiar to be labelled as trite or
cliched.

Patrick Thornton’s performance
is marked by a rugged and raw
masculinity which also shelters a

deeper, more loving, and tender
nature. Thornton is an actor of
inordinate sensitivity. He enters
into this role with so much
conviction that the character’s raw
nerves are presented to the
audience for analysis and
examination.

He
hands in a touching but never
maudlin performance. Ms. Arell is
the perfect little Miss Cinderella,
dreaming of her Prince Charming
while the demons of doubt torment
her.

Mr. Ruby Rims, female
impersonator and comedian, may
be a household word to many in
the gay community. But unlike so
many impersonators who give us a
bit of attitude, a mimicked voice,
and much “glitter and be gay"”
patter, Rims goes one step further:
he give us a taste of himself, of
what it's like being Ruby, of what
goes on behind the drag.

The mimes are priceless. Rims’
Carol Channing replete with
blonde wig, full-mouthed smile and
a rendition of “Diamonds Are A
Girl's Best Friend” sets funny
bones a-tickle. But it is the Bette
Davis which is the jewel of this
segment of the set. With enocugh
attitude to make even Mommie
Dearest hang her head in shame
(on a wire hanger, no less), Rims
creates a diva gone disco. Davis

performing “"Fame” and "'l Need A
Man’ work uproariously because
of the incongruity of the situation.
It's our beloved post-menstrual
Bette, accurate down to the last
flick of a cigarette ash, but in a
venue that's totally unexpected.
But Rims’ set gains strength in
the second half of the set. He's
done his shtick, done his
impressions. Now what? To the
strains of Charles Aznavour's
“What Makes A Man,” Rims strips
down to just the bare essentials,
wipes off the eyeshadow, rouge
and lipstick and dons a pair of
slacks, a turtle neck and a
corduroy sport coat. The
metamorphosis from drag to man,
accompanied by Aznavour's
haunting words reveals the soft
under-belly of this human being.
The too obvious meaning of the

words are given a palpable human
poignancy. Later, turning to Piaf's
“Hymn To Love,"” Rims describes
what his public, what performing
mean to him. It is touching and
honest, the uncensored emotional
statement of a performer’s need
for public adoration and
acceptance.

If Rims trained his pleasant
baritone a bit more and became
more comfortable with the man
Ruby Rims, this would turn into
top notch cabaret quality
entertainment. The warmth,
sincerity and wit are already
apparent. It's just a matter of a
little more work. (At The Duplex).

Vivien Lord, a super-talented jazz
singer in the tradition of Carmen
McRae, has been creating some
vocal magic over at Dakota, on
Third Avenue and Thirty-Sixth
Street. Lord's voice is flexible and
subtle, going in between the
melody lines of old and familiar
standards, reinterpreting them for
us and then giving them out as
newly wrapped gifts. The lady
weaves a spell that's hard to
resist. There's a smoky elegance
to the voice, something which
immediately captures, much like
the purring of a wise feline.

When Lord performs standards
such as “‘Come Rain Or Come
Shine,” or *I'll Never Love This
Way Again,"” it's hard not to be
seduced into this lady’s world.
There's an honesty in her handling
of a lyric, in the turning of a
phrase, so that words we may have
heard a million times before
become fresh and new, the vocal
expression of this lady’s life.

“Georgia On My Mind,” one of
those perennial jazz favorites, is
made totally new and fresh by the
plaintive nostalgia which Lord
brings to these well-known lyrics.

Lord is also a whizz at the piano
where her understaged technigue
plays wonders between right and
left hands. At one moment it's the
melody line that's seducing and

The sounds of mourning have
been so few and restrained as to
have been almost inaudible, but
New York's once-vital Gay Activists
Alliance is dead. Ave, atque, vale.
Perhaps some of you may have
heard the news by now; more likely
you have neither heard nor care that
much. What was once an exciting,
relevant, important pillar of the gay
liberation movement ... an
example and milestone to gay
movements worldwide . .. had
degenerated into a moribund
mutant abused and eventually
destroyed by a fragmented
membership which ignored its own
single issue constitution. The GAA
inevitably became fatally isolated
from the mainstream gay
movement (and even from gay
population in general) because
those anonymous saboteurs who
had taken it over in its last years
had forgotten its original purpose,
failed to attract a new generation
of activists, and dissipated its
strength within and relevance to
the gay community because it
preferred to concern itself with the
Socialist Workers Party, left-wing
radical politics, prostitutes, S & M

and transvestite proselytizing, and
other fringe (though not
necessarily unimportant) issues.
The crazies had once again
destroyed a viable organization
through ignorance, blindness,
malice, or fanaticism. Now they
have formally buried themselves in
a solemn disbanding ceremony.
We salute the GAA that was; we
do not mourn the GAA just buried.
Let a lesson be learned, for a
change.

The fanatics of the other side
are getting braver again. In
Vancouver, Canada hate literature
is turning up proclaiming “God is
on your side,” and saying that “the
only good queer is a dead queer,”
and instructing readers to “lobby
to have the death penalty returned
for any person convicted of being
homosexual.” “Meanwhile,” the
leaflets continue, “if you see a
queer on the street and there are
no witnesses around, beat that
queer so that he will never walk
again. It is bad enough that we
must put up with a lot of Asians,
Blacks, Jews and other filth. Must
we tolerate faggots?”

pressures aggravated by a lack of
funds and a shortage of staff. It
was the most important militant
organization of the Mexican
homosexual liberation movement,
and the publicity it received in its
3 years proved to be its undoing.
Neither funds nor staff poured in,
but it was swamped by demands
on its limited resources. Its
speakers were wanted at schools,
for interviews, at public forums,
and on talk shows. Its weekly
meetings and dances were too
popular to be manageable by the
small number of faithful staff, and
the stepped-up police raids,
blackmail and beatings did not
help. Police and press attacks on
the gay movement have escalated
recently, and some press accounts
actually blame gay people for 90%
of the crime in Mexico City! It is
suspected that this increasing
pressure is linked to the upcoming
July 1982 presidential election.
Also, a new far right group, The
Frente Patriotico Anti-Communista

Nacional, has publicly vowed to kill

all homosexuals, feminists and
communists. Mexico still has
several gay groups, including
Grupo Lambda, Oikabeth and
Lesbianas Socialistas. Isn’t it
interesting that both the far right
and the far left share the same
view of homosexuality? It is one of
the few common bonds existing
between Russia and Iran, for
instance. Our gay radical fanatics
always refuse to accept this, but
facts are facts.
