Naturally, she cant go
alone, so Eddy and the gang tag
along for a rather uneventful day
trip.

It does feature a rare, ouch-
ing moment when uptight
Saffron asks Mum to spend the

day with her the way she would
with Patsy, sending the mother-
daughter team on a marathon
spree of shopping, eating and
drinking. But don't worry, the
gushy sentiment doesn’t last for
long.

Even at its blandest, the new
season is still the most riotous,
politically incorrect delight on
television. Classic lines and
scenes abound, as usual, and you
can count on plenty of pratfalls
down the kitchen stairs from
Eddy. Future episodes promise a
visit from God (Mariann
Faithfull), the debut of Saffys
first play, Self-Raising Flower, and
Patsy and Edina’s enrollment in
MA (Menopause Anonymous),

Lets just hope there’s more
than one season left in the bril-
liant ensemble. After all, even
with four seasons under its belt,
they've still produced fewer
episodes than a single season of
an American sitcom, so surely
there are a few more stories left
in the crazed recesses of Jennifer
Saunders’ mind.

But even without the promise
ol more, Series Four proves to be
the greatest resurrection since
Buffy clawed her way out of the
grave. So pop open a bottle of
bubbly and have a little plastic
surgery to celebrate Patsy and
Edina’s triumphant return,
