for gay movie buffs

® s that time of year again,
when the gay world celebrates
our equivalent of the Super

Bowl. Oscar night always
serves up a little magic for us, but
unlike the ceremonies of the last
several years, Sunday nights
Academy Awards presentation
will be severely lacking in gay
subplots. About all we can look
forward to is seeing last years
winner Hilary Swank, who took
home the gold statuette for her
wrenching portrayal of transgen-
der murder victim Brandon
Teena, take the podium to pres-
ent the Best Actor award.

In that category is Javier
Bardem, the handsome
Spanish actor nominated
for the role of persecuted
gay Cuban poet and
novelist Reinaldo
Arenas in Before Night
Falls. This  isn't
Bardem’s first gay role
— he also played gay
in the 1999 Spanish
film Second Skin and
appeared in two films
by the outrageous gay
filmmaker Pedro
Almodovar (High Heels and
Live Flesh).

Unfortunately, Bardem isn't
given much chance of winning.
The odds-on favorite is Russell
Crowe for Gladiator. The hunky
Australian star does have a gay
following, dating back to his star-
ring role in the charming gay
Australian film The Sum of Us.
Tabloid reports also have Crowe
stepping in to father the second
child of his friend Jodie Foster,
our favorite single mom!

In the Best Director category is
openly-gay Stephen Daldry for
Billy Elliot. The first-time director
isn't expected to have much hope,
going up against  Steven
Soderbergh, who is nominated for
both Erin Brockovich and Traffic,
as well as Ang Lee for Crouching
Tiger, Hidden Dragon and Ridley
Scott for Gladiator.

Billy Elliot, a hit with gay

audi-
ences for its

story of a pre-pubescent
British cutie (Jamie Bell) who
angers his coal-miner father by
trading in his boxing gloves for
ballet shoes, is also recognized,
with nominations for Julie
Walters as Best Supporting
Actress and Lee Hall for Best
Original Screenplay.

In the Documentary category
is Long Nights Journey Into Day,
which is not a gay film (it deals
with South African apartheid) but
was created by lesbian life part-
ners Frances Reid and Deborah
Hoffmann. The two filmmakers
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were also involved on the Oscar-
winning documentary The Times
of Harvey Milk.

Besides the lack of much of a
gay angle on this years Oscars,
theres also much less suspense
than usual. Julia Roberts, Benicio
Del Toro and Kate Hudson are
considered, along with Crowe, as
shoo-ins for the major acting
awards.

Fair. Davis claimed to have
coined the term “Oscar” in honor
of her first husband’s ass! (His
name was Harmon Oscar Nelson
Jr)

Frye tells the tale of how livid
Davis was that night when her
nemesis Joan Crawford, also
nominated for Baby Jane, stole
the evening despite the fact that
both actresses lost. Crawford,
says Frye, had arranged with
Anne Bancroft — nominated for
The Miracle Worker but unable to
attend the Oscars because she
was doing a play in New York —
to accept the award on her behalf
if she won. When La Belle
Crawford, as Davis derisively
called her, ascended the stage
decked out in a stunning beaded
silver gown designed by Edith
Head especially for the occasion,
Davis seethed, knowing that peo-
ple would see the next morning’s
newspapers
Crawford clutching Bancrofts
Oscar and assume she’d won it
for Baby Jane.

“Let’s get out of here!” Davis
said loudly to Frye, making a
speedy exit from the Santa
Monica Civic Auditorium before
the ceremony had ended. Davis

his e-mail was sent to me just

this morning. It brought me

to tears. I thought if it moved

me so much, perhaps it
would move someone in need to
reach out for help.

Dear Michael,

I picked up this magazine a
couple of Fridays ago. . . and 1
came across your article on
depression.

This really shocked me
because those nine signs of bi-
polar depression are exactly what
I have been feeling and going
through for a couple of weeks
now. The other sad part is that
most of the 10 signs for general
depression itself I am also feeling
and going through. I thought of
seeking help through a therapist,
because I do not believe in med-
ication or pills. The only reason I
have not looked for help yet is
because 1 am hoping to find
someone who is open minded to
the gay lifestyle before I sit down
and talk to him or her.

I am a 34-year-old Puerto
Rican man who comes from a
family of 13 children. I was born
next-to-last. Most people would
guess that I am about 25. I am
height/weight proportionate and I
work out 3-4 times weekly. Most
people who meet me think that I
am very attractive and wonder
why I am single. This is where my
problems come in.

