“And people can also make
suggestions on the Web site.”

A recent surf through the site
featured a Dallas wave of activi-
ties that included dinner at Uncle
Julio’s, coffee at the Crossroads
Bookstore and Café, church at
Cathedral of Hope and frolicking
through Razzle Dazzle Dallas’
street party. Jeremy May is the
Dallas coordinator.

Now it is her turn. Her debut
stands alone in the pop music
landscape, with Lamya’s other-
worldly vocals supported by laid-
back hip-hop and dance beats,
luscious string arrangements,
guitars, sitars and a panoply of
Eastern percussion.

stripped down. She is a woman of -
paradox — despite her classical -
training, she prefers to sing pop.

The songs on Learning from
Falling are as exotic as they are
full of pop hooks, as dark as they =
are sunny and as healing as they
are hurting. What else could be
expected from a multi-lingual
trombone-playing singer? ?

“From living in so many
places, I have found that you can
convey what you mean without
even knowing the language,
Lamya says. “If you really under-
stand what you are trying to say.

eed the fastest and smartest
.~ guide for the Internet? You

don’t need to look far.
According to a test of some lead-
ing search engines on the Web,
the clear winner is Google.

Accuracy, speed and thor-
oughness of the Web’s most pop-
ular sleuths were tested by The
Associated Press in April. The
search engines were asked to duel
over seven diverse questions that
members of the news agency
posed. Results were graded on
processing speed and relevancy of
the links search engines dis-
played.

Questions used were ones that
had recently come up in AP sto-
ries or in an investigative report-
ing class that Michael Bass, the
director of The Associated Press’
News and Information Research
Center, teaches at New York
University.

Most important, Google was
the only search engine to provide
requested information on its first
page of results.

Two questions the reporters
asked stumped the panel of elec-
tronic investigators. One was,
“What Pulitzer Prizes did the
New Orleans Times-Picayune win
and in what year?”

Google needed just 0.24 sec-
onds to display a link to a page on
the Times-Picayune’s Web site,
which noted that the New
Orleans papers had won two
Pulitzers in 1997 — one for pub-
lic service and another for edito-
rial cartooning.

The second question —
“What is the name of the song
featured in the Mitsubishi com-
mercials with the lyrics, ‘T wish

> wins on the Web

that 1 knew what I know now,
when 1 was younger?” — was
answered by Google a click’s-
blink faster. In- 0.19 seconds
Google cinched the answer
(“Ooh La La,” composed in 1973
by Ron Wood and Ronnie Lane
and recorded by Rod Stewart)
even though the tester had mis-
spelled Mitsubishi in the search
term.

How did the competition do?
Veteran AltaVista and upstart
Teoma gave high relevancy rank-
ings to a Web site of MSN Money.
All that site reported was that its
managing editor used to work at
the New Orleans paper and sever-
al staffers had won Pulitzer
Prizes. Alltheweb recommended
a site with a schedule for a library
festival in New Orleans where
two former Pulitzer Prize winners
were to speak.

What gives Google the edge?
‘The Mountain View-based com-
pany says it draws upon an index
of 3 billion documents, clearly
the largest database of those test-
ed, the AP concluded.

I might add that another
quick-draw that wasn't tested in
this duel is Copernic 2001, soft-
ware with a built-in browser that
allows you to refine searches and
save them on your hard drive.
Download the freeware version at
www.copernic.com.

Calling all hackers

Kristi Langstoyl is looking for
a good computer hacker. So badly
that she is offering a reward.

The librarian of the Ivar Asen
Centre for New Norwegian
Culture has a problem most of us
wish would go away. Her library
has a database that it can't unlock
because the man who compiled it
died nine years ago without writ-
ing down his password.

The database contains more
than 14,000 books and magazines
written in New Norwegian.
Langstoyl can read the entries on
dBase disks of what is in the data-
base, but without the password

she can’t get access to them. If a
hacker can't crack the password,
she will have to recatalog the col-
lection and rebuild the database
herself.

The library has just issued a
cyber distress call by listing a link
on its Web site to the files it needs
to get into. Langstoyl will reward
the first successful hacker with a
free trip to the New Norwegian
festival in Oresta, Norway.

Free, that is, is you're a hacker
already living in Norway! No
deep pockets at the Centre for
New Norwegian Culture, unlike
the Nobel Committee in neigh-
boring Sweden.

“It is more difficult than we
thought,” explains Langstoyl.
“We have had about 80 e-mails
and phone calls from all over
Norway, mostly from people who
work in small businesses, some
private persons, that are interest-
ed in computing and want to try
to solve our problem.”

