Houston gay political caucus PAC endorses 9

Constitutional amendment
banning gay marriage and
civil unions is condemned

Nine municipal candidates, including
popular Houston City Controller Annise
Parker, received endorsements from the
Houston GLBT Political Caucus PAC at
the group’s annual meeting Aug. 3.

Not surprisingly, the group also
voted to condemn the proposed constitu-
tional amendment banning gay marriage
and civil unions, which will also appear
on the Nov. 8 ballot. :

Members were given an opportunity
to hear from each of the candidates
before the final vote. Parker and activist
Sue Lovell, who is seeking an at-large
City Council seat, were among the con-
tenders who attended.

“I am always happy to have the
endorsement of the caucus,” Parker said.
“This year the marriage amendment will
AR

more people to the
polls, but we have to make sure we keep
our support strong and show up as
well.”

Parker is unopposed. But she said
during every campaign, someone joined
the race at the last moment.

“So we are running a very aggressive
campaign, raising every dollar we can
and screening with as many groups as
will have me,” Parker said. “I'm hoping
to show people that I am a very strong
candidate this year.”

Lovell, who is running for at-large

Position 2, said the endorsement of the

caucus’s PAC helps.

“They do so much to help their can-
didates get recognized in the community
and get elected,” Lovell said.

A little later in the evening, Lovell
received the endorsement she sought.

“This has been a long process, but I
think we have chosen the best people for

Houston,” said Tammy Wallace, secre-
tary of the GLBT caucus.

Wallace said the process that resulted
in the endorsements started more than a
month ago.

“We had three days in July where
the candidates could come to meet the
members and screen with us,” Wallace
said. Each candidate was scored based
on where they stood on gay issues.

The scores were presented to mem-
bers at the annual meeting last week.
The candidates were given two minutes
to convince the members that they
should be elected.

The candidates then left the room,
and members had a chance to discuss
each candidate, Wallace said. But select-
ing candidates to endorse wasn’t the
biggest item on the PAC’s agenda.

.+ The biggest issue the caucus had to
face this year, I think, was that we had a
lot of candidates that were against the
marriage amendment but were not for
gay marriage.” Wallace said. “We need
both. We need people in office to help
us with what we consider to be impor-
tant.”

pare endorsement cards and distribute
them to GLBT Houstonians, and will
supplement the group’s Web page,
adding a new page listing the endorse-
ments.

Montrose Clinic and Assistance announce merger

Joined organizations will
better serve clients, say
directors of agencies
By Nancy Ford

Staff Writer

The Montrose Clinic and The
Assistance Fund, two of Houston's lead-
ing agencies serving
HOUSTON people with HIV,
will merge later this year, leaders

announced.
“We think this is truly exciting

news,” said Sonna Alton, director of
community resources at the Montrose
Clinic. “With the addition of the phar-
macy here at the Clinic, and with fund-
ing the way it’s going, it just makes it
more cost-effective to operate that way.”

The two boards voted July 27 to
merge. They said legalities, including a
name change and a new logo, would be
completed by Oct. 3.

The boards hired a consultant to
make sure the merger would be cost-
effective and in the best interest of
patients, Alton explained.

“It was something that was really

examined from all sides,” she added,
“and they all decided that it was the best
thing to do for patient care.”

Montrose Clinic formed in 1981 and
has 70 full-time employees and a budget
of $5.3 million. It provides preventive
and primary health care to about 15,000
people at its clinic at 215 Westheimer
Road.

Founded in 1988, The Assistance
Fund serves over 3,000 clients with
AIDS each year. With a budget of $4.6
million, the fund’s 12 staff members
focus on helping clients maintain insur-

ance and the money needed for medical care.
The Assistance Fund office is located at 1116
Jackson Blvd. in Montrose.

No employees at either agency will lose
their jobs due to the merger, officials said.

Montrose Clinic’s executive director, Katy
Caldwell, will hold the same position at the
merged agency. The Assistance Fund’s execu-
tive director, Ken Malone, will become the
chief operating officer.

