The United States Conference on AIDS will begin with a candlelight vigil in
tribute to victims of Hurricane Katrina and the thousands of lives lost to HIV.

The “Celebration of Life” is scheduled Sept. 29 at 7:30 p.m. at the Hermann
Square Reflection Pond. It will “celebrate those who have lived, fought and died,”
coordinators said in a statement.

The 2005 Conference on AIDS will continue through Oct. 2 at Houston's Hilton
Americas Hotel. It is the most widely attended gathering of HIV service providers
in the country. About 3,000 participants are expected to attend.

Prince Albert of Monaco will be honored at a Sept. 28 dinner presented by
Friends of the World Foundation for AIDS Research and Prevention. Professor Luc
Montagnier and Dr. Robert C. Gallo, co-discovers of the human immunodeficiency
virus, the virus that causes AIDS, will also be honored at the gala at the
InterContinental Hotel. The foundation supports research and clinical centers
located in regions that are hard-hit by the epidemic. Proceeds from the dinner will
benefit a new center in Yaoundé, Cameroon, and a center operating in Abidjan,
Ivory Coast.

Citizen complaints about a Sept. 9 drag show, which attracted a crowd esti-
mated at 150 people to Saradora’s Coffeehouse and Cafe, prompted the Round
Rock mayor to order a fire code inspection, the first in the restaurant’s 10-year
history.

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Human Rights Campaign
president praises Houston
for response to Katrina

In a national speaking tour that
included a stop at Rice University, the
Human Rights Campaign president, Joe
Solmonese, lauded Houstonians for their
response to Hurricane Katrina.

“You are the center of what’s going
on here in the country right now,”

supporters who attended his Sept. 8
appearance.

“People in places like Houston are
called upon to be more patriotic than

Solmonese said his group, the largest
gay and lesbian political organization in
the country, spent $100,000 on research
in the last two months. The results will
help local organizations fight legislation
like Proposition 2, the proposed amend-
ment to the Texas Constitution banning
gay marriage and civil unions. Voters
will decide the amendment’s fate Nov.
8. ;

“We will also have more people
coming down here in the coming weeks
to lend their support,” Solmonese said.

Dr. Brady Allen lectured at the
Center for AIDS last week, speaking for
two hours to a group of 20 people about
resistance testing for HIV-positive
patients.

According to Dr. Allen, HIV drug
resistance is a major cause of treatment

g
patients.

“Resistance testing should be done
within the first two years of being
infected — the sooner the better,” said
Dr. Allen.

Dr. Allen said resistance testing per-
formed at this stage provided quicker
information about which medications
would not be effective in a patient’s

In addition to its traditional political
focus, his organization works with cor-
porate America, communities of faith
and straight allies to build support for
gay equal rights, Solmonese added.

Allen has been working with HIV
patients for 23 years. For the last 12
years, he has lived with the disease him-
self.

“Our goals are to find potent, durable

ing more GLBT people to office,
Solmonese said gays, lesbians, bisexuals
and transgenders should “build a bigger
army to go to places that we haven't
been before to try to garnish support.”

Solmonese was selected to lead the
Human Rights Campaign in March after
serving for 12 years as executive direc-
tor of Emily’s List, a political action
committee supporting women
Democratic candidates who favor abor-
tion rights.

and tolerable regimens for patients and
suppress HIV for as long as possible in
order to restore immune function,” said
Dr. Allen. “More people are getting
infected with HIV strains that are
already resistant to one or more anti-
HIV drugs.”

Dr. Allen said two types of resistance
testing can be done. Both are accurate in
discovering which drugs will not be
effective in an individual patient.

“In Phenotypic resistance testing,
HIV multiplies in a test tube when
antiviral drugs are added. And
Genotypic resistance testing is when
genetic code of HIV has mutations
are linked to drug resistance,” said Dr.
Allen.

This resistance is caused whenan -
HIV strain mutates or adapts to the
medication being used by the patient.

Cross resistance occurs when an
HIV strain is resistant to more than
drug.

“Cross-resistance is important
you change medications. You need to

choose new drugs that are not cross-resistant
to drugs you've already taken,” said Dr.
Allen.

