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Group hires Jackson, who led
winning campaign against
Cincinnati anti-gay ordinance

Log Cabin Republicans of Texas joined
the fight against Proposition 2 this week by
hiring a campaign director to lead the group’s
efforts.

Log Cabin hired Ted Jackson because he
headed up the campaign in Cincinnati to
repeal an 11-year-old city charter amendment
forbidding the passage of local ordinances
protecting gays. The amendment was
repealed, the only one of several ballot meas-
ures that gays won in 2004.

If approved by voters, Proposition 2 will
amend the state Constitution to ban same-sex
marriages and civil unions. Texas already
bans gay marriages and civil unions by
statute.

Log Cabin’s stmtegy_is

to reach out to conservatives
and to increase voter turnout for the Nov. 8
election. r

Jackson said volunteers will work to dis-
pel myths about gay and lesbian people.

Gays are often caught off guard because
of the opposition’s low-key approach, he said.

“Oftentimes we in the gay community
make the wrong assumption, that they are not
mobilized,” Jackson said.

School turns away $3 million
when giver insists ‘Brokeback
Mountain’ be dropped

St. Andrew’s Episcopal School, a 50-year-
old private school in Austin, knows the cost
of standing up for their principles. It’s about
$3 million.

The school recently refused to disavow a
policy that included discussion of Annie
Proulx’s short story, Brokeback Mountain, in
English classes.

The acclaimed story of love between cow-
boys was one of several thorns in the side of
St. Andrews’ parent Cary McNair. McNair,
the son of Robert McNair, the owner of the

Houston Texans, also
objected to the school’s
participation in the National Day of Silence,
an event held on thousands of campuses
across the country designed to highlight the
hazards experienced by gay youth.

According to the Austin American
Statesman, the McNairs had pledged $3 mil-
lion of some $11.7 million raised towards
construction of a new middle school.

Ironically, Brokeback Mountain will prob-
ably be dropped from the reading list next
year because Horne does not assign material
that has been made into movies.

Glen Maxey, director of No Nonsense in
November, said he welcomed Log Cabin’s
participation.

“We applaud anything Log Cabin
Republicans can do to help spread the mes-
sage about why this proposition is bad for the
state,” Maxey said.

Chapters of Stonewall Democrats across
Texas are also working with the No Nonsense
campaign, Maxey said.

Log Cabin needs more volunteers to help
canvass voters. About 30 volunteers have
signed up so far, Jackson said.

The election is slightly more than five
weeks away.

“That’s why it is all the more urgent that
we get people in the gay community willing
to go out and talk to non-gay voters,” Jackson
said.

Former Houstonian says he’s
overwhelmed by generosity
of Bayou City’s residents

Larry Bagneris has been busy these past
few weeks. After being chased from his home
in New Oreleans’s French Quarter by a
gigantic Category 4 hurricane, the former
Houston resident, who evacuated to his old
haunt, said he would return to the Crescent
City this weekend.

But before leaving, he made sure the
newly established Pride Houston/Hurricane
Katrina Relief Fund was operating properly.
He feared GLBT people displaced by
Hurricane Katrina weren’t receiving the assis-
tance they needed.

“I just wanted to make sure that everyone
was being taken care of. I feel assured now
that the increments they’re giving the kids
will be able to last them at least a week or
two, and they can go back to New Orleans
and reassess,” Bagneris said.

People helped by the fund told him they
were given aid in increments of $30 at a time,
he said.

“In Houston, you can’t get a tank of gas
for less than $40 or $50,” Bagneris said.

After a meeting Tuesday, Bagneris said
the Montrose Counseling Center agreed to
increase the amount.

T understand that they have a need to
maintain a balance, because they don’t want
to draw everything out all at one time,” he
said.

Ann Robinson, executive director of the
Montrose Counseling Center, said, “It’s based
on what they tell us they need and what they
prioritize.”

As of Wednesday, the Pride
Houston/Hurricane Katrina Relief Fund,
which is administered by the counseling cen-
ter, had received $20,000 in donations to
assist evacuees, Robison said. :

Bagneris said he would be back at his job
as executive director of New Orleans’s
Human Relations Commission and liaison
between the mayor and the City Council by
Friday.

As he faces the mountainous task that
looms, Bagneris said he’ll be filled with a
new sense of resolve.

“Everybody’s been incredible, even in the
face of Rita coming in this direction, even
though they were in the midst of a major
evacuation themselves,” he said. “The out-
pouring of generosity here has renewed my
faith in humanity, in terms of how we treat

one another.”