I have very low self-esteem. I
feel I am not worth anything to
anyone. 1 always feel that my
workouts are not working for me
because I do not look like I want
to look. I feel 1 am the ugliest
thing on earth. 1 have very high
standards for what a friend
should be, so for this reason I
have no real true friends. 1 have
no one to talk to and no one to do
anything with.

I hate myself. I hate my life. 1
have felt this way since 1 was
young. This is nothing new. I feel
unloved and unwanted. I think
that if I were dead no one would

really miss me. I cry for no rea-
son. I hardly sleep at all. 1 don't
know how to rest or relax. I find
myself with no energy to do any
work around my house. I am con-
stantly thinking about nothing
but depressing things about my
life.

I often ask God to please take
my life, since 1 do not see the
worth of living it. I am trying to
join clubs and organizations
around my area so I can meet new
people and see if maybe what is
missing in my life are people. I
close everyone and everything
out. I am always jealous of what
others have and I do not. I feel
empty and lost inside, and I feel
like I am a zombie for most of my
life.

My sister, who is a counselor
and studied psychology, has told
me that most of this stems from
our large family upbringing. We
could never amount to anything
in our family to anyone. No mat-
ter what we did, it was not good
enough. Sometimes I find I am
killing myself at thg gym and
everyone tells me what a great
body I have — but I simply don't
see it. I feel I need to work out
more. I need to lose more on the

belly. It is really weird. I have a -

29/30 waist and yet 1 feel I have a
gut still.

I now feel that everything is
coming down hard and crashing
on me. I decided that I need to get
away so | am going to vacation
soon. I feel I need a getaway. My
sister tells me that it does not
matter where 1 go because,
“Where ever you go, there you
are!”

I know I need help. I just need
you to write back and tell me
what to do. Tell me a bit about
those 800 numbers in the article.
Are they people who are open
minded? 1 may need to talk to
someone about my gay life also
and 1 dont want them to be
offended or judge me for that.
Will they connect me to someone
in my area?
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Anything you could do would
be greatly appreciated even if you
can be an ear at the end of this e-
mail to just listen to me. I need a
friend badly — one who will lis-
ten and advise rather than judge
and crucify. You are my only hope
right now. Please help.

Dear R,

I am forever grateful that you
chose to trust me. You must know
that there are others out there
who will not judge you and who
will listen to you with humility.

I am not sure where in your
area you can go for help, but first,
you must, if you are ever in crisis,
call the crisis lines I gave you in
the previous issue.

Then, why not consider your
time on vacation as a way for you
to do an internal makeover on
yourself? People go away for a
week of spa treatments, take
facials, massages, etc. Why not
entrust yourself to a therapist
who could work with you daily
and get you moving in the right
direction of internal house clean-
ing?

I am sure you could find a
therapist who could help you
with love and compassion. If you
can't I can recommend very qual-
ified people.

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hile Ricky Martin’s sex-

uality remains a topic of

much speculation, there is a new

Latin pop artist who is out, proud

and ready to take on the world. His

name is Jade Esteban Estrada, he’s

27, single, and he was born and

raised (for the most part) in San
“Antonio.

The New York-based singer has
done a little of everything — from
performing as a drag queen and a
go-go boy in gay clubs to emceeing
international beauty pageants,
doing stand-up comedy and work-
ing as a choreographer and lead
dancer for the one and only Charo
But with his recent CD, entitled
Angel (Vicarious Records), Estrada
4 has signaled his entry into the cur-
rent Latin pop music craze

“Its really interesting — my
career has been really multi-
faceted,” said Estrada last week
during a phone interview from
Minnesota, where he was perform-
ing and presenting the keynote

» speech at a gay political confer-
% & ence. “Whenever I've gone from
ne genre to another, I've com-
pletely immersed myself in that

world for a while. Everything has
had its time in my life, and then
I've been able to move on without
feeling the need to go back.”

Even before his debut full-
length CD came out in the U.S. last
month (after first being released in
England and Australia), Estrada
had already captured the media’s
attention. [Especially the gay
media: Out magazine called him
he first gay Latin star” while
labeled him “the diva of
pop.” He performed at 16
: pride celebrations last year
and while dance mixes from the
- album are vet to be finished, he
* ! ® has already been booked for

appearances in gay clubs from

e
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Kansas City to Athens, Greece.

As a little boy growing up in
San Antonio, Estrada fantasized
about being a pop star.