Losing passwords due to a
death is not unheard of, say cyber
locksmiths. But more frequent,
says Steve Weiss, president of
Password Crackers Inc. in North
Potomac, Md., are calls from
companies where a disgruntled
employee left the firm and
refused to disclose passwords.

Weiss believes he can crack
the library’s database with little
difficulty. The basic encryption
for dBase files is wide open, he
says. He guesses he could gain
access in a few minutes and
would charge only about $40.
Even if the compiler had used a
different  encryption, Weiss
believes the job could be accom-
plished.

“Death is rarely the cause of
losing passwords, although we
did have a network administrator
hit by a bus,” Weiss quipped.

In that case I will be looking
both ways, especially when jay-
walking!

ong before her debut on the
quirky TV masterpiece Six

Feet Under, little Lauren

Ambrose was doing a little les-
bian experimentation —
onscreen, that is. In fact, if you
like the angst and sensibility that
she brings to her Claire Fisher
character, then you may want to
dive right into Swimming.
However, if you're looking for
something entertaining, you may
want to see Spider-Man for a fifth
time instead.

The true evidence that this
film didn’t have much chance of
seeing the light of day (or should
I say the “dark of theater”) is the
fact that the new release was
already “in the can” way back in
2000. If anything, Ambrose’s
newfound celebrity from SFU is
probably the only reason they
dusted off the print and actually
made copies. But I can hardly
blame them. Despite a blah story-
line, Ambrose brings teenage
social anxiety to deliriously
intoxicating levels. It's fun just to
watch her slouch through every
scene with perfect-pitch preci-
sion. Woe is her.

But before I get too caught up
in my admiration of Ambrose, I
should probably get to the movie
itself. And in case you're afraid of
getting this confused with the
other lesbian coming-of-age
movie with the word “swim” in
the title, T'll give you two dead
giveaways — Girls Can't Swim is
in French, while Swimming focus-
es more on french fries. This is

(Ambrose) and her brother Neil
(Josh Pais) have inherited the
family’s hamburger restaurant
after her parents decided to move
away from Myrtle Beach to retire
in the hot Arizona desert. Even
though she’s a 50/50 partner, her
brother runs the business like a
dictator, and mousy Frankie just
sits back and endures the conde-
seension. Of course, this is a
theme in her life to date: playing
Sonny to everybody else’s Cher.

Frankies bestqfriend, Nicola
(Jennifer Dundas Lowe), runs the
body-piercing parlor next door.
Loud, brash and screaming for
attention at every instance, she
makes it even easier for Frankie
to fade into the background.
However, when two new people
roll into town for the summer
season, the world for these two
best friends turns upside-down.
Heath (Jamie Harrold), a goofy-
but-cute guy who sells tie-dye
shirts out of his van, and Josee
(Joelle Carter), a buxom head-
turner who becomes the world’s
worst waitress at Wheelers, both
set their intentions on Frankie.
Motivated by jealousy as her
timid friend becomes the center
of attention, Nicola sets out to
prove to Frankie that these new
friends are just taking advantage
of her innocence.

I don't know if it’s just me, but
the synopsis sounds much more
interesting in print than the plot
plays out on the screen. Its not
that the movie’s bad as much as

extremely mild moments of les-
bianism are timid by most stan-
dards, and so fleeting that they're
not really a big focus of the film.

We've seen about 13 million
ugly duckling teen dramas over
the past few months or so, mak-
ing the concept neither original
nor intriguing. At least we're
spared the typical musical mon-
tage of her transformation into a
beautiful swan.

What is special, as I've already
stressed early on, is Ambrose.
Perhaps I'm jaded because of my
extreme fondness of her character
and the entire cast of Six Feet
Under, but I find her utterly fasci-
nating. Sure, she’s already in her
early twenties, but she plays
teenagers to perfection. She must
have some tremendously devas-
tating high school social traumas
to draw on for inspiration. And if
she doesn't, she’s an even better
actress than I ever suspected.

I must admit that | don’t know
many people who would be inter-
ested in any actor to endure the
tedium that is Swimming. But the
best news of all is that yet anoth-
er swim-titled movie is set for
release this summer: Swimfan. It
sounds like a generic teen horror
flick, but at least I know it’s going
to feature hot young hunks walk-
ing around in Speedos. (I've seen
the publicity stills.) And with the
promise of that, who needs a
plot?