The new organization will consist of two
entities: an operating arm will supply services
and conduct fundraising, including obtaining
grants. The endowment will handle long-term
funding goals, officials said. This structure
should allow the merged agency to rapidly set
up new programs, even when government
funding may not be available, they added.

Operations will continue as usual during
the merger. No one receiving assistance from
either agency will lose any of the services

~they now receive, leaders pledged.

*It’s not going to change anything short-
term. Butiit’s going to allow us to serve more
people in the future,” Malone said.

He added that there was the tendency to
believe you're giving something up when
agencies merge. But he added, “We need to
set that aside and look at the larger good of
the community.”

Caldwell agreed.

“In the beginning, a lot of people probably
won’t even notice any difference. I think the

immediate difference is that we'll be able to
serve more clients in a combined organiza-
tion,” she said. Caldwell also said the com-
bined agency would experience economies of
scale that would allow it to better serve
clients.

Caldwell said case management would
also remain the same for the time being.

The federal grant program that pays for
much of these services, the Ryan White
CARE Act, is up for renewal, Caldwell said.

“Who knows what’s going to happen,
come next year,” she said. Harris County will
request proposals for next year’s grants in
March.

“We're supposed to have those results in
December, and then we'll all know what's
going to happen with case management,”
Caldwell said.

Word of a suspected merger involving the
two agencies had been circulating for some
time, although Malone said in early June that
no merger was planned. Caldwell had no
comment at the time.

“The thing that is most important and has
always been paramount to Katy in how we
run this agency is providing the best possible
service that we can,” Alton said. “T think
when you always operate within that frame-
work, then you make good, sound decisions.”

“It may not be something everyone likes,
but I understand that.”

Roberts’s help on Romer
muddies confirmation waters

Supreme Court nominee gave ‘absolutely crucial’ advice to gay Iegal
team, in mock hearing peppered counsel with Scalia-like questions

After gearing up for a bruising confirma-
tion fight, warriors on both sides appear inca-
pable of drawing clean battle lines in the
coming showdown over Judge John G.
Roberts.

Nominated to the Supreme Court by
President Bush in mid-July, Roberts was ini-
tially greeted with wild enthusiasm on the

* right and tepid disapprayal on the left. Both

sides have since had to contend with the fact
that Roberts has not left a long paper trail of
opinions or briefs on hot-button issues. It
seemed at first as if this stealth candidate was
going to emerge one day as a loyal member
of the far right, rather than a turncoat swing
vote — or worse, a Republican pick turned
liberal, like David Souter or Earl Warren.

The Los Angeles Times last Thursday
dropped what looked like a bombshell into
the standoff, reporting that Roberts had will-
ingly taken on some pro bono work on behalf
of the pro-gay advocates in Romer v. Evans.
Argued in 1995, Romer challenged a
Colorado Supreme Court ruling that had
struck a statewide amendment outlawing gay
rights measures by cities, towns and counties
throughout the state. According to the news-
paper, Roberts coached lead attorney Jean
Dubofsky on the ins and outs of arguing

before the Supreme
Court. He also played
the role of Justice Antonin Scalia during a
practlce run, peppering her with tough ques-
tions, from the conservative perspective.

Dubofsky s team went on to win a 6-3
victory, with Justice Anthony Kennedy deliv-
ering what was then the most powerful gay
rights opinion in history.

Logically, the news was the sort that
should have thrown the contest into turmoil.
According to Walter A. Smith, a gay man
who was head of the pro bono department at
Hogan & Hartson, where Roberts worked,
Roberts accepted the assignment willingly.

“He said, ‘Let’s do it,"” Smith told the
L.A. Times. “And it’s illustrative of his open-
mindedness, his fair-mindedness. He did a
brilliant job.”

Dubofsky said that Roberts’s advice came
in two areas that were “absolutely crucial.”

“He said you have to be able to count and
know where your votes are coming from. And
the other was that you absolutely have to be
on top of why and where and how the state
court ruled in this case,” she said.