He believes the best way to prevent resist-
ance is to keep HIV at extremely low levels
by consistently taking powerful antiviral
drugs.

Although Dr. Allen recommends that
patients receive resistance testing, the tests are
expensive and not available everywhere.

“But the tests are becoming more com-
mon and faster and cheaper. We are hoping
the tests will be available to everyone soon,”
said Dr. Allen.

He also warns that if a patient misses
doses too often. the HIV strain will multiply
more easily and more mutations will occur.

Allen suggests that a patient begin HIV
medications sometime after their CD-4 count
drops below 350 cubic millimeters per milli-
liter.

“When the count drops below 350, it is
much harder. but not impossible, to get the
count back up to a stable and safe range,”

said Dr. Allen.

“Our inability to cure HIV does not pre-
vent us from treating HIV,” Dr. Allen told the
audience. “In fact, the virus integrates into T-
cells that remain dormant. If we could get all
your T-cells to duplicate, we could cure HIV.”

2 plead guilty in Austin gay-bashing

Deal with prosecutors likely
to result in 6-year prison
terms for Brockman, Gay

Two men pleaded guilty to aggravated
assault under a deal with prosecutors in
Travis County, the Austin American
Statesman: reported. Donald Brockman, 25,
and Darren Gay 22, are expected to receive
six-year prison terms for

beating a 32-year-old gay
man whom they met at a gay nightclub on
Fourth Street.

Four men were involved in the brutal
attack, which occurred on July 17, 2004.

Darren Gay’s brother Glen, who was 16
at the time, has already been found guilty as
a juvenile. He was sentenced to 13 years,
but will likely serve three years in a youth
facility instead. The fourth man, 23-year-old
Shawn Regan has been charged as an
accomplice. His trial has not been held yet.

The hate crime, one of the most brutal in

Austin in recent years, took place at the vic-
tim’s apartment at the end of a night of
drinking at the bar. Once in private, the men
beat their new acquaintance for four hours,
smashed a glass over his head, kicked him,
poked him with a sword, whipped him with
a vacuum cleaner cord and assaulted him
with a sex toy.

According to the Statesman, the uniden-
tified victim told police the men quoted
Leviticus, telling him the Bible says to “put
to death any man that lays [sic.] with anoth-
er man, and tonight we are passing judg-
ment on you for being a faggot and a
queer.”

A break in the case occurred when the
victim saw one of his attackers in an Austin
store. The man departed the store quickly on
foot, then hitchhiked to a friend’s house
after being picked up by an Austin resident
who had heard about the crime. The attacker
told the driver that he and some friends had
assaulted a gay man. After dropping the
man off, the driver called Austin police.
who made the arrests.

But with its final 2005 production,
titled Femme Fatale, members have decided
to disband the foundation.

Negotiations are underway to decide what
will become of the name Miss Camp
America. But for now, it appears that the
annual pageant in its current incarnation will
end Saturday night.

Or maybe next Friday night.

Weather permitting, the Miss Camp
America Foundation will present “Femme

Fatale” on Sept. 24 at 7:45 p.m. at Rich’s-
Houston, located at 2401 San Jacinto St.

As of Wednesday, show director Rex
Marzke, known onstage as Rula, was “99 per-
cent sure” that the show would be postponed.
If so, expect throngs to show up at Rich’s on
Sept. 30 to witness what will likely be Miss
Camp America’s final promenade.

The pageant’s peak year was 2001, Steve
Roberts, also known as Miss Casey
DeMumps, said. That year, the extravaganza
raised nearly $85,000.

Roberts estimates that the group’s opulent
annual productions have raised $1 million for
Houston charities.

Beneficiaries of this year’s pageant are the
Montrose Counseling Center, The Assistance
Fund, Bering Omega and the Montrose
Clinic.

“It has changed over the years,” Roberts
said. “Our membership was down really low,
but a lot of people have come back just to do
the show with year.”

Roberts, a past president, is one of them.
He had dropped out two years ago.

highest fundraisers are a team: Tom
Polgreen, who rides, and his partner, Mel
Rushton, who raises the money. Last year,
they came up with more than $45,000.