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Gay California leaders who

California activists met for an hour on
Wednesday with Peter Siggins, Governor
Amold Schwarzenegger’s interim chief of
staff, along with deputy chief of staff Donna
Lucas and senior advisor Bonnie Reiss. The
governor was not present.

Eddie Gutierrez, spokesman for the GLBT
rights group Equality California, described
the meeting as productive, and said the sub-
ject of the gay marriage bill was indeed dis-
cussed, despite press reports to the contrary.
Passed by both the Assembly and the Senate

Sexual orientation discrimination is against
state law, but not explicitly listed in the cate-
gories protected by the Unruh Act. California
courts have nonetheless interpreted the law to
protect gays, and adding sexual orientation to
the list of covered categories would codify
that interpretation.

Wrapping mystery in an enigma, the gov-
ernor has recently vetoed a seemingly incon-
sequential bill to add sexual orientation to a
voluntary campaign nondiscrimination
pledge. According to Gutierrez, the explana-
tion given by the governor’s staff at the meet-
ing was weak.

Schwarzenegger has until October 9 to
take action on the gay rights measures, or else
they will automatically become law. Since the
passage of the same-sex marriage bill, the
first such bill ever advanced by a state legisla-
ture, Schwarzenegger has tried to maintain a
balancing act between his self image as a
civil rights advocate, and his political desire
to please the conservative base with a mar-
riage veto.

Asked about marriage equality by the San
Jose Mercury News last week,
Schwarzenegger said he had the “utmost
respect” for gay people and gay couples.

“In this particular case,” he went on, “I'm
the governor and I've got to protect the peo-

ple of California and I've got to protect the
people of California’s right that if they vote,
there should be no other power that should
change it other than the courts.”

Schwarzenegger added that he would
“never” use the issue of same-sex marriage
for political gain. “Did you see me saying one
word at the Republican convention?... I don’t

style.”

In related news from California, Attorney
Genéral Bill Lockyer filed brjefs before a
state appellate court Sept. 21, defending his
view that marriage is a traditional status that
can be defined as a heterosexual institution as
long as same-sex couples are afforded equal
rights.

The irony in Lockyer’s stance is that sev-
eral months earlier, the attorney general was
obliged to state quite a different view in
defending the state against the charge that
California’s partner registry illegally con-
ferred marriage rights under a different name.

In that case, Lockyer’s office argued suc-
cessfully that there was no comparison
between the rights of marriage and those of
domestic partners. Now, however, Lockyer
insists that domestic partners are essentially
on par with married couples as far as state
law in concerned.

Peter Siggins, Govenor Amold Schwarzenegger's
chief of staff, and two other staff members met
with representatives of Equality California on
Wednesday. The gay marriage bill sitting on
Schwarzenegger's desk was of one topic discussed,
said the gay group’s spokesman.

attorney general, Michael Cox, issued an
opinion stating that such benefits were uncon-
stitutional under the amendment.

In the midst of the litigation, Granholm
disagreed with Cox’s view, and threw her
weight behind the American Civil Liberties

Union’s limited interpretation of the amend-
ment. Attorney General Cox, in turn, became
a named defendant to the suit, representing
the anti-gay side, while the town of
Kalamazoo stayed neutral, pledging to base
its future policy on the decision of the court.

Of at least 15 “friends of the court,” out-
side organizations presenting written briefs,
all took positions in favor of domestic partner
benefits.

Draganchuk released a fairly straightfor-
ward analytical ruling. Domestic partner ben-
efits, she reasoned, are not attributes of mar-
riage, they are job benefits, governed by
whatever criteria a boss may select. Further,
two people on the receiving end of such bene-
fits cannot be described as part of a union
“similar” to a marriage. Far from it, consider-
ing the hundreds of rights and responsibilities
of that institution.

Judge Draganchuk also rattled off six cita-
tions to other courts where the difference
between partner rights and marriage was
under scrutiny. From New York to California,
the distinction was made, in part because
courts realize that the voting majorities that
approve these marriage amendments do not
intend to restrict partner benefits, hospital vis-
its or the like.

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Gay marriage amendments challenged on many fron u

Oregon’s recently filed challenge
to gay marriage ban is similar to
those in Louisiana and Georgia

The tensions between those who would
ban same-sex marriage, and those trying to
prevent the state from any recognition of
same-sex couples whatsoever, are bubbling to
the surface in several additional spots around
the country this week.