“I wanted to be just like
George Michael,” he says. “You
know how in your life you
remember just snippets of time? I
remember walking in our back
yard — I think I was sweeping the
patio — and I remember thinking,
‘I don’t know how I'm going to do
it, but I'm going to be a composer
and a singer just like George
Michael.” It’s taken a long time to
get there, and there have been
many diversions, but I don't think
I could be the performer that I am
now if I hadn’t done all these
other things.”

Estrada’s father was in the mil-
itary, so part of his childhood was
spent moving around — from
Colorado, New Mexico and
Kentucky to upstate New York,
Alabama and Tennessee — but the
family always returned to San
Antonio. He was surrounded by
Tejano music and strongly influ-
enced by it, but he always knew
he was destined for pop.

with a laugh. “They were doing
Cabaret at my school and I didn't
get the lead. They offered me this
dancing part — 1 was a really
good dancer early on — and I
remember I was so offended at the
time. I was just a little diva. I was
like, ‘No!” Then I got the lead in a
city play like a week later.”

Born Rey Armand Esteban
Estrada, he took the name Jade in
his early teens.

“I guess people get really dis-
appointed that its not a really
interesting story,” he says, “but I
was watching a rerun of Fame on
TV. It was like 2 am. and I was
dozing off and there was a com-
mercial that came on. It said, ‘You
can have these diamond rings for
$19.95 if you call now. . ." Then at
the very end of the commercial,
they said really fast, ‘Also avail-
able in jade.’ I went, ‘Oh my God,
that's my name!”

After graduating from high
school, he went straight to the Big
Apple, winning a scholarship to
the American Musical and
Dramatic Academy. Completing
the two-year program in a year

in Minneapolis last year. He also
spent some time in Japan working
at Ocean Dome (the world’s
largest indoor water park),
singing American pop songs in
Japanese. Trying his hand at
stand-up comedy, in 1994 he won
a contest as Funniest Amateur
Comic in New York.

Then there’s the beauty pag-
eant thing. In 1999, Estrada was
invited to sing at the Miss Mondo
Latina International pageant in
Toronto, whiche led to emceeing
and performance gigs at pageants
such as Miss Montana USA,
Junior Miss, Miss Black World
and Miss Latina USA. In the
process, he earned the nickname
“Prince of Pageantry.”

Back in his drag days, Estrada
was a pageant winner himself!
Returning home to San Antonio
in 1997, he won Miss Fiesta
Metroplex.

Which brings us to Estrada’s
colorful coming out story. While
he had come out to select family
members and friends, his parents
didn't find out until he appeared
in drag on the Jerry Springer show.

mother and sister.

“l go back to Texas a lot
because there’s such a huge
Hispanic population, so there’s
always some place for me to go
perform,” says Estrada, who is
booked for an appearance in
Amarillo next month.

So far, Estrada’s sexuality has
not been a roadblock to his suc-
cess.

“Through what I'm doing, I'm __

proving that I can do this, and
that enough time has passed that
sexuality is no longer an issue,”
he says. “I have my finger dipped
in three different markets —
mainstream, Latin, and the GLBT
market, which is also my home.
One of the good things about hav-
ing my own label is that I don't
have to answer to anybody. I can
do what I want.”

And what does he think about
that other Latin pop star?

“What are you asking me?”
Estrada responds coyly. “No, I
love Ricky Martin. Our paths have
crossed several times. The Latin
market is so incestuous — it’s so
small that we have all worked

“My family is into the Tejano
culture,” he says, “but as my gen-
eration was growing up, at least in
my circles, it was something that
we shunned. We wanted to
become more one with Americana
— to be with what was happening
with American pop music rather
than listening to what our parents
listened to,” Estrada says.

He sang in his school choir
and became involved in commu-
nity theater.

“I never really did the high
school drama thing, because by
the time I got into high school, 1
was already doing community
theater, so I kind of looked down
at it at the time,” he remembers

and a half, he headed for San
Juan, Puerto Rico, where he spent
the better part of a year dancing
on cruise ships. He returned
briefly to San Antonio to do a play,
then headed back to New York.
He eventually worked in Europe,
joining the touring company of a
George Gershwin musical revue
and also performing in a German
production of Andrew Lloyd
Weber's  Starlight ~ Express.
(Estrada’s bio claims he has per-
formed in seven different lan-
guages in 25 different countries!)

He met the legendary Charo in
Hawaii and has worked with her
off and on ever since, most recent-
ly putting together a show for her

“If you're gonna do it, why not
go on Jerry Springer?” he says.
“This was during the mid-"90s,
when the show wasn't what it is
now. And being a New Yorker
who didn’t have time to watch TV,
I just thought, ‘Who watches this
stupid show?’ I did get paid, so for
me it was just a job and a free
vacation.