But the bombshell has so far turned out to
be a dud.

Gay groups and other progressives gener-
ally sounded a cautionary note.

“His limited involvement in this important
case does not shed any light on his approach

to the Constitution,” People for the American
Way said, “let alone provide an understanding
of what his confirmation might mean to the
rights and liberties of gay Americans.”

Lambda Legal Defense and Education
Fund called the news “one more piece that
will be added to the puzzle of vetting John
Roberts.” The Human Rights Campaign said
Roberts’s participation in Romer was note-
worthy, but “adds little to our understanding
of how he would vote on the court.”

On the far right, dead silence prevailed for
24 hours while radio talk show commentators
reportedly had a field day. Then conservatives
closed ranks, defending the nominee and
insisting that his role in the gay case was lim-
ited and reflected his position as a loyal mem-
ber of his law firm, ready to help all clients.

The comments echoed a “talking points”
memo issued by Sean Rushton of the conser-
vative Committee for Justice, the advocacy
group that promotes hardcore conservatives
for federal judgeships. In that memo, Rushton
called the news about Roberts “a red herring
meant to divide the Right.”

The notion that liberals would attempt to
“tarnish” Roberts’s candidacy by revealing
what most centrists and liberals alike would
perceive as evidence of an open-minded and
unbiased character, seems far-fetched.

By contrast, the notorious commentator
Ann Coulter has condemned Bush for his
selection.

“Conservatism is sweeping the nation, we
have a fully functioning alternative media,
we're ticked off and ready to avenge Robert
Bork, and Bush nominates a Rorschach blot.”
Coulter wrote.

Roberts rules

Finally, you should know that a conserva-
tive group called Public Advocate of the
United States has turned against federal
appellate Judge John Roberts, and will either
stay neutral or campaign against his confir-
mation to the Supreme Court. Eugene
Delgaudo told the Associated Press, “T know
that others feel the same way. I know they
believe as I do. They're just not going to act.”

In fact, I also know that quite a few gay
leaders were very pleasantly surprised by the
news that Roberts took up the cause of the
angels in Romer v. Evans, and helped the pro-
gay side prepare for Supreme Court argu-
ments free of charge. They're keeping their
mouths shut about their true feelings just as
most far right conservatives are staying mum
about what must be an incredibly disturbing
possibility.

ADA and the definition of
disability

| wish to set the record straight, in response to the
thoughtful letter from reader David Berry. In his letter Mr.
Berry said, “...And everyone knows how important the act
(Americans with Disabilities Act) has been for people with
AIDS, especially after the Supreme Court bolstered the Act
in 1998, ruling that people with HIV and no symptoms
were covered by the law's protections.”

The 1998 case Mr. Berry refers to is Bragdon vs.
Abbott, which is about a dentist’s refusal to treat an HIV
infected patient. The lawyers in this case argued that their
client’s inability to “reproduce” was the life limiting activi-
ty that substantially limited their client. However, this rea-
soning has already become unraveled, and is being used
against the LGBT community, using the line of argument
that gays and lesbians either have no wish to reproduce or
are incapable.

Even though the Department of Justice’s Web site
clearly states that “HIV, symptomatic or asymptomatic, is
considered a disability,” that is simply not true. My efforts
to draw attention to this issue have been dismissed and |
feel | have been perceived as some kind of ranting lunatic.

Martin Rosenthal of the Equal Employment
Opportunity Commission's office in Dallas has told me that
AIDS does not count. | also have in writing from the
Department of Education’s Office of Civil Rights, which
enforces the ADA and the Rehabilitation Act, that although
I'have AIDS, | do not “fit the legal definition of disability.”

This is why | am trying to drum up support for the ADA
Restoration Act, which has been recommended by the
National Council on Disability. It would shore up many
shortcomings in the Act that have come about because of
adverse court rulings.

Supreme Court nominee is looking better and better

His invaluable assistance to gay
lawyers in Supreme Court
appeal calms some worries

John Roberts is an enigma.