One hundred percent of pledges brought
in by riders and some crew members goes
to the sponsoring agencies: AIDS Services
of Dallas, AIDS Outreach Center of Tarrant
County and the Resource Center of Dallas.
The administrative and production costs of
the ride are underwritten through corporate
sponsorships.

It's not uncommon for riders to actually
increase their pledges during the ride. Every
year, Bush receives cash at the end of each
day from riders who, while stopped at inter-
sections, have strangers hand them money
to support the cause.

This year’s ride is also significant for
other reasons. For one thing, the route is
different. The event starts at Tarrant County
Community College’s south campus instead
of the north campus. Riders will head south-
west to Dinosaur Valley State Park near
Glen Rose, where they’ll camp on Saturday
night. The return trip is 90 miles from
Dinosaur Valley to Dallas, concluding at 6
p.m. Sunday. The total length of the ride is
just shy of 175 miles.

The ride is always held in September.
Coordinators schedule it then in an attempt
to avoid the worst of the heat but before
seasonal rains in October.

This year Bush is busy making contin-
gency plans because of Hurricane Rita.
Inclement weather can cut the ride short, but
the money raised by riders still goes to the

agencies.
The NAMES Project’s AIDS Memorial
Quilt will be on display Sunday in Robert
E. Lee Park before the closing ceremony at
Reverchon Park. This will be the largest
outdoor display of the quilt dutside of its
exhibit in Washington. The 920 panels will
cover the available acreage of Lee Park.
“The quilt is a nice bonus to Lone Star
Ride,” Bush says. “I'm certainly old enough
that I remember when the quilt first came
into being. But there are so many people
who don’t know about the quilt —people in
their 20s and 30s who have never even
heard of it. It is such a dramatic representa-
tion of the number and variety of individu-
als who have lost their lives to AIDS. You

Lambda Legal says ‘no’ to Judge John Roberts

GLBT legal group withheld judgment until hearing, but says the
nominee failed to provide answers on matters important to gays

hearing on Sept. 15.

The Lambda Legal Defense and
Education Fund on Monday announced its
opposition to the confirmation of Judge John
G. Roberts as Chief Justice of the United
States.

Lambda said the candidate’s refusal to
provide clear answers on matters of impor-

tance to GLBT people
was the chief factor in
the group's decision. In a statement, the advo-
cates singled out his reluctance to state
whether a right to privacy extends to gays and
lesbians, noting that Roberts declined to dis-
tance himself from a dissent in Lawrence v.
Texas, the landmark 2003 Supreme Court rul-
ing that overturned state sodomy laws that
applied to consenting gay adults.

Lambda also questioned Judge Roberts’s
views on the power of Congress to address
discrimination along with his zipped lips on
abortion jurisprudence and other matters.

“Roberts repeatedly refused to provide
substantive answers to questions designed to
bring to light more information about his
judicial philosophy and how he would ana-
lyze key constitutional issues,” Lambda said
in a press release.

Despite pressure from Democrats on the
Senate Judiciary Committee, Judge Roberts
wouldn’t comment on any issue that might
reach the court. His stance precluded specific
answers to a broad range of questions about
Roe v. Wade, the right to die, gay rights and
matters of church and state. At one point in
the three days of Senate questioning, Senator
Charles Schumer, Democrat of New York,
wondered aloud in frustration whether the
nominee would hedge his response to “What
are your favorite movies?” Judge Roberts
promptly deadpanned: “North by Northwest
and Dr. Zhivago.”

Nonetheless, Roberts did provide insight
into his view of the Constitution and the law,
presenting himself as a cautious conservative
but not one in the radical mold of Justice
Antonin Scalia. Roberts expressed a commit-
ment to the liberty interests arising from the
Due Process Clause that form the backbone
of Roe and Lawrence. He described the
framers of the Constitution as men who were
“crafting a document that they intended to
apply in a meaningful way down the ages,” a
view in stark contrast to the so-called origi-
nalist notion that the Constitution must be

Governor Schwarzenegger meets with gay leaders

90-minute session Wednesday
included leader of Equality
California and 15 others ~

California Governor Arnold
Schwarzenegger met with GLBT leaders
angered by the announcement that the gover-
nor will veto a bill authorizing same-sex mar-
riage. Geoff Kors, executive director of
Equality California, joined about 15 other
community activists for the 90-minute session
in the governor’s Sacramento office.