In Oregon, activists from Basic Rights
Oregon went to court on Monday, asking a
judge to rule that the Beaver State’s new
amendment is unconstitutional because voters
had been forced to consider two separate
issues in one question. Like many of the 18
state constitutional amendments defining mar-
riage as a heterosexual institution, Oregon’s
version arguably goes beyond a simple ban
on marriage to trample on other rights of gay
couples.

If the GLBT attack on Oregon’s amend-
ment sounds familiar, it’s because gay rights
éfj\'mates have ma.de the‘

same procedural argu-
ment to the supreme courts in Louisiana and
Georgia and to a judge in Kentucky, so far
without success.

Most if not all states have rules against
presenting the electorate with two-part consti-
tutional amendments, and since most of the
constitutional attacks on gay marriage are
encumbered by extra verbiage, the strategy of
attacking anti-marriage amendments on this
ground is not new. But the success of this
strategy depends both on the wording of the
amendment in question, and the state’s past
history of enforcing this provision. In
Louisiana last January and in Kentucky last
May, the courts had no problem ruling that
marriage bans passed by voters essentially
encompassed the single question of marriage
eligibility. In Georgia, the high court declined
on technical grounds to take a stand before
the election, effectively allowing an extreme-
ly convoluted measure to pass. Lambda Legal
Defense and Education Fund resubmitted that
case in December, and continues to challenge

Rights Project, said a challenge to a proposed constitu-
tional amendment in Florida that would bar gays from
marrying is the most suitable of many for a federal court
challenge.

the Georgia amendment, which outlaws civil
unions and strips judges of their ability to rule
on certain areas of family law. Argued earlier
this year, a decision is expected soon,
Lambda says.

Last week, the American Civil Liberties
Union brought suit in Florida, asking the state
supreme court to strike the Sunshine State’s

proposed anti-gay marriage amendment
before it even sees the light of day. Again,
civil libertarians insist that the measure
impermissibly confronts voters with more
than one subject. Further, the ACLU and
allies call the amendment misleading and
over-broad.

Speaking to GLBT journalists at a con-.
vention in Chicago last week, ACLU Lesbian
and Gay Rights Project director Matt Coles
said the Florida case is better positioned than
other, similar cases. The state has strong
precedents in terms of enforcing the “single- =
subject” rule, and the criteria for what consti="
tutes a violation of that rule is clear. The
in Florida, Coles told reporters, is whethera =
voter could conceivably have two different
views on separate aspects of a single ques-
tion. As such, Coles believes activists have a
good chance of prevailing before the justices
and stopping the Florida marriage amendmenl
before it qualifies for the 2006 ballot.

Finally, a battle between the mayor of
Lake City and the City Council may lead to @
lawsuit over domestic partner benefits in
Utah.

Girl expelled from Christian school because parents are leshians i

ONTARIO — A 14-year-old student was expelled from a Christian school because her parents are lesbians, the school
superintendent said in a letter. Shay Clark was expelled from Ontario Christian School on Thursday.

“Your family does not meet the policies of admission,” Superintendent Leonard Stob wrote to Tina Clark, the girls biologi-"
cal mother. Stob could not be reached for comment. Shay and her parents said they won't fight the ruling.

Clark and her partner have been together 22 years and have two other daughters, ages 9 and 19.

Civil unions law going into effect Oct. 1; J.Ps get quick education

MIDDLETOWN — As a new law allowing same-sex civil unions takes effect in Connecticut this week, justices of the - 8
peace, clergy and town clerks are entering uncharted waters. “It's going to be a mess,” said Saul Haffner, president of
Justices of the Peace of Connecticut, which held a conference Saturday to answer questions about civil unions. )

Connecticut is the first state to pass a civil union law without being pressured by a court. Vermont is the omyo(hersm
that allows civil unions; Massachusetts is the only state that allows same-sex marriages.
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Connecticut law does not require justices and clergy to perform civil unions and some said they will not do so because
their religious beliefs. But others who plan to perform the unions, which will confer the same rights as marriage, attended
Saturday’s conference to make sure they know what they're doing. Nearly 200 justices at Saturday’s conference had plentyof *
questions. They wanted to know what happens if heterosexual couples want civil unions (they can't have them) and what to
do about transgendered people (refer to the gender on their birth certificates.) They also must decide what to say at the end of
the ceremony. They've been advised to pronounce couples “partners in life” rather than husband and wife.

Haffner said justices of the peace are preparing for a rush of couples who may want to have civil union ceremonieson
Oct. 1, the day the law takes effect, or soon after. The 2000 census found that 7,400 same-sex couples reside in Connecticut.