Without more
publicity, it could completely slip
under your gaydar. But with any
luck, good word of mouth will
convince the art house owners to
hang on to this gem longer than a
week while it finds its audience.
Because, quite frankly, it's time
to bump the overrated Crouching
Tiger, Hidden Dragon out of the-
aters and into video stores to
make room for the gay folk.

What really went down in Florida?

Erection shows
that politics and
sex make
excellent
bedfellows

o you, like me, enjoy the
Three Ps — porn, politics
and parody — you're going
to love this hilarious

account of our nation’s darkest

moment. No, not the Monica

Lewinsky scandal (as many

Republicans would have you

believe), but the “selection” of

George W. Bush as the 43rd

president of the United States.

The Florida Erection does a great

job of telling a fictionalized

account of what (and who)
went “down” in Florida.

Our history lesson begins
with Dillon Pierce (boy-next-
door, brunet, big cut cock, nice
ass, large mouth), an election
ballot truck driver, being pulled
over by policeman — or Jeb
Gush operative? — Enrico Vega
(handsome, Latin, big uncut
cock, bushy mustache). Vega
demands that Dillon show him his
cargo and then demands a blowjob
as well. On his knees, Dillon gives
“one for the Gipper” and hungrily
chows down. Vega, not to be out-
done by a Democrat, gives Dillon’s
equipment a good licking before
shoving a condom-covered night-
stick up Dillon’s hole.

The big finale, of course, is a sex
scene with Al Bore and George
Gush in a game of Whose Is
Bigger? Well, heavy-hung Rick
Ritter wins that one easily and so
Kaleb Hayes plops down on his
knees to pledge his allegiance to
the flagpole. Rick Ritter is a very
muscular young man who looks
like the quintessential college foot-
ball player (wide back, wide neck,
big cock) and Kaleb honestly looks
like a young version of George W.

Generally
speaking, porn parodies are slap-
dash efforts with little effort beyond
the box cover, but The Florida
Erection goes above and beyond to
show porn and politics as cozy bed-
iellows.

A classic re-released on DVD

The Other Side of Aspen I set the standard for much of the gay male porn that followed

The Other Side of Aspen 1 is the classic with three
superstars: Casey Donovan, Al Parker and Dick Fisk,
along with then-newcomers Jeff Turk (the only star
to also appear in the sequel) and Chad Benson. This
was originally shot back in 1978, when porn stars
had “swimmer’s” and “gymnast’s” builds and a con-
doms were nowhere to be found. All of the sex
action takes place inside a garishly decorated ski
lodge (geometric upholstery and wallpaper galore).

Alter a jog in San Francisco, Jeff Turk — a tall,
dark and hung ski instructor (who lived in Dallas for
a while in the early '90s) — reminisces about horny
snow gophers as he shares the voyeuristic tales of his
ski-instructor days with lover Mike Flynn.

He tells of how he saw Dick Fisk and Chad
Benson trading blows and Dick eventually fucking
Chad, as he peered through a window. Then he
watched as Al Parker dominated Casey Donovan
(including an amazing glove-free fisting scene). And
he describes another scene with Dick Fisk, Chad
Benson, Al Parker and Casey Donovan in the living
room — with Donovan as the gangbang bottom. Jeff
explains how he finally joined in mid-orgy, and the
ski-ride ended with a good solid fucking to
Donovan’s legendary hole, and then Donovan taking
a major jizbath from Jeff, Al, Dick and Chad.

Director Colin Meyer shares juicy tidbits about
the production throughout (as interviewed
by Max Phillips, a videographer cur-
rently working for Falcon). For
example, the principal film- 5
ing was done with a bat- -
tery-powered 16mm -
Airflex camera and the
movie was actually
filmed at Lake Tahoe
— not Aspen, as the
title would have you
believe. Also, the
jogging scenes and
interaction between
Jeff Turk and Mike
Flynn were filmed
later in San Francisco
and used to tie the rest of
the scenes together as a
flashback, for release as a feature
on videotape.

This is truly a gay porn classic and the
film that set the standard for much of the porn that
has followed. The quality and edit of the DVD ver-
sion is clearly superior to the tape version (the pic-
ture quality is remarkable — the I16mm-to-digital
transfer looks vibrant and crisp).

The DVD includes the full-length feature; a
photo gallery; director's commentary (Colin Meyer
with Max Phillips); interactive menus; digitally
transferred from the original 16mm film; chapter