He’s conservative, of course. How could
he not be? He was nominated for the
Supreme Court of the
United States by President
Bush who, as we all know,
allows the right to think
for him instead of thinking
for himself.

I doubt Bush has an
opinion that Karl Rove
hasn’t poll-tested on the
religious right first. Which
means that when he first
nominated Roberts —
before I even knew any-
thing about his candidate
— I 'had decided that
Roberts was going to be By Jennifer Vanasco
bad for gays and bad for  Contributing Columnist
the country. s

I imagined Roberts stepping into his
Justice robes, cackling, while doodling “T am
going to be the man to overturn Roe v. Wade
and Lawrence v. Texas™ on yellow legal pads.

But I was wrong.

Over the last few weeks it has become
clear that Roberts is actually the best candi-
date we can hope for at this time, when we
are saddled with a Republican administration
and a Republican Congress.

He is a tough thinker and an excellent
lawyer. Most important: he does not seem to
be an idealogue.

The left was just as shocked as the right
when it came out last week that Roberts had
worked pro bono for the gay side on a land-
mark Supreme Court case, Romer v. Evans.

In Romer, the Supreme Court in 1996
struck down a Colorado ballot measure
approved by voters the forbade political sub-
divisions within the state from enacting gay
rights laws. The measure also repealed exist-
ing anti-discrimination laws in three cities
and anti-discrimination policies on some col-
lege campuses.

Roberts was solicited for the case because
he was conservative and because the team
arguing on behalf of gay civil rights was
looking for help understanding what might
sway the more conservative justices.

Roberts only spent about six hours play-
ing devil’s advocate to the gay side’s argu-
ments, but those six hours were invaluable.
And his former law firm colleagues are clear
that if this sort of pro bono work conflicted
with his morality, Roberts was always able to
turn it down.

But Roberts didn’t turn it down, because
he saw working out Romer as an intellectual
puzzle, not as a challenge to his own morali-
ty. That is, he might not be with us — but
he’s not necessarily against us, either. He is

more interested in doing what’s right (as he
interprets the law) than in following any sort
of party line.

This is important, because this sort of jus-
tice changes with time as the morality of the
country shifts.

He can change — that is, he may rule for
us, as O’Connor sometimes did. (Remember
that O’Connor was appointed by Reagan.)
And he may rule for us more

and more as the country
slowly comes to its senses
and realizes that there are
gay people in every family
in America.

But it could be that
whether ke rules for us or
not depends on who else is
on the Court with him.

A study on judicial

| thinking by Cass Sunstein, a
| University of Chicago Law
School professor, says that
judges are more influenced
by whom they sit next to on
the bench than by the politi-
cal party of the president
that nominated them.

This means that a sharply divided court is
actually kind of good — it makes for more
moderate decisions. A court that is dominat-
ed by one way of thinking or another tends
to get more and more polarized as time goes
on.

Polarized decisions are bad for gay men
and lesbians, even if they rule our way. When
decisions are too far right, of course, then we
must worry about losing our civil rights. But
when decisions are too far left, then the court
gets ahead of the country, which only leads
to-more battles on the ground. Think abortion
clinic bqmbings. The last thing we want is
for wackos to.start targeting gay churches,

community centers and youth gathering
places.

Roberts, it is hoped, will not be a polariz-
ing kind of judge, because he not only under-
stands a lot of the left’s arguments, but he
helped craft them (he also worked on behalf
of welfare clients and an inmate on Florida’s
death row). He won’t dismiss us out of hand
— he’ll actually try to listen to what we have
to say. He knows that we have valid reason-
ing.

So Roberts is important, and who sits on
the bench with Roberts is important. When
the next Justice retires — which may be soon
and which may be the very ill William
Rehnquist, chief justice of the United States
— we need to make sure that we don’t make
things easy on the Republicans, allowing
them to slide another idealogue in.

Well. If Roberts seems promising, you
may ask, why are organizations on the left
still fighting him?