The meeting, held Wednesday as this
issue of TXT goes to press, comes two days
before the Legislature plans to send
Schwarzenegger a bill legalizing same-sex
marriage. Passed by the state Senate in late
August, and by the state Assembly one week
later, the vote marked the first time that an
American legislature had equalized marriage
laws for gay couples. But on Sept. 7, the day
after the bill’s narrow passage,
Schwarzenegger spokeswoman Margita
Thompson announced that the governor
would veto the legislation. The announcement
outraged the GLBT community and its allies.

In response, the Legislature decided to
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delay sending the bill to Schwarzenegger's
desk until Friday’s deadline, giving activists a
12-day window to lobby the executive
branch.

According to Kors, Equality California
has tried without success to set up a major
meeting between gay leaders and the gover-
nor in the past. Notwithstanding his reluc-
tance to meet, Schwarzenegger has been seen
as a friend to the community since his elec-
tion in October 2003. But that reputation is
now in jeopardy, not just by the promised
marriage veto, but also by the unexpected
veto two weeks ago of a seemingly innocu-

ous piece of gay rights
legislation. That bill
amended the text of a voluntary campaign
anti-discrimination pledge to include sexual
orientation. In a telephone interview, Kors
said Schwarzenegger had shown no sign of
hostility towards the measure prior to pulling
out his veto pen.

It was in this context that Kors again
requested a meeting with the governor, who
accepted. Three other key pieces of gay rights
legislation are also languishing on
Schwarzenegger's desk, including a key pro-
posal to expand the state’s civil rights law to
include sexual orientation. Schwarzenegger

has not indicated whether he will sign or veto
these bills, although they will become law
without his signature if he does neither.

Meanwhile,"two anti-marriage constitu-
tional amendments have been qualified for
petitioning. The governor, who has stated
support for gay rights and who opposes a fed-
eral amendment to define marriage, has yet to
take a position on these two items.

California activists have pushed hard in
the last week, bombarding the governor’s
office with e-mails and faxes, launching a
statewide television ad campaign, calling for
protests and sending 50,000 postcards to
Schwarzenegger from the children of same-
sex couples. According to Molly McKay,
field director of Equality California, the post-
cards were hand-delivered to state govern-
mental offices in six California cities by chil-
dren themselves, creating photo-ops of anti-
gay activists shouting at five, six and seven-
year-olds.

McKay called the atmosphere in
California “unprecedented,” and would not
rule out the possibility that Governor
Schwarzenegger could change his mind about
a veto.

interpreted as it was written over two cen-
turies ago. He pledged deep respect for prece-
dent, and he embraced the idea that judges
should take the real world into account in
their deliberations.

In a conference call with GLBT journal-
ists, Lambda’s executive director, Kevin
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Jon Davidson, Lambda's legal director, said by
opposing Roberts, the organization hopes to send
a message to the administration to nominate a
moderate to replace Justice Sandra Day 0’Connor.
Cathcart, and legal director, Jon Davidson,
were not able to present any incontrovertible
evidence that Roberts held an animus toward
GLBT people.

They also could not point to any other

smoking gun to back their decision
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to oppose the nominee. Nonetheless, both
men were adamant in their conviction that
Roberts would ill-serve the GLBT communi-
ty as chief justice, based in part on Roberts’s
Reagan-era staff positions, described by
Davidson as “out of the mainstream.”
Lambda had harsh criticism, too, for the
White House’s refusal to release papers from
Roberts’s days in the solicitor general’s office
during term of President Bush'’s father,
President George H.W. Bush.

Lambda joined several other GLBT
groups and a number of leading left-of-center
organizations in opposing Judge Roberts.
Despite their unified front, Roberts is expect-

ed to be approved by the committee, possibly

as early as Thursday. He's expected to win
handy confirmation from the full Senate in
time to take his seat leading the court when
the next term begins Oct. 3s The expectations
persist despite the announcement on Tuesday
that Senate Democratic leader Hany Reid of
Nevada will vote no.