Gays can heave a sigh of relief on Roberts

At hearing, nominee for
chief justice performed
well on 4 out of 5 issues

Before John Roberts’s hearing, I laid
out five subject areas most important to
the liberties of gay Americans. Based on
his replies, Roberts did well in four of
the five areas. On the fifth, he was for-
givably silent.

2. Does he believe Congress has the
constitutional power to enact civil-rights

laws that forbid private discrimination?

Before the hearing, gay groups had
suggested that Roberts might have a
very narrow view of federal power that
would prevent Congress from banning
things like private employment discrimi-
nation against gays.

‘While Roberts understandably

~ declined to answer whether the proposed

tional right to privacy. Dale Carpenter

Discrimination Act
(punishing anti-gay
job discrimination)
would be constitution-
al, he did say that a
federal statute barring
race and sex discrimi-
nation in employment
was constitutional
under Congress’s
power to regulate
commerce. For pur-
poses of commerce
regulation, there's no
reason to distinguish
banning race and sex
discrimination on the

The right to privacy
was a basis for the Court’s 2003 deci-
sion in Lawrence v. Texas striking down
state sodomy laws.

“I think there is a right to privacy
protected as part of the liberty guarantee
in the due process clause,” Roberts testi-
fied. This statement is especially signifi-
cant because many conservatives have
criticized judicial decisions protecting,
under the word “liberty,” fundamental
rights not specifically found in the text
of the Constitution. Roberts elaborated .
by saying that the right to privacy
extends to both married and unmarried
people.

Perhaps even more importantly,
Roberts distanced himself from some
judicial conservatives who advocate
strict adherence to the specific, original
intentions of the Framers. Words like
“liberty” and “due process,” he argued,
are so broad that they appear designed
“to apply in a meaningful way down
through the ages.” Robert Bork must
have choked on his martini olive when
he heard that.

While Roberts declined to say
specifically whether he supported the
result in Lawrence, that demurral was
expected. The modern conventions of
the judicial-appointments process call on
judicial nominees to avoid commenting
directly on recent or controversial cases
or issues that might come before the
Court. I think this convention is ques-
tionable, but throughout the hearing
Roberts was well within the practice of
his recent predecessors, including
President Clinton’s nominees.

.

one hand and sexual-
orientation discrimination on the other.

3. Does he believe Congress has the
constitutional power to strip the federal
courts of all jurisdiction to decide par-
ticular issues?

Relying on the same old memos, gay
critics before the hearing feared that a
Justice Roberts would vote to let
Congress forbid federal courts to even
hear gay-marriage cases or other claims.
Again, Roberts declined to answer, cit-
ing the fact that these are live matters of
controversy in Congress. But he made it
plain-that he believes such measures are
a bad idea because they prevent the
Court from ensuring uniformity in the
law through its decisions.

4. Does he think a state may forever-
more strip a single group of all civil-
rights protections?

Gay critics had suggested Roberts
might disagree with the 1996 decision in
Romer v. Evans, in which the Court

struck down a Colorado state constitu-
tional amendment stripping homosexu-
als of all civil-rights protections.

Because Romer is so recent and con-
troversial, Roberts refused to answer
whether he supported it. There was
nothing untoward about that.
Unfortunately, none of the senators
probed the larger question about the
constitutionality of the type of laws at
issue in Romer. This senatorial negli-
gence can’t be held against Roberts.

I must acknowledge, though, that we
can’t take much comfort in Roberts’ pro
bono work for the gay side in Romer.
He made a point of saying that he was
just doing his job as a lawyer in the case
and that he might have worked for the
anti-gay side had they reached him first.

5. When, if ever, does he think the
Court should adhere to a decision that
he believes was wrongly decided?

On the question of stare decisis,
Roberts was effusive in his strong
defense of stability and continuity in the
law. He was so adamant about this, in
fact, that many legal scholars came
away convinced that he would not even
vote to overrule Roe v. Wade, the abor-
tion decision that gay groups like HRC
seem most anxious to preserve.

Roberts’ respect for precedent bodes
well for keeping Romer and Lawrence,
even if Roberts disagrees with them. If
anything, his promotion to Chief Justice
will likely make him even more cautious
about radical doctrinal changes that
might undermine public respect for the
Supreme Court.

About the only thing he got plainly
wrong was his praise of Doctor
Zhivago, a dreary bore of a movie.

Overall, we should be relieved. If
Roberts had been defeated, as prominent
national gay groups advocated, we could
have done much worse.