I'm not sure, but I have two guesses.
First, Democratic senators may worry that if
they seem too eager to help Roberts along
they will be in trouble come election time if
Roberts indeed does something drastic, like
helping to overturn Roe v. Wade.

Second, if the left turns around and starts
advocating for Roberts then the right —
which is already fairly wary of him — could
very well turn around and use our support as
a reason to turn against him.

We seem to be unexpectedly lucky in
Roberts. He’s a conservative who doesn’t
hate us and who takes our arguments serious-
ly. Let’s hope that we're as lucky next time,
too.

Sure, Drey's fellow

Houstonians — the bootyli-

cious Beyoncé and Brooke
Valentine, whose Chain Letter is one of
2005’s most eclectic albums — have chops.
But Beyoncé and Valentine have a sound
grounded in hip-hop beats and R&B grooves.
Drey’s music is pure, unfettered pop fun —
perfect for a shimmering night under the
disco ball.

Drey’s slinky breakout single, “Killin’
Me,” recently took up residence in the Top 10
of Billboard's Club Play chart, amid mega-
watt hits from Mariah Carey, Gwen Stefani
and the Pussycat Dolls. The song weaves a
hypnotic tale of lost love, anchored by Drey’s
confident, pleading delivery.

“Killin" Me" has pedigree. The song was
remixed by Mike Rizzo, who has worked
with Jewel and “the Deborahs™ (Cox and
Gibson), and was produced by the legendary
Nile Rodgers, whose list of credits include
Madonna, Diana Ross, David Bowie and
Chic. (Drey’s full-length album is scheduled
to drop later this year.)

“I always knew I was a good singer,”
Drey says. “I never considered myself a great
singer, and I had to work really hard at it.

Drey was born in Los Angeles, but she
lived in Houston from the fourth grade until
after graduating from St. Thomas Episcopal
High School. In 1995, after a year at Houston
Baptist University, Drey left for Boston,
where the overachiever simultaneously
attended Simmons College and the New
England Conservatory of Music.

At Simmons College, she majored in
nutrition but her minor in music composition
was her passion.

“Let’s put it this way — I was writing
songs on my notebook in the middle of lec-
tures,” Drey says, from her home near Miami
Beach.

Songwriting has opened doors for the
young singer, who still visits Houston regu-
larly to see her family. Drey has won count-
less songwriting awards, including VH-1"s
Song of the Year contest. Her rocket-fueled
track “Just Like That” was even used as a
theme song at home games for the Boston
Red Sox.

And it’s all thanks to a little nudging from
Mom, Margaret Teele, who also had a brief

run in the spotlight. (Teele graced the small
screen in'60s classics like Gomer Pyle
USMC, The Andy Griffith Show and Batman.)

She’s a woman after a
gay man'’s heart.

Drey embraces her burgeoning status as
one of the many fabulous female singers lov-
ingly embraced by the gay community:
Kristine W, Amber, Deborah Cox, Cyndi
Lauper. She’s in grand company.

“Killin’ Me" still has plenty of hands in
the air and hips swiveling. Its equally solid

follow-up, “Why Should I Believe You,” will
likely follow suit, thanks to searing remixes
from Rizzo, Valentin (Christina Aguilera) and
Josh Harris (Britney Spears, the Killers). Drey
is also slated to work with Rodgers again on
an undetermined third single. The new track
is scheduled to drop in late August, and Drey
will debut it at South Beach.

“I love the idea of being in a gay club
filled with a thousand good-looking men, all
calling my name. There’s nothing more excit-
ing than that!” Drey says. I think it's won-
derful — and gay men, for whatever reason,
are more perceptive to a certain kind of
music, a certain kind of art. There’s some-
thing about the beauty of emotion and melody
that I find gay people tend to respond to bet-
ter. That's the music that also tums me on.”

Life is good for the Texas-bred diva.
She’s finalizing her full-length disc while the
“Killin" Me" remix single and an early ver-
sion of the album are now available on her
Web site (JennaDrey.com).