Judicial and political pundits-are already
looking beyond his confirmation to the tropi-
cal storm that surrounds the replacement of
Justice Sandra Day O’Connor. Now forming
at the edge of the radar screens, it's anyone’s
guess whether the next confirmation battle
will fizzle out, or whether a monstrous politi-
cal confrontation lies ahead.

Given that Judge Roberts’s approval has

long been anticipated, it’s assumed by many
experts that his opponents are positioning
themselves for the O’Connor nominee. As
Lambda’s Jon Davidson told journalists, a
decision to support or stay neutral on Roberts
would have sent the signal that another taci-
turn conservative with no paper trail would
satisfy the GLBT watchdogs and their allies.
Opposition, by contrast, tells the president to
find a moderate if he wants progressive sup-
port, Davidson said.

Other analysts speculate that Democrats
might be in a stronger poSition to block an
archconservative nominee if they show bipar-
tisan grace and vote for Roberts. Regardless
of the merits on either side, Roberts appears
to have charmed the right, impressed the cen-
ter, and frustrated the left with his erudition
and poise under fire. Senator Schumer him-
self, who had not decided on his vote at press
time, called Roberts’ testimony a “tour de
force.”

Four members of the Senate were to meet
with President Bush on Wednesday morning
to confer on the next nominee. Republican
Majority Leader Bill Frist of Tennessee and
Judiciary Committee chair Arlen Specter
were invited to the breakfast meeting, along
with their Democratic counterparts, Harry
Reid and Patrick Leahy of Vermont.

According to unnamed Republican aides
who spoke to The New York Times, the search
is focused on women and minorities, and
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some new names have been added to the
well-publicized short list of candidates circu-
lated last June and July. Among them, the
Times mentioned Judge Consuelo M.
Callahan, who like John Roberts has served
just two years on the federal appellate bench.
Callahan, a former state appellate court judge
with a background in criminal prosecution,
was unanimously confirmed to the U.S. Court
of Appeals for the Ninth Circuit by the Senate
in 2003, with the enthusiastic support of
California Democrat Dianne Feinstein. Last
week, by contrast, Senator Feinstein called
Judge Roberts a “legal automaton.”

Justice Sandra Day O’Connor has agreed
to stay on the bench until her successor is
confirmed. The 75-year-old justice, who
resigned July 1 prior to the death of Chief
Justice William Rehnquist, has hired back her
law clerks and will participate at least in the
start of the next term.

The Associated Press reported that on
Monday, O’Connor and her seven colleagues
will review petitions for about 2,000 cases,
deciding which will be accepted for review.
In this capacity alone, she will have a chance
to influence the court’s decisions far beyond
her actual tenure.

Araujo verdicts seen as proof ‘trans panic’
defense increasingly rejected by juries

In the early hours of Oct. 4, 2002, 17-
year-old Gwen Araujo was punched, gashed,
choked, tied up and strangled. And that, a
jury decided, was murder, despite defense
claims that Araujo provoked the attack by not
telling her male companions and occasional
sex partners that she was biologically a man.

The verdicts, which follow convictions in
the murder of Brandon Teena, whose story
was told in the movie Boys Don’t Cry, may
suggest a shift in society’s attitudes toward
transgenders.

“It has been such a long time up to now

before juries got around to the point of believ-
ing that it actually wasn’t OK to do this to
people,” said Clarence Patton of the National
Coalition of Anti-Violence Programs.

The Araujo verdicts weren’t a sweeping
Statement.

Jurors decided against first-degree murder
for Michael Magidson and Jose Merel, con-
victing them of second-degree instead, and
hung 9-3 on second-degree murder for the
third defendant, Jason Cazares. They also did-

I just received an interesting e-mail from
Equal Rights Washington, who are preparing
for the possible legalization of same-sex mar-
riage in the Starbucks State.

Evan Wolfson, the veteran leader of the
fight for marriage, is fond of telling all of us
to expect a “patchwork quilt” of different
policies around the country as we work
towards, um, a smooth 600-count bed sheet
of uniform national marriage laws.

pop singer does have a free weekend, she
tries to party it up in a fabulous way.

“My best friend is gay, and [when I am in
Miami], I love to go to gay clubs. It’s a spe-
cial energy, and the music is the best,” says
Fey, friendly and cheerful during a recent
phone interview. “I love to share that with
them, in their world.”

And she has a companion when she goes
queer-clubbing.

“It makes me laugh with my husband, the
poor thing, because I take him up and down.
[He] is a darling of a person, and he accom-
panies me, and he supports me.”

Fans will have a chance to party with the
singer during her eight-city tour of gay clubs
as part of the popular Club Papi series of
Latin parties.

Fey touches down Sept. 29 at Heat in San
Antonio and Sept. 30 at Rich’s in Houston.
She’ll sing four songs from her Latin
Grammy-nominated album, La Fuerza del
Destino (The Force of Destiny), and a medley
of previous chart-toppers.

customers, and we have been thrilled at the
response to her upcoming shows,” says Jamie
Awad, president of Club Papi Productions.
“We had her perform for us three years ago at
San Francisco Pride, and she sent the place
into a frenzy.”

The petite singer has been thrilling fans
since the release of her self-titled 1995 debut
album. Since then, she has consistently
churned out Spanish-language radio hits,
including “Te Pertenezco,” “Subidon,” “Ni
Tu ni Nadie,” “Se Lo Que Vendra™ and the
inescapable chart-topper “Azucar Amargo
(Bitter Sugar).”

Amid this success, Fey has metamor-
phosed from a perennially perky pop singer
— one who inspired legions of devotees in
the mid-"90s to tie brightly-colored scarves
around their wrists — into a poised, confi-

dent and sexy woman.

Last year’s La Fuerza del Destino, her
fifth studio album and a tribute to '80s

Spanish pop group Mecano, revealed a
woman definitely in control of her
own destiny. But from the begin-
ning of her career, Fey's music
‘has showcased an advanced,
even futuristic pop sound,
drawing from electronica,

high-energy house and
drum‘n’bass rhythms.

“You always try to
learn,” she says. “I think in

this career, you'll never
stop learning, being sur-
prised, always wanting to
give more, wanting to
give something better.
It’s something I do with
all my heart. I do [the
kind of music] that I
would like to listen to, but
always trying to find my
own style. Always trying
to do something different.”

Fey is currently in the
early stages of putting
together a new album of

original tunes. She
expects to begin work
on the disc after the
current tour and a pro-
motional trip to

Argentina. She hopes to write some of the
material herself but also loves the collabora-
tive process.

There are hopes of recording some
English-language material — only natural
considering Fey’s international audience. She
has done it before, most notably for an alter-
nate version of 2002’s adventurous Vertigo
album. Fellow Latin-pop divas Thalia,
Paulina Rubio and Shakira have all enjoyed
varying success on the English-language
charts.

“I'm in talks to see who is going to be the
next crazy person that has the spirit to pro-
duce this new album — to tolerate me for so
many months, to give me food because I eat
so much, to treat me well, to put up with my
mood changes, depending on the day,” she
says with a laugh.

“Really, it’s an internal, brutal voyage to
make a record. I'm longing to find that new
partner. I'm starting to keep an eye out for
different people.”

The 31-year-old singer cites Celine Dion,
Barbra Streisand, Bjork and Seal as musical
favorites and admits, “George Michael drives
me crazy.” Judging from that lively list, this
singer is in merry musical synch with plenty
of her own gay fans.

Fey’s label, EMI Latin, proposed the club
tour, which is similar to promotion efforts
with other artists. Fey took to the idea imme-
diately.

“I don’t know why I have such a strong
feeling of identity with [the gay community].
I think there’s a passion for living. There's an
internal strength that characterizes people that
have to fight for a place on this planet where
they’re seen, maybe, as different,” Fey says.

“That strength, that will to come out in
front and to do it with a good face and to see
life for what it is — a marvelous fiesta —
that’s the same feeling I have. I admire them
so much because it’s not easy.”

Depending on who's
telling the story, Cooley has either taken on
partners or sold the club completely (while
staying on as a figurehead).

Either way, look for the already well-off
Davey to pocket millions as a result of the
deal. The Abbey has lost none of its luster
with the gay crowd, with folks like Carson
Kressley, Jai Rodriguez and Nate Berkus
photographed hanging out. However, it’s a
photo of three presumably straight soap stars
— Michael Graziadei, Nadia Bjorlin and
Thad Luckinbill — surrounding Cooley,
who is leering at Bjorlin's massive mam-
maries, that says all you need to know about
the direction WeHo is heading.

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Interview question
crosses the line,
but not illegally

Dear Howard,

I just had a long series of job interviews
for a position I am well-qualified for and
would like to get. One interviewer (a member
of management. not my boss-in-waiting)
asked me, out of the blue, “Are you gay?” It
caught me off guard, and I blurted out. “Oh.
certainly not.” The more I thought about it
afterward, it seems to me if I get the job I will
have to stay in the closet the entire time I

work there, or admit that I lied in the inter-

view.

First. should I have told the truth and
sealed my fate (presumably)? Second. should
I level with the new boss if they offer me the
job and tell her that what happened in the
original interview. either before or after I
accept? Third, if I do get the job. shouid I tell
the human resources department what the
other guy from management asked me? And
fourth, was that an illegal question in the first
place?

Perplexed in Port Arthur

I'll answer your query in reverse order.
First, the jerk’s question most likely was not
illegal. Federal law does not prohibit employ-
ers from discriminating against gay people.

| (Although 16 states have passed laws pro-

hibiting employment discrimination on the
basis of sexual orientation, Texas has not yet
joined this enlightened minority.) Dallas, Fort
Worth and Austin have passed city ordi-
nances largely prohibiting sexual orientation
discrimination in housing, employment and
access to public facilities but that's not a lot
of help in your neck of the woods.

Second, if you get and accept this job,
check out the company’s human resources
handbook to see if it includes a policy against
sexual orientation discrimination. If it does,

then it might be worthwhile to raise the issue
with the H.R. department once you’ve estab-
lished that they are not primarily focused on
covering the asses of bigots in management.
You don’t have to “confess” your sexual ori-
entation to them — just tell them that the
question was entirely out of line.

Third, although you are obviously uncom-
fortable about joining the company under a
pretense of heterosexuality, you do not. in my
Judgment, need to seek absolution from any-
one for answering a malicious, illegitimate
question in the way you did. If your potential
new boss is a decent person, she might give
you some additional assurance that you are
not unknowingly joining g front company

| secretly controlled by Eric Rudolph. You do
| not owe her. however, any information about
| your sexual orientation or your run-in with

| the office gay-basher. You're the wronged

party here.

Fourth, you are under no moral obligation
whatsoever to tell an interviewer anything
other than information that directly relates to
your ability to do the job. Your sexual orien-
tation was. and is, none of the interviewer’s
business. The usual advice in a situation like
the one you’ve encountered is to smoothly
divert the conversation back to job qualifica-

tion issues: “Oh, that’s an interesting ques-
tion, but surely you'd like to talk about my
graduate degree in mindless rationalization
first.” If that advice sounds ridiculously glib.
then you might try a more direct approach:
“That’s none of your fucking business, Mr.
Bigot” or “Before I answer that question,
could you tell me whether you are straight? |
need to settle a bet with one of your.employ-
ees.” -

I can’t guarantee, unfortunately. that the
direct approach, however emotionally satisfy-
ing it might be, won’t get you kicked out of
the office. but it’s the one Howard would use
— you can count on it. You sound like a
smart, ambitious person. If the company is
not a hotbed of gay hate and the job is really
good, you'll find a way to work your way
through this issue just as smart, ambitious gay
people have for millennia. You may well
even find a way to make the company a rpore
tolerant and professionally run organization.

Which is not to say Herring doesn’t write about the
normal stuff — jobs, relationships. The Other Side of
Kindness has the requisite steel guitars and whining
fiddles to pigeonhole it in the country rack, but a melan-
cholia imbues the songs with an alternative-folk edge.

The record itself (the entire CD was recorded and
mixed in Dallas and Austin) sometimes sounds tinny,
and at less than 37 minutes, its 10 tracks don't aim for
anything epic. But it's irresistibly for good ol' Texas boys,
and if you're a hipster who doesn't like country music,
this is the kind of album that might change your mind.
